Economic Survey of Punjab 2023-24 reviews the economic development in the 
State over the previous year. It provides deep insight into the governments’ key 
initiatives, problems, prospects and challenges with respect to socio-economic 
development of the State. The data and analysis of the survey will help various 
stakeholders including members of legislative assembly, administrators and 
researchers. 
 
Punjab’s economy is expected to witness real Gross State Value Added growth 
of 6.8 percent in 2023-24(A). According to advance estimates of 2023-24 the per 
capita income of Punjab stands at Rs. 1,95,621 which is 1.05 times the per capita 
income at national level. 
 
The health of the farm sector is critical for the economic and social well-being of 
the state. Agriculture sector’s share in gross state value added is around 14 
percent. Punjab’s contribution towards country’s rice production is 12.89 percent 
and 14.82 percent in wheat production during 2021-22. 
 
Services sector is a source of strength and has enough scope to generate 
employment. The service’s sector significance in the Punjab’s economy has 
continued to increase with the sector accounting for 46 percent of total size of 
the economy and gross state value added growth of 7.2 percent in 2023-24. 

 
Government of Punjab has rolled down 664 Aam Aadmi Clinics (AACs) in the   
State in a phased manner. Out of these AACs, 236 AACs are located in the urban 
areas while 428 are located in the rural areas of the state. Total 80 types of drugs 
are being provided at AACs. The medicines have been provided free of cost to 
the patients through these clinics. 
 
I hope that this Economic Survey will inspire and provide a roadmap to policy 
makers and Government to make policies as per the emerging needs of the 
people of Punjab.

Chapter 1 Macroeconomic Overview 

 

1.1 Economic Growth 

Economic Growth in Punjab has been moderating over the 

past three years. The advance estimates for Punjab’s Gross 
State Domestic Product (at constant 2011-12 Prices) follow 
the same trend, as evident in figure 1. Punjab’s GSDP grew at 
6.4% in 2022-23    (Quick Estimates) and increased to 6.8% in 
2023-24 (Advanced Estimates).  

As per the advance estimates for 2023-24 growth rate of Punjab and at national level have 

shown some signs of recovery. Despite the moderation in growth rates over the past few years, 
Punjab’s economy is expected to grow with national average in 2023-24. Since 2013-14, growth 
rate in Punjab was slower than the national average. However, the estimates for 2020-21 indicate a 
shift in this trend. The Quick estimates for 2022-23 indicate that growth in GSDP of Punjab is 6.4% 
as compared to 7.2% of all India level. The advance estimates for 2023-24 indicate that growth in 
GDP at All India level will be 7.3% against 6.8% in Punjab. 

Economic growth in Punjab is expected to grow with the national average growth rate in 2023-24. 
Although in comparision to previous year, growth is expected to moderate, in tandem with national trends. 
It is evident from the advance estimates of Punjab’s economy expecting real GSDP growth in 2023-24 
which is in continuation with growth of 6.4 percent observed in 2022-23 according to quick 
estimates.Punjab’s growth of real GDP has been high with average growth of 4.5 percent in the last five 
years (2019-20 to 2023-24). The Punjab economy grew at 6.8 percent in 2023-24 (advance estimates) 
experiences some growth when compared to the previous year.  

Real growth in ‘Agriculture & allied’ sector was 2.4 percent in 2023-24 after 2.7 percent in 2022-23. 
Agriculture sector in Punjab typically goes through cyclical movement in terms of growth and production. 
Relative to national trends, the sectoral composition of Punjab’s Gross Value Added is more balanced. 
Even though services sector has grown to have the largest share, industries and agriculture continue to 
have a significant share in the GSVA.Contributing over 27 percent of the GSVA of the state in 2023-
24(A), agriculture and allied activities employed 25 percent of the labour force in Punjab. This is a result 
of high levels of mechanisms of agriculture practices in the state. Agriculture sector drives the growth in 
the economy, driving growth in industry and services sector in the State as well. 

The Industry sector contributes 27 percent of GSVA and has grown at more than 5.6 percent in last five 
years. Maufacturing sector which contributes over 16 percent share of the GSVA grew at 7.2 percent in 
2023-24(A).Construction sector GSVA, electricity and other utility services GSVA also contributed 7.2% 
and 3.5% respectively.  

Service sector is the most dynamic sector in the economy and has remained the key driver of economic 
growth alongwith being a major contributor to GSVA and employment generation. Service sector growth 
increased from 7.1 percent in 2022-23 to 7.2 percent in 2023-24.Other services-comprising of health, 
education and personal services, financial services and public administration led this growth.  

The per capita income in Punjab is 1.05 times the per capita income at all India level, which shows into 
better welfare outcomes for people. 

Punjab’s GSDP grew at an 
average rate of 5.2% between 

2015-16 and 2023-24.  
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From the production end, the estimates for Gross State Value Added (GSVA) portray the same 
story. However, real growth in GSVA in Punjab for 2023-24(A) is 6.2% as compared to the real 
GVA growth of 6.9 at all India level.

1.2 Sectoral performance 

Services sector has contributed the largest share in State’s gross value added, as with national 
trends in recent years (Table 1). Over past 9 years (2012-13 to 2020-21), services sector in Punjab 
has contributed an average share of 46% annually. The natural transformation process of any 
economy witnesses the services sector contributing the largest share as an economy progresses. 
With higher per-capita incomes and more spending powers, the demand for services witnesses a 
rise, as has been evident in the case of Punjab as well. Advance estimates for 2023-24 indicates an 
increase in the share of services sector in Punjab’s GSVA to 45.9% from 45.6% in 2022-23(Q).

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Yet, unlike the national economy, agriculture and allied activities continue to contribute a large 
share in Punjab’s overall value added, exceeding the share of industry. In 2023-24, agriculture and 
allied sectors are expected to contribute a share of 26.7% of the Punjab’s GSVA. Since the Green 
revolution in 1960s-1970s and mechanization of agriculture in Punjab, the State has grown to be the 
bread basket of the country. The sector continues to be the driver of Punjab’s economy, pulling up 
the industry and services sector in the State as well, as described in Box 1.  

Box 1: Agriculture sector driving Punjab’s growth 

 

Agriculture and allied sectors 

Punjab has historically had an important role in bolstering India’s agriculture production and food 
security. Along with Western Uttar Pradesh and Haryana, the state was at the forefront of the Green 
Revolution of the 1960s and 1970s. Till today, it enjoys the status of being ‘India’s granary’ – 
contributing towards 12.89% of the country’s rice production, and 14.82% of wheat production. 
Notably, Punjab’s percentage share in the country’s area under cultivation of the two crops was 
6.40% and 11.57% respectively1. This high yield, mechanised cultivation is a distinguishing 
characteristic of Punjab’s agriculture. It also means that unlike at the all India level, where a 18.00% 
share in total value added, translates into a 45.76% share in the country’s employment for the 
agriculture and allied sector, in Punjab a 26.68% share in GSVA, translates into a more proportionate 
share of 24.64% in employment (Box 2).

Punjab is an eminent north agrarian state of India. It is recognized as the food bowl of India for its 
contribution to agriculture and Indian economy thereby making India self-reliant in food. Punjab 
having the strength of well-developed infrastructure, industrial pace, high bank deposits, 
demographic dividends, sizeable Punjabi diaspora and adequate markets is a progressive state. 

Relative to national trends, the sectoral composition of Punjab’s Gross Value Added is more 
balanced, as mentioned before. Even though, services sector has grown to have the largest share, 
industries and agriculture continue to have a significant share in the GVA. While the three sectors 
are interlinked and progress as one impacts the other sectors too, agriculture sector can be believed 
to be the driving force for Punjab’s economy. The boom in Punjab’s economy during Green 
Revolution is testimony of the role played by the sector in making Punjab one of the richest states 
in the country.  

Punjab continues to be an agrarian economy and exploratory analysis shows that agriculture sector 
plays an important role in driving growth in other sectors. With a lag of a year, a unit’s rise in 
agricultural product results in 1.4 units rise in services product and 1.8 units rise in industrial 
product, which is two to three times the impact of other sectors. With majority of industries in 
Punjab being agro-based, the growth in agriculture adds to the raw material for the industries. 
Further, with Punjab producing a majority share of central pool of wheat and rice, transportation 
of these cereals adds to the growth of services sector. Additionally, it should be noted that, with 
higher agricultural income the demand for products from the industry and services sector products 
grows, boosting the entire economy. It is evident that agriculture sector is the axis in the economy, 
strongly impacting growth in other sectors and driving the economy. 
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Hence, it is not a surprise that the NABARD All India Rural Financial Inclusion Survey (NAFIS) 
2016-17, found that among all the states, agricultural households in Punjab reported the highest 
average monthly income (Rs. 23,133), with Haryana coming a distant second (Rs. 18,946) 
(NABARD, 2018)2. It also means, that the general conception that agrarian states record low per

A common trend observed across States in India is the dominance of services sector in State’s 
GVA, followed by manufacturing and agriculture sector. However, in terms of employment, the 
distribution of workers in the three sectors has been majorly skewed towards agriculture. A stark 
mismatch in output and employment concentration of the three sectors is witnessed at the national 
level and is presented in Table 2. Share of agriculture sector in India’s GVA stood at 18.00% as per 
advance estimates for 2023-24, while the sector employed more than twice (45.76%) of the total 
labour force. This mismatch indicates towards a labour intensive nature of agriculture sector and 
low per-labour output at the national level. In contrast, services sector which is estimated to 
contribute 54.13% of India’s GVA in 2023-24, only occupied 28.93% of the total labour. This 
indicates towards a probable case of jobless growth in service sector at the national level.  

In a contrasting trend, the composition of output and employment in Punjab, across the three 
sectors, is relatively much more balanced. Contributing over 26.68% of the GVA of the state in 
2023-24(A), agriculture and allied activities employed 24.64% of the labour force in the State. Use 
of advanced technologies like farm equipment and relatively expensive HYV seeds and fertilisers 
has pushed various farmers towards other sectors. This has ensured towards a more balanced 
distribution of workers and higher per-labour output in all sectors, in comparison to the national 
level trends. Services sector with a share of 45.91% of Punjab’s GSVA, as per advance estimates of 
2023-24, employs 41.10% of the State’s labour.

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capita income does not hold true for Punjab. In fact, it is a rare state that enjoys both a high share of 
agriculture in total GSVA and a high overall per capita income. 

In recent years however, Punjab has experienced uneven growth in agriculture, especially in crop 
cultivation. GSVA growth of the agriculture and allied sectors for the year 2021-22 to 2023-24is 
expected to grow 1.0%, 2.7% and 2.4%  from 2.1% average growth rate from 2012-13 to 2020-
21(Table 3). This slowdown was most noticeable in the crop husbandry sector, where GSVA 
witnessed a negative growth rate. The slowdown may also be symptomatic of long-term trends in 
crop cultivation. This stagnation also seems to hold true for wheat cultivation, as can be seen in 
Figure 2 below. Since the 2000s, the area and yield of paddy and wheat have both plateaued. 
Potential reasons for this could be diminishing marginal returns especially in the backdrop of low 
investment ratios though this needs to be explored in more detail (Box 3). Crop diversification is 
likely to be the way forward.

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The allied sector of Punjab’s agriculture, livestock, 
forestry & logging and fishing are gradually becoming 
sectors of growth and a potential source of better farm 
income. The livestock sector grew at a rate of 4.8% 
during 2012-13 to 2022-23(Q) at constant prices and its 
contribution to total Agriculture GSVA at current prices 
increased from 7.9% in 2012-13 to 10.3% in 2023-24. 
Over the last 3 years, growth in livestock sub-sector has 
been one of the highest amongst all sub-sectors in agriculture sector. Efforts of the Government in 
livestock through various national and state-level initiatives highlight the state’s focus on boosting 
the growth of this sub-sector. 

Box 3: Investment growth in Punjab 

 

Industry Sector 

Industry holds a prominent position in economy accounting for 27% of GSVA during 2023-24(A). 
Manufacturing GVA, which contributes nearly 17% of total GSVA has grown at an average of 
5.0% in 2012-13 to 2020-21, the trends in industry sector mimic the growth at national level. 

Investment enters GDP from the demand side – in the year in which the investment is made, 
GDP is higher by the extent of the investment demand. Moreover, investment in terms of 
machinery, capital etc., also predispose an economy to future growth. This is one area where 
Punjab has scope to improve.  

In 2021-22, Gross Capital Formation (GCF) was 14.2% of GSDP in the state. It is also 
instructive to look at these ratios sector-wise (Figure 3). Not surprisingly, the industry sector has 
the highest GCF to GSVA ratio – based on the nature of the industry. Services, by nature of the 
industry and also often being informal in nature also have relatively low investment ratios. 
However, both these sectors showed an improvement in the investment ratio between 2011-12 
and 2021-22.

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Livestock sector holds

the constraints faced in 
other Agri sub-sectors. 
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Manufacturing is not only the highest contributor to GSVA growth within the industrial sector, but 
also among the top overall sub-sectors (Table 4). The focus on agriculture sector has led to ancillary 
industries like food processing and textiles to come up in Punjab. The state, today, is a leading 
producer of apparels, woolen knitwear and sports good. Ludhiana city has emerged as the largest 
manufacturing cluster in north India. Further, light engineering (production of bicycles and auto 
parts) is an important industry in Punjab. Efforts of the State government to set up various textile 
parks and light engineering parks are expected to revive the growth of industries in the state. 

Industry and services are estimated to grow by 7.9 percent and 7.2 percent during the year 2023-
24(A). Within industry mining is estimated to grow by 1.5%, manufacturing by 7.2% and 
construction by 9.1%. The electricity, gas and utility sector has registered a positive growth of 8.7% 
in 2023-24(A). Punjab is also strategically placed to harness solar electricity. Various initiatives 
have been undertaken to boost growth of renewable energy resources in the State.

Services Sector 

Consistent with national trends, services sector contributes the largest share to Punjab’s GSVA and 
is also the fastest growing sector. The sector has consistently contributed a share of around 46% of 
the State’s GSVA and witnessed a growth over 5.8% over the nine-year period between 2012-13 
and 2020-21. In 2021-22 the sector also expanded at 7.4% (Table 5). Advance estimates for 2023-
24 indicate that the sector will continue to contribute a share of over 45.9% and a growth of 7.2%. 
Within services sector trade, hotels and restaurant, transport, storage & communication is estimated 
to grow by 6.2% in 2023-24(A).  

Complimentary to light engineering industries, trade, repair, hotels and restaurants services have 
contributed almost 10% of Punjab’s service sector GSVA, year after year. Propelled by high growth 
rates, however, ‘Other services’ have now surpassed this share. Real estate is the other important

contributor to GSVA with a share of 9.2% over the last thirteen years and consistently rising growth 
rate in the recent past. 

Punjab has further potential to boost the services sector; especially in the domain of tourism. 
Amritsar is a popular destination for tourists from within and outside India. More than 51% of total 
tourist arrivals in Punjab are in Amritsar. The city provides scope for both heritage and rural 
tourism to develop in the state. Further, the state is growing to be a popular destination for medical 
tourism. Jalandhar has various nursing homes equipped with modern technologies, and is thus, 
emerging to be a popular medical tourism destination, especially amongst Non-Resident Indians 
(NRI).

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1.3 Economic growth and individual welfare 

SDG Indicator 8.1.1 Annual growth rate of real GDP per capita 

On average, the per capita GSDP (at current prices) in Punjab is estimated to be Rs. 2,25,356 in 
2023-24(A), showing a growth rate of 7.5% over 2022-23. This implies an average monthly(Per 
Capita) GSDP of Rs.18,780 in 2023-24. In per-capita income terms (which is ratio of NSDP and 
population), estimated per-capita income is Rs. 1,95,621 in 2023-24(A), 1.05 times the per capita 
income reported at the all India level. 

Intra-state trends in per-capita income 

Roopnagar, SAS Nagar and Ludhiana were the leading 
districts, in terms of per capita income since 2015-16 
with change in position in 2020-21 .As of 2020-21 
Roopnagar reported a per capita income (in current 
prices) of Rs. 1,94,090, SAS Nagar reported Rs. 
1,76,153 and Fatehgarh sahib has left Ludhiana behind 
with per capita income of 1,73,607 Ludhiana reported per capita income of Rs. 1,73,402. 
Interestingly, Roopnagar and Fatehgarh Sahib  are agrarian district with 30% of its Gross District 
Value Added (GDVA) coming from the agriculture and allied sector. SAS Nagar and Ludhiana are 
however, powered by manufacturing, contributing 29% and 30% respectively to the respective 
GDVA in 2020-21.  On the other hand, Gurdaspur and Tarn Taran districts report the lowest per-
capita income in the State. Restrictions on economic activities and border tensions have constrained 
growth of these districts. 

1.4 Inflation 

Inflation is the rate of increase in prices over a given period of time. Inflation is typically a broad 
measure, such as the overall increase in prices or the increase in the cost of living in a country. 
Inflation is sometimes classified into three types: demand-pull inflation, cost-push inflation, 
and built-in inflation. The inflation rate is calculated by taking the average weighted cost of a 
basket of goods (these include food and energy, among other items and services) in a month and 
then dividing it by the same basket from a previous month. The rate of inflation is the pace of 
which prices are rising, which is typically expressed as a percentage. For example, if an article cost 
Rs. 100 and that rises by Rs. 5 compared with a year earlier, then article inflation would be 5 
percent. 

Inflation Trends 

Inflation was at a low of 4.2% in April 2023 (FY 2023-24) as against 6.1% in FY 2022-23. It 
remains at (4.2%) in April and May, 2023 and reached a peak of 7.3% in August, 2023 with upward 
trends in June, 2023 in the next few months followed by 5.5% and 5.4% in September, 2023 and 
October, 2023 respectively. Adopting the bottom trend, it once again trended upwards in 
November,2023  (Figure-4). At the national level, the trend remained the same as in Punjab from 
April, 2023 to November, 2023, but from August, 2023 onwards, inflation at the national level are 
just below from the state level.

Food and Non-Food Inflation 

In the recent months of the year 2023-24, a downward trend was observed in the prices of 

food items from April, 2023 to June, 2023. However, looking at figure 5, it is found that during 
the year 2021-22 to 2022-23, food inflation was rising at the level of Punjab and India. It increased 
to 8.64% in July 2023 and further increased to 9.19% in August 2023. That decreased to 6.18% in 
September, 2023, but from October, 2023 onwards, it trended upward which increased to 6.49% in 
October, 2023 and further increased to 9.38% in November, 2023 (Figure: 5) Food inflation was 
3.86% in April 2023 as against 9.51% in April 2022. Higher prices of vegetables, oil and fats, 
spices, milk and products and food grains and products influenced the upward trend in inflation in 
April, 2023. Food inflation was affected by almost all its sub-sectors. In 2023-24 (up to November, 
2023), the prices of sugar and confectionery, fruits, vegetables, spices and pulses and products 
increased by 3.89%, 9.84%, 9.16%, 26.01% and 4.27%, respectively, as compared to the same 
period last year. Interest is higher than prevailing prices. The year 2023-24 (up to November, 2023) 
has seen a reduction in the price of milk and products.

Education inflation has increased in terms of non-food inflation (Figure 6). The alarming trend is 
the high rate of inflation in personal care (7.56%), fuel and electricity (8.5%), and education 
(6.27%), which That there are essential goods/services for living a good life. Declines were 
recorded in recreational, footwear, clothing and miscellaneous.

Spatial variation in inflation trends 

Rural inflation in Punjab has been higher than urban inflation during the last 02 years 2021-

22 and 2022-23 while urban inflation has exceeded rural inflation during the year 2023-24. 
But in contrast, urban inflation in India remained lower than rural inflation during 2022-23 and 
2023-24. In Punjab, the rural-urban inflation gap negative in the year 2023-24, while it was positive 
for the previous 02 years.

Due to higher non-food inflation of various products, non-food inflation of urban Punjab is higher 
than non-food inflation of rural Punjab, this difference was seen in clothing, footwear, health and 
entertainment from September, 2023 to November, 2023. The main difference lies in footwear, 
whose rural inflation was (-)1.16% during November, 2023, as against urban inflation in the same 
category at 3.25%. Similarly, urban inflation is higher than rural inflation in clothing and footwear, 
household goods and services and health sectors. In the year 2023-24 (upto November 2023), the 
urban-rural inflation gap at the national level was 0.3% and at the Punjab level the same gap was   
(-)1% while it was 0.5% and 0.1% respectively during the previous year 2022-23. 

Drivers of Inflation  

Food items remained the largest contributor to rural and urban inflation in Punjab during 

the year 2023-24 (up to November 2023). Although food inflation in Punjab has been lower than 
non-food inflation over the past years, food inflation in the current financial year 2023-24 (up to 
November, 2023) has shown a different scenario. The increased importance of food items among 
the drivers of inflation makes it an important cause of inflation in the state. Food inflation in Punjab 
increased significantly in 2023-24 due to high inflation in spices (26.01%), Fruits (9.84%), Cereals 
& products (9.92%) and vegetables (9.16%). 

Rising food inflation has also widened disparities in the factors contributing to inflation in rural and 
urban areas (Figure 8). Food products contributed the most to inflation during FY 2023-24 (April 
2023 to November 2023), at 43.52% in rural areas and 47% in urban areas. Interestingly, spices 
made a significant contribution to urban inflation in the year 2023-24 (up to November 2023) and 
its contribution increased from 11.88% in 2022-23 to 23.73% in the year 2023-24 (up to November 
2023). Similarly, urban inflation of fruits rose to 11.25% in 2023-24 as against 4.39% in 2022-23. 
Apart from these, miscellaneous has contributed 32.16% to urban inflation and 25% to rural 
inflation during 2023-24.

Public Distribution System in Punjab 

The State of Punjab had implemented the National Food Security Act, 2013 in the State from  
December, 2013. The State Government procures wheat required for distribution to beneficiaries of 
this scheme in the State under De-centralized procurement (DCP) every year and the same is stored 
at nearly 300 dedicated storage godowns. Further, wheat is being distributed in quarterly 
distribution cycles i.e. three months wheat in one go from October, 2021 through a network of 
approx.13200 operational fair price shops. The State Government is allocated  8.70 lakh MT wheat 
annually by the DFPD, GoI for 1.4145 crore beneficiaries as per the capping and provisions of 
NFSA. However, there are 37.92 lakh families with 1.4665 crore beneficiaries  registered in the 
State under the scheme as of now. The details of the beneficiaries are available on the transparency 
portal of the Department of Food Civil supplies & Consumer Affairs, Govt of Punjab i.e. 
www.foodsuppb.gov.in. 

About 99.85% of ration cards/beneficiaries have been seeded with Aadhaar numbers. Online 
monitoring of distribution is available on the portal epos.punjab.gov.in. 

As per notification dated 30th December, 2022 by Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food & Public 
Distribution, Department of Food & Public Distribution , wheat is being provided Free of cost to 
all eligible households in the State from 1st January, 2023 onwards.  Also, the scheme has been 
renamed as Pradhan Mantri Gareeb Kalyan Aana Yojana (PMGKAY). 

In order to ensure transparency, wheat is distributed to the beneficiaries in the presence of  FPS 
level vigilance committees. Further three tier Grievance Redressal Mechanism is in place viz-
internal, external and through State Food Commission, for redressal of grievances of the 
beneficiaries. Additional Deputy Commissioners of each district have been designated as District 
Grievance Redressal Officers for redressal of grievances of the beneficiaries. 
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In addition to above, in order to ensure transparency and efficiency in the distribution of foodgrains 
under NFSA. End to End Computerization of TPDS as well as automation of FPS & Supply Chain 
Management has been done. From April, 2018 onwards, wheat is being distributed to eligible 
beneficiaries through ePoS devices after biometric authentication using finger print and IRIS 
scanners. The Department of Food Civil supplies & Consumer Affairs, Govt of Punjab has 
deployed 1917 ePoS devices for this purpose as of now while tender for procurement of 17000 
ePoS machines has been finalized and one dedicated ePoS device will be provided to each Fair 
Price Shop in the State by April, 2024. 
 During 2023-24, the State has procured a quantity of 868293.90 MT wheat under DCP pool and 
out of this 661256.10 MT wheat has been allocated from April, 2023 to December, 2023 and total 
quantity of 637591.954 MT wheat has been distributed whose detail is as under:

It is also stated that nearly 1.38 crore beneficiaries out of registered 1.4665 crore beneficiaries have 
availed their entitled quota of ration /wheat during each of the three cycles. Further, distribution for 
the cycle January, 2024 to March, 2024 has been commenced and would be completed by March, 
2024. 

Department of Food civil Supplies & consumer Affairs has successfully implemented ONE 
NATION ONE RATION CARD initiative of GoI which is aimed to ensure the supply of subsidized 
foodgrains to migrant families / labourers who have to frequently change their place of residence 
for employment. 

1.5 Demography and employment 

"Population is a strong driver of the economy as well as the quality of the labour force. Times are 
gone when we could relax and take it easy. It is time to act strongly to control the growth of the 
population to help our coming generations." 
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Demographic Trends  

It is observed that population growth 

rates have slowed down in Punjab, on the 

back of declining birth rates and fertility. 

Declining birth rates have not only led to 
population growth rates falling in Punjab 
over time, the decline has been sharper for 
the State than at the all India level. The 
decadal growth rate of Punjab was 14% 
during the period 2001-2011. Annual 
population growth rate in Punjab over the 
period 2001 to 2011 was 14% as compared 
to 18% at the all India level (Figure 9). 
Fertility rates have also declined 
concomitantly. India and Punjab both had 
fertility rates of 5.2 in 1971. As of 2021 the 
rate stands at 2.0 for India and 1.6 for 
Punjab. These trends have contributed to a demographic shift in Punjab with a consistent increase 
in the population in the working age group, i.e., between 15 and 64 years of age. This can also be 
seen from, Table 7 that the working age population (15 to 64 years) in Punjab has grown from 
67.7% of the population 2011 to 73.5% of the population in 2021. At the same time, the percentage 
of population in the older age group (i.e., above 65 years of age) remains same.

This demographic shift raises two concerns. First, the presence of a large working age population 
does not automatically translate into an economic advantage. Instead, skilling and employment 
opportunities, matching the aspirations of the youth, need to be provided to ensure that the 
population bulge transforms into a demographic dividend. Second, with higher population in older 
age groups, Punjab would have to invest in health care and social securityinitiatives to cater to the 
needs of the growing dependent population, apart from the initiatives the state undertakes for 
welfare of children and disabled. Both these aspects are important, in the face of limited fiscal 
space.

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Sex Ratio 

An IMF staff study has found that women’s participation in the labour force has significant 

economic gains for two reasons. Firstly, increased diversity at the workplace allows for wider 
perspectives and innate differential skills to be brought on board, thus improving productivity. 
Secondly, as an economy grows, employment opportunities increase in the service sector which is 
inherently more conducive for inclusive employment. However, social or other barriers to women’s 
entry into the labour force could slow the process of increased employment and output. One 
measure of such social barriers is the sex ratio, that reflects sex discrimination at birth.  

Although historically Punjab has adverse sex ratio yet it has improved significantly between 

2005-07 to 2018-20. Conscious and consistent efforts by the State Government have resulted in 
raising the sex ratio. Punjab’s sex ratio increased from 837 in 2005-07 to 897 in 2018-20. The 
national sex ratio has also increased from 901 in 2005-07 to 907 in 2018-20. In comparison, with 
other States, Punjab has been the second top performer with an improvement of 60 women per 
thousand men, as presented in Figure 10, followed by the third top performer, Rajasthan, which 
improved its sex ratio by 46 women per thousand men. Most of the remaining states have witnessed 
a decline in sex ratio, over these 10 years. It is worth noting that despite the significant 
improvement in sex ratio, Punjab continues to be below the national average.

It is observed that sex ratio has shown improvement in both rural and urban areas, as presented in 
Figure 11, with urban Punjab performing better than rural Punjab. Higher level of awareness, higher 
literacy and stricter medical regulations in urban areas play a significant role in the higher sex ratio 
observed in urban areas. 

Punjab is the unique state which attract high in-migration from other States .As per 2011 
Census data, over 24 lac people (24, 88,299) from other states across the country migrated to 
Punjab. This was 5.3% of total migrants within India. This makes Punjab the state with 8th largest 
share of migrants from other states. Majority of these migrants were females, with a share of 
55.2%. Most of the in-migrants to the state settled in industrial city Ludhiana and SAS Nagar. 

Gender wise reason for in-migration 

to Punjab varies. Males migrated to 
Punjab in search of work/employment 
opportunities, majority of the females 
shifted for marital purposes, as 
presented in Figure 12. Similar trend 
is observed across the country. Uttar 
Pradesh is the leading state in terms of 
migration to Punjab with a share of 
26.1%. Majority of the migrants from 
UP and Bihar come to Punjab in 
search of employment opportunities. 
These people work as casual labour in 
farms or daily wage earners. The high 
influx of population from other states 
in search of employment opportunities 
puts pressure on the labour market in 
the State and requires interventions to 
ensure availability of appropriate 
employment opportunities.

Various government initiatives to promote welfare and social security 

Social Security Schemes - support to the citizen from womb to old age  
State Government department of Social Security and Women & Child Development plays a vital 
role in providing support to the citizen from womb to old age. The department provides  financial 
assistance to the elderly, widows and destitute women, dependent children and disabled persons for 
their subsistence under the Social Security Schemes.  

Old Age Pension Scheme 

Punjab has 2866000 old age population which constitutes 10.3 % of total population. To support the 
old age persons an amount of Rs. 3670.27 crore was approved for the year 2023-24 against which a 
sum of Rs. 2623.17 crore has been spent up to 10.12.2023 to cover 2211889 beneficiaries.  

Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension (IGNOAPS) 

It is given to persons of 60 year age who belong to a household below the poverty line. An amount 
of Rs. 54.00 crore was approved for the year 2023-24, out of which no expenditure has been 
incurred. 

Financial Assistance to Widow and Destitute Women 

An amount of Rs. 1063.13 crore was approved for the year 2023-24 under “Financial Assistance to 
Widow and Destitute Women”, against which a sum of Rs. 718.74 crore has been spent 10.12.2023  
to cover 609062 beneficiaries. 

Indira Gandhi National Widow Pension Scheme   

The age of the widow shall be between 40-59 years and  belong to a household below the poverty 
line. An amount of Rs. 7.50 crore was approved for the year 2023-24, out of which no expenditure 
has been incurred. 

Diaspora amongst Punjabis, especially the youth is a well-known fact across the State. A variety 
of push and pull factors are at play which have resulted in the youth, leaving their hometowns in 
search of greener pastures abroad. Better standards of living in the developed economies like 
Canada, USA, Australia and UK is the biggest pull factor attracting the high aspirational youths 
in the State. 

On the other hand, a rising number of push factors are also at play. Lack of employment 
opportunities which suit the aspirations and qualifications of Punjabis is one of the leading 
reasons.  This is substantiated by the fact that of the total 185724 applicants to the 
Unemployment Bureau in 2023 (as of 31st December), 55% are unskilled and 45% were 
categorized as skilled. This indicates that a possible mismatch exists between the jobs available 
and the aspirations/qualifications of the applicants, forcing a brain drain from the State. As 
agricultural growth reaches a plateau, a large proportion of children of these farmers have been 
migrating abroad in search of employment opportunities. Surveys highlight that more and more 
farmers (especially small and marginal farmers) have been selling their lands to fund the 
migration of their children abroad. 

A combination of these pull and push factors have resulted in brain drain from the State and high 
unemployment amongst the youth (as mentioned ahead). 
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Financial Assistance to Dependent Children 

To support the dependent children an amount of Rs. 388.73 crore was approved for the year 2023-
24, out of which a sum of Rs 246.41 crore has been spent  to cover 212448 beneficiaries. 

Integrated Child Development Services Scheme (ICDS) 

For overall development of children this scheme was launched in 1975 on experimental basis. 
Under this scheme, 27,314 Anganwadi Centers are being run in 155 ICDS blocks (146 Rural and 9 
Urban) of the State. For this scheme, a budget provision of Rs 509.85 crore was made against 
which Rs 176.65 crore has been spent upto 10.12.2023 for the financial year 2023-24. 

Financial Assistance to Disabled Persons  

To provide financial support under this scheme an amount of Rs. 478.47 crore was approved for the 
year 2023-24 against which an expenditure of Rs. 304.81 crore has been made to cover 259568 
beneficiaries. 

Indira Gandhi National Disabled Pension Scheme 

This scheme was started on 20-2-2009 by Government of India.  The age of the disabled shall be 
between 20-59 years. The applicant must belong to a household below the poverty line. An amount 
of Rs. 4.00 crore was approved for the year 2023-24, out of which no expenditure has been 
incurred. 

Travelling Facility to Blinds and Handicapped Persons 

Blind persons are provided free travelling facility and handicapped persons are provided 
concessional travel facility in the Punjab Roadways and P.R.T.C. Buses under the “Travelling 
Facility to Blinds and Handicapped Persons” scheme,. Under this scheme a budget provision of Rs. 
11.00 crore has been made for the year 2023-24, out of which no expenditure has been incurred 
during the year.  

Employment and Unemployment trends 

In comparison with 2021-22, the Labour Force Participation Rate (LFPR) in Punjab has witnessed a 
1.7 percentage increase, During the same period LFPR and Worker Population Ratio (WPR) at the 
national level witnessed a 3.1 & 0.9 percent growth respectively. As per the latest Period Labour 
Force Survey (PLFS) 2022-23 Labour Force Participation Rate (LFPR) for 15+ years in Punjab 
stood at 53.5% and Worker population ratio (WPR) for 15+ years stood at 50.2% as highlighted in 
Table 8. Efforts of the State government to provide skill trainings and employment opportunities 
through various initiatives like setting up health sector skill development centres and institutes like 
Maharaja Ranjit Singh Armed Forces Services Preparatory Institute have boosted the employment 
scenario in the State. 

Unemployment rate (UR) at Punjab and National level has shown a decreasing trend as 
presented in Table 8. In comparison with 2021-22 unemployment rate (measured for individuals 
who are 15 years or older) for Punjab has marginally decrease to 0.3 percent and at National level it 
is also marginally decrease to 0.9 percent.

Employment Trends: Rural-Urban 

Data presented in Table 9 reveal that Employment trends have been relatively better in urban 

areas of Punjab than rural areas. As of 2022-23, Unemployment Rates in both rural and urban 
Punjab were 6.2% and 6.0% respectively. However, LFPR and WPR at rural area of Punjab are 
higher than to Urban area as presented in Table 9. 

 In comparison with 2021-22, LFPR has marginally increased by 0.5 %  in urban area and       2.3 % 
increased in rural area while as  in WPR has marginally increased by 0.5 % in urban area and 2.4 % 
increased in rural area. Whereas Unemployment rates have marginally decreased by 0.4 % in rural 
Punjab and also marginally decreased  by 0.1 %  in urban Punjab.

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Employment Trends: Male-Female 

Gender disparity is observed in employment trends in Punjab as well same as at the national 

level. Females have lower LFPR and WPR, as well as significantly higher unemployment rates than 
that observed for males. Table 10 provides a snapshot of the employment trends for females’ vis-à-
vis males in Punjab, as per the PLFS 2022-23. LFPR for females stood at 27.6% in contrast to 
78.3% for male, almost 3 times higher. A similar difference is observed in WPR. Whereas 
unemployment rates for males is 5.2% and for females is 8.7%.

Sectoral Distribution of workforce 

One fourth share of workers in Punjab are concentrated in agriculture and allied sub-sectors, 
followed by manufacturing and trades and repair. As per estimates in PLFS 2022-23 nearly 25% of 
workers in Punjab are engaged in agriculture and allied activities. Punjab has grown to be a hub for 
textiles, sports goods and light engineering goods, a significant proportion (18%) of workers are 
engaged in manufacturing. Ancillary to these manufacturing activities, construction employ the 
third largest share of workers in the State (16%). 

At national level share of agriculture and allied sectors in employing labour force is significantly 
higher than Punjab. Over 46% of workforce is engaged in these sectors at national level against 
only 25% in Punjab. Further, while Construction sector is again the second largest employer, the 
proportion of workers engaged at national level are significantly lower than those in Punjab. 
Manufacturing is the third largest employer at the national level (Figure 13).

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While agriculture and allied sectors are the largest employers for both males and females. In 
Punjab, distribution of the remaining workers varies across the genders, following agriculture, 
manufacturing and trade repair are the leading employer for males in the State.  

Youth Employment 

Although unemployment amongst the youth (15-29 years of age) is a growing concern in Punjab. But as 
per PLFS 2022-23, the youth unemployment rate has slightly declined from 19% in 2021-22 to 18% in 2022-
23. As presented in Figure 14 male and female unemployment rate has also recorded a decline in 2022-23  .

Various government initiatives to promote employment and skill 

development  

Keeping in view the need to provide employment to the youth, the concerned department is 
following a multi  dimensional approach in the form of counseling, Skill Training, Coaching for 
Government/Private jobs. Entrance Exams and facilitation for Private jobs/Government jobs/Self 
Employment.  

Setting up District Bureau of Employment and Enterprises (DBEE) 

State Government, has established District Bureau of Employment and Enterprises (DBEE) in 
November 2018 to fecilitate unemployed youth. DBEE is single window platform for employment 
services, for the employment seeker and employer, in every district headquarter of the state. The 
main  services provided by DBEE are: 

To arrange regular interface between the Job seekers and Employers in the form of Rozgar Melas 
for placements. 

Providing Guidance & Career Counseling 

i. Helping in e-skill training to increase employability of youth. 
ii. Facilitate self-employment, enterprise and entrepreneurship development. 
iii. Helping in obtaining bank loans for start-ups of micro and small enterprises. 
iv. Supporting youth desiring overseas placements. 
v. One-stop platform for the un-employed job seeker looking for wage employment and the 

employer seeking manpower. 
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During 2023-2024 (April 2023 to November 2023), DBEE organized 1332 Placement /self 
employment camps in which 79715 candidates participated. 58788 candidates were facilitated for 
private placements. 2056 candidates were given coaching for private/Government jobs. 

Mai Bhago Armed Forces Preparatory Institute 

To impart training to girls  Mai Bhago Armed Forces Preparatory Institute for girls has been set up 
by the State Government at SAS Nagar. This is the only and unique institute of its kind in the entire 
country which trains young girls at 10+2 level from Punjab to join the armed forces as 
commissioned officers. During the period (1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023 ) 78 candidates were 
given training out of which 35 candidates appeared in SSB. 5 candidates got Pre commissioned 
training and 8 were placed as commissioned officers.  

Maharaja Ranjit Singh Armed Forces Services Preparatory Institute 

In the modern city of SAS Nagar (Mohali )the ‘Maharaja Ranjit Singh Armed Forces Services 
Preparatory Institute’  has been established to provide focused and goal-oriented training to cadets 
and to equip them with the required intellectual, physical skills and character-building qualities for 
joining the National Defence Academy and becoming commissioned officers in the Armed Forces. 
94 youths were trained between 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023 out of which 16 were placed as 
Commissioned Officers to Indian Army/Air force/Navy.  

Centre for Training and Employment of Punjab Youth(C-PYTE) 

On 19 August 1990 ‘Centre for Training and Employment of Punjab Youth (C-PYTE) was 
established. It is a unique Organisation which is engaged in inculcating self-discipline, spirit of 
national integration, secularism, dignity of labour and work culture, besides imparting technical 
skills for generating self-employment opportunities, rather than seeking employment alone. Main 
lot of  beneficiaries of the scheme are the rural unemployed youth who are given pre recruitment 
training for joining the Armed Forces, Central Para Military Forces and Police. The Organization 
has established 14 C-PYTE training camps, including 4 permanent camps and 10 temporary camps. 
The scheme endeavors to eradicate unemployment amongst the youth of Punjab particularly 
amongst the youth of border areas and youth belonging to SC/ST and backward classes. During 1 
April 2023 to 30 November 2023 training was imparted to 5907 youths and 264  youths were 
placed in Army/Paramilitary police. 

Punjab Ghar Ghar Rozgar and Karobar Mission  

Punjab Ghar Ghar Rozgar and Karobar Mission society (PGRKAM) was set up by the Government 
in the year 2017 to facilitate unemployed youth of the State. At present, the following projects are 
undertaken by PGRKAM for the purpose to achieve the requisite goal:- 

1. Punjab Job Helpline: 
Project Job Helpline/ 25-seater Call Centre - PGRKAM through this project aims to reach out to 
every household of Punjab to facilitate the stakeholders of Employment Department for 
employment related services. The operations of the project have two parts – First is to segregate the 
stakeholders of the Employment Department from among the State population for which PGRKAM 
is throwing outbound IVR calls to entire mobile subscriber base of Punjab through National 
Informatics Centre Services Inc. (NICSI), New Delhi which is the empanelled agency of 
Department of Governance Reforms, Punjab. Second part of the project involves reaching out to the 
thus identified stakeholders and facilitate them with employment related services by registering 
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them on Portal www.pgrkam.com or answering their employment related queries. A total of 407124 
registrations/ updations /  queries etc. have been handled by the call Centre till 30.11.23. 
 
2. Full-Fledged Digital Platform: 

Digital Platform – A digital platform www.pgrkam.com was launched by PGRKAM in January 
2020 for facilitation of stakeholders of the Employment Department regarding employment related 
services. Project is being implemented through solution provider Drish Infotech Ltd. For 
facilitation, the portal www.pgrkam.com has been developed and same is functional different 
modules like Jobseeker registration, Employer registration, Counseling, Self-employment, Local 
Service Provider etc. have been made operational and live on the portal. During the period from     
1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, a total of 223466 jobseekers and 1655 employers have 
registered themselves on the portal. 

3. Centre of excellence in health sector in association with AIIMS Bathinda : 

A centre of excellence has been set up by PSDM in association with AIIMS Bathinda to train 
candidates in the course of Advanced Respiratory Therapist. Regarding this, an MoU was signed 
on 28th July 2021. 98 candidates have to be trained, 96 candidates have already trained and 
certified  as Advanced Respiratory Therapists to work as Master Trainers in hospitals to train other 
paramedical staff . 

4. A Special Project for skill training of sewerage workers:  

A MoU has been signed amongst Ministry of skill Development Mission; Punjab Water Supply and 
Sewerage Board; Municipal Corporation Patiala and Municipal Corporation Kapurthala on 
10.08.2021 with validity upto 09.02.2023 for the skill training of 200 Sewerage Workers under 
SANKALP scheme. The total cost of the project is Rs. 6.07 crore and same has been sanctioned by 
MSDE. This project is 100% funded by MSDE. Classroom training and OJT of all candidates in 
Patiala (110 candidates) and Kapurthala (90 candidates) district have been completed and project 
closure is to be submitted to GOI by Feb. 2024. 

5. Project in association with Swaraj Engine Ltd. under CSR  

Punjab Skill Development Mission has signed MoU with Swaraj Engine Ltd. on 23-03-2021 for 
free of cost training to 400 candidates in 2 years in Mohali district under CSR programme. Under 
this scheme during the period from 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, 265 candidates enrolled, 
training of 80 candidates is ongoing, 159 candidates trained, 134 candidates are certified and 111 
candidates are placed.  

6. Skill Training of Jail inmates under SANKALP 

 Punjab Skill Development Mission in association with Dept. of Prisons is providing training to 505 
Jail Inmates who are completing their term in jail in next one year across 7 jails of Punjab so that 
they can get skill training and provide their services in jails and utilize their energy in a positive 
manner during that tenure and become self-dependent once they come out of jails. Under this 
scheme 409 Jail inmates have been trained. 

7. Training of Trainers in association with MRSPTU Bathinda 

Training of Trainers was done in addition to SSC certification. Trainers were given opportunity to 
visit the industries related to their skills and their capacity was build in association with industry 
experts. This will help in providing quality instructions to candidates inducted in various skill 
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training programs of PSDM. 378 domain trainers have been up-skilled under Training of Trainers 
project in association with MRSPTU Bathinda under SANKALP project. 

8. Skill Gap Analysis 

Skill Gap Analysis is required in PSDM to start such courses in the respective districts for which 
the manpower demand of the industry exceeds the supply . The work is being conducted by Guru 
Nanak Dev University, Amritsar under SANKALP scheme in 4 districts namely Patiala, Sangrur, 
Fazilka and Gurdaspur. The final report submitted by G.N.D.U. Amritsar is under evalution. For 
other 13 districts study is being conducted by Panjab University Chandigarh. Final report have been 
submitted by PU and are under evaluation. 

9. Social Media: 

 PGRAKM has its own Social Media team to handle various platforms namely Face book, 
Instagram, YouTube and Twitter to make the unemployed youth of Punjab aware about the various 
Government initiatives related to employment. The activities of all the 22 DBEEs such as 
Placement Camps, Group Counseling sessions, DBEEs  visit by different institutions are being 
posted on the Social media pages. During the period from 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, a 
total of 724 posts uploaded on all the social media platforms , 342 replies were given in the form of 
comments and messages for the queries raised by candidates and 02 Live Expert talks via Facebook 
Page under the Programme ‘Khwaaishaan Di Udaan’. 

10. Foreign Study and Placement Cell : 

 Foreign Study and Placement Cell aims to facilitate the youth of Punjab to go abroad on study and 
work visa. Foreign Study and Placement Cell has conducted 1592 individual counselling w.r.t. 
Study and Work Visa, 42 group counselling sessions and 2 webinars were organized.  

11. Punjab Skill Development Mission: 

Punjab Skill Development Mission has been set up by the government to enable the unemployed 
candidates of Punjab to develop their skills and enable them for private jobs in self-employment. 
From 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, various schemes are being run by this mission like 
National Urban Livelihood Mission (NULM), Deen Dayal Upadhyay Grameen Kaushalya Yojana 
(DDUGKY), Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY), Punjab Heritage, SANKALP, Jal 
Jivan Mission and CSR through which 2736 youths have been imparted training and 24852 
candidates have been completed training. 

12. Sports Goods Manufacturers and Exporters Excellence (SGMEA) under CSR 

MoU was signed between PSDM and Jalandhar sports Association on 09.02.23 to train 200 
candidates in the Leather sector in Job roles like Stitching operator- Goods and Garments, cutting 
Operator- Sports Goods and Cutter- Goods and Garments. The total project cost for 200 candidates 
as worked out is shall be Rs. 90 lakh which is sanctioned by ICICI Bank under CSR. During the 
period from 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, 41 candidates were enrolled, 33 candidates were 
trained and certified whereas 18 candidates were placed under Machine Stitching of Inflatable Balls 
and 42 candidates were enrolled, 38 candidates were trained and certified whereas 21 candidates 
were placed under Stitching of Bags & Accessories. 

13. IBM-CSR BoX Skills Build Project under CSR 

A non-financial MoU was signed with IBM on 13.01.2022 for five years. The online training 
modules of IBM-CSR BoX are free of cost. 2000-3000 candidates are likely to be covered under 
the program annually. The online platform has Total 7500+ courses available for online learning 
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like Basic digital courses data science, web development, Blockchain technology, etc. Courses are 
of 1-140 hrs duration. During the period from 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, 1023 candidates 
were enrolled, training of 196 candidates is ongoing, 523 candidates were trained, and 801 
candidates were certified.  

14. Skill Training in association with Mahindra & Mahindra under CSR 

Punjab Skill Development Mission and Mahindra & Mahindra (Swaraj Division) signed MoU on 
4th August 2022 and launched Project Hunar. A state of the art training facility in SAS Nagar, 
Mohali has trained 444 candidates. The training is free of cost for all candidates of Punjab with 
the funds to be transferred from the CSR funds directly by Mahindra & Mahindra to the Training 
Partner. Training has been provided in the job roles of Tractor Operator, Tractor Mechanic, 
Domestic Data Entry Operator, CRM Domestic Non Voice, Agriculture Machinery Repair & 
Maintenance Service Provider. Under this scheme during the period from 1 April 2023 to 30 
November 2023, training of 210 candidates is ongoing, 300 candidates were certified, 129  
candidates were placed and 310 candidates were trained. 

15. “PARIVARTAN” Scheme by HDFC Bank Ltd. under CSR 

MoU was signed between PSDM and HDFC Bank Ltd. on 27.12.2022. 300 candidates per course 
will be trained under the MoU, which is non-financial in nature. The courses covered under this 
MOU are General Duty Assistant, Medical Lab Technician, Business Correspondent, Junior 
software developer, Search Engine Marketing Executive, Retail Sales Specialist and Hospital Front 
Desk Executive. Under this scheme during the period from 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, 
training of 1080 candidates is ongoing, 270 candidates were trained, 810 candidates were certified 
and were placed. 

16. ICICI Foundation (PIT Campus, Khunimajra) under CSR 

PSDM has entered into a tripartite MOU with IKG-PTU and ICICI Foundation for the setting up of 
the ICICI Academy for Skills in the PIT Campus in Khunimajra, Kharar, SAS Nagar in 2016. The 
academy was set up in the year 2016 and the initial MOU was signed for 5 years from 2016 to 
2021. Now, the MOU has been renewed on 31-March 2022 for a period of 3 years till 2025. They 
have been providing training to around 2000 youth every year in Selling Skills, Office 
Administration, Electric Appliance, Tractor Repair, Central Air Conditioning, Electrical and Home 
Appliance Repair, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning and training around 2000 candidates every 
year. Under this scheme during the period from 1 April 2023 to 30 November 2023, training of 184 
candidates is ongoing, 1002 candidates were trained and certified whereas 972 candidates were 
placed.  

 



 Punjab holds place of pride among the Indian States for its outstanding achievements in 

agricultural development.Punjab state with only 1.53% of geographical area of the country 

contributes about 31.22% of rice and 46.24% of wheat in central pool (upto January 2024).  As 

per the advance estimates of 2023-24, the Share of agriculture and allied activities in GSVA is 

26.68% of the total GSVA and it was source of employment to 24.64% of its workforce (2022-23). 

Agricultural yield in Punjab was the highest across India for rice in 2021-22. 

 The sector is showing moderate growth trend in past due to slowdown in crop husbandry 

sector. This sector has been subject to a lot of volatility in recent years and has presented the case 

for greater diversification. There could be two avenues for this: 

1) Crop diversification: Punjab government is making major changes to Punjab's agriculture to 

promote diversification of crops as it aims to break the wheat-paddy cycle and make the 

agrarian sector environmentally sustainable. The government is incentivizing’s farmers with 

monetary benefit of Rs.1500 per acre who will take up direct seeding of rice (DSR). Besides, 

Government of Punjab has announced MSP for moong in consultation with Government of 

India to save depleting water in the state and to promote diversification of crops. The 

Government is also promoting 3 late sown varieties of rice which consume less water. 

2) Move to ‘allied sectors’: Livestock sector has adequate potential for growth and supplement 

income and employment of farmers .Unlike crop husbandry this sector is less vulnerable to the 

vagaries of climate also. 

Stubble management : The Punjab government has given individual farmers a 50% subsidy 

for stubble management machinery and farmer groups/Panchyats an 80% subsidy. About 

24,000 machines were given to farmers on a subsidised basis during FY 2022–2023; an 

additional 23,000 units are anticipated during FY 2023–2024, with Rs. 350 crore set aside for 

this purpose. 

 In 2022–2023, the State produced 2038.65 lac fish seed, 38798.08 acres of existing land was kept 

under fish culture and 3233.35 acres of new land was placed under fish culture. The goal of 

1,86,646 tons of fish production was accomplished in 2022–2023.Shrimp farming has grown from  

1 acre in 2016 to a 1212 acres in 2022–2023.From 1500 tonnes to 2418 tonnes last year, more 

shrimp were produced. 

The state's residents are committed to maintaining animal breeds with great genetic potential and 

good yields. Because of this,the  state's per capita milk availability (1271 grams)  is three times 

higher than the national average (444 grams)and its per capita egg availability (200 egss)is twice 

as high compared to national average. 
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2.1 Introduction 
Agriculture sector has played the multidimensional role in 
ensuring food security and nutrition as well as eradicating 
poverty, uplifting the rural economy and providing 
employment to a large section of the society. The agriculture 
and allied sector, on an average contributed almost 28.91% of 
the GSVA between 2011-12 and 2023-24 and it employed 
approximately one-fourth of the state’s workforce according to the Periodic Labour Force Survey 
(PLFS) 2022-23.  

Punjab has played a historical role in ensuring self sufficiency in food grain production. The State is 
still the ‘bread-basket’ of the country, due to its significant contribution to the national production of 
wheat and rice. In 2021-22, Punjab produced nearly 14% of the country’s total wheat with just less 
than 12% share of the total area under its cultivation at the national level. During the same period, 
State also contributed almost 10% of the total rice produce of the country with only 6.4% of the total 
area under rice cultivation in the country. The state contributes more than a one fifth of the total 
central pool procurement of rice and more than half of total procurement of wheat in the country. 

Higher level of  yield and productivity have led to high incomes for agricultural households in the 
State. As per NABARD All India Rural Financial Inclusion Survey 2016-17, agricultural households 
in Punjab have the highest average monthly income in the country, followed by Haryana. 

2.2 Performance of Agriculture sector 

In 2023-24(A), agriculture and allied sectors are expected 
to contribute 26.68% of Punjab’s GSVA as compared to 
26.98 % in 2022-23. .  

Agriculture and allied sector of Punjab grew at 2.70% in 
2022-23 and is expected to register a growth rate of 
2.35% in 2023-24(A). The slowdown in the growth rate of 
Agriculture and Allied sectors is due to decrease in growth rates of agriculture sector from 2.87% in 
2022-23 to 1.60% in 2023-24(A).  

The crop husbandry sub-sector has the largest share in the State’s GSVA, contributing 14.28% 
in Punjab’s GSVA in 2023-24(A) and over half of the agricultural GSVA. This large share 
implies that movements in growth rates of cropping sector are closely mirrored in the movements in 
growth rate of the agricultural and allied sector (Figure 15).  Estimates for 2023-24(A) highlight that 
cropping GSVA of   Punjab is expected to grew by 1.60%, against 2.87% in 2022-23. The high 
dependence of the sector on environmental inputs also makes it susceptible to fluctuations in its 
growth rates.

Growth in the allied activities, on the other hand, has been relatively stable.  These sectors are 
relatively less dependent on environmental factors and thus experience stable growth. Livestock 
rearing is the most important sector here and has shown strong growth of 4.8% between 2012-13 and 
2022-23 on average. The sector is expected to grow at 3.47% in 2023-24(A).  

Interestingly, the share of allied activities has also been increasing in the agriculture and allied 
activities’ GSVA. This is largely on account of the livestock sector. Growing from a share of 26.03% 
in agriculture and allied activities in 2011-12, the livestock sector is expected to contribute a share of 
38.57% of GSVA of Punjab’s agriculture and allied sectors in 2023-24 (Figure 16). This highlights 
the increasing relevance of activities allied to the agriculture sector for farm income augmentation and 
employment generation.

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2.3 Employment 
Agriculture sector provide employment to around one fourth labour force in the State. As per the 
Periodic Labor Force Survey (PLFS) 2022-23, the agriculture sector of Punjab provides employment 
to 24.64% of workers, as per Usual Principal and Subsidiary Status (UPSS), against 45.76% at the 
national level.  
In rural areas, this sector is the main source of livelihood, employing 35.76% of the total rural 
workers. Proportion of male and female rural workforce employed in this sector was 32.90% and 
44.05% respectively. 

2.4 Agriculture based industries 
There is good potential for establishment of agro-processing units in Punjab due to the higher level of 
agricultural productivity and production of the State. About 7.87% of the total registered factories in 
Food Processing Industry (FPI) sector in the country are in Punjab. In this regard Punjab has 4th 
highest share, surpassed only by Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and Telangana (MoFPI, 2023)3. As per 
the Annual Survey of Industries, 2021-22, share of agro-processing units (food, beverages, wood and 
wood products, leather and related products etc.) was 34.5% of the total gross value added of the 
manufacturing sector and about 45.6% of the total workers were employed by registered factories 
(MoSPI)4.  

2.5 Agricultural sub-sectors 

Crop-husbandry 

Land Use Pattern 

After Green Revolution period major part of land, has been devoted to crop cultivation (Figure 
17). 81.7 % (41.14 lac hectares,) of total reported area was under cultivation in 2022-23. Fallow land, 
Cultivable land other than fallow land has also come down from 6% and 5% of reporting area in 
1960-61 to 2% and 0% in 2022-23 respectively. Land not available for cultivation has decreased from 
13% to 11 % between 1960-61 and 2022-23.  Hence, there is limited scope for any expansion in the 
area under cultivation.

Cropping Intensity 

Cropping intensity in Punjab has already reached near saturation level and it was 191.7% in 2022-23. 
 The average cropping intensity improved from 180% during 1990-91 to 1994-95, to 190% during 
2015-16 to 2019-20(Figure 18).The State has successfully maintained this high level of cropping 
intensity since then. In contrast, cropping intensity at the national level has grown from 142.6% in 
2015-16 to 152.7% in 2020-21. It is evident that multiple cycles of sowing on the same land is highly 
prevalent in Punjab vis-à-vis the national level trends.

Cropping Pattern 

Food-grain cultivation especially wheat rice crops dominate cropping pattern of Punjab. In 2022-23, 
approximately 86.4% of the total cultivated land was used for cultivation of food grains which include 
cereals and pulses. Cotton is cultivated only on 3.15% of the total cultivated land and sugarcane and 
fruits each were grown on approximately 1% of the total cultivated area. Due to the assured income 
from the production of wheat and rice, their share in the total cropped area has increased over the 
years. On the other hand, the share of maize, and the oilseeds has declined in Punjab (Table 11).

Foodgrains and oilseeds 

As mentioned earlier a significant portion of the total cropped area is held by food grain production in 
Punjab and within the food grain production, the cropped area is majorly occupied by the wheat and 
paddy crops due to assured economic return in the form of Minimum Support Price provided to the 
farmers, on these two crops. Therefore, out of the total area of 78.8 lac hectares used for crop 
production, 40% was used for paddy cultivation and 45% was used for wheat cultivation in 2022-23.  
As a result of the high portion of total cropped area under wheat and rice have led to very high 
production. However, this cropping system of Punjab is becoming economically and ecologically 
unviable given the deterioration of soil health, depletion of water table and squeezing of farm incomes 
as cost of cultivation increases.

The yields of cereals, pulses and oilseeds in Punjab are higher in comparison to all India. Yield 
of food grain is the highest in the country. After the introduction of the green revolution crop yields 
significantly increased in Punjab (Table 13). It was due to introduction of high yield varieties of 
seeds, intensive use of fertilizers and pesticides along with the application of highly mechanized farm 
implements and expansion of irrigation. However, yields are stagnating in wheat and rice and it is 
another reason for crop diversification to be the way forward. Oilseeds and pulses which have 
adequate demand deficit in the country could offer one avenue for crop diversification.

Horticulture 

It is observed that the share of area under fruits has increased over the years (Table 14). Punjab has 
diverse agro-climatic zones which are favourable to production of various fruits such as Kinnow, 
Sweet Orange, Guava, Pear, Litchi, Mango and Peach. Horticulture sector can provide good 
opportunities to diversify the cropping pattern in agriculture away from the current cereal-centric 
focus to high value and commercial horticultural crops.  

New Initiatives: 

Keeping in view the importance of this sector, Horticulture Department of Punjab has identified a 
100- acres land at Attari for the establishment of Post Graduate Institute of Horticulture Research and 
Education in Amritsar. The institute will be established by Indian Council for Agriculture Research   
(ICAR) in collaboration with the Punjab government. In addition to it, Five Citrus Estates have been 
established in Bhunga (Hoshiarpur), Badal (Sri Muktsar Sahib), Abohar and Tahliwala Jattan 
(Fazilka). The estates will cover approximately 43,646  hectares of area and 8,174 farmers have been 
registered for the same.  

Top three fruits with the highest production recorded in 2022-23 were Kinnow, Guava and 
Mangoes. The highest yield was seen in Bananas (61,018 Kgs/ha), Grapes (30,969 Kgs/ha) and 
Kinnow (26,832 Kgs/ha). However, the production of pear recorded the highest growth of 
8.53% followed by 7.82% growth in the production of plum and 6.11% growth in the 
production of sweet orange.

Livestock 

Livestock rearing is an important sub-sector under agriculture and allied activities. It contributes over 
one third GSVA to agriculture and is the second largest contributor to agricultural GSVA. It is 
expected to contribute over 38.57% of Agriculture GSVA  in 2023-24(A). It witnessed a growth of 
3.47% in 2023-24. Over the period of 2012-13 to 2022-23, the livestock sector recorded an average 
growth of 4.8%, as compared to 0.67%  in the crop husbandry sector. As compared to crop 
husbandary the low dependence of this sub-sector on natural factors like rainfall, soil type and 
climatic conditions make it a more sustainable source of income generation.  This sub-sector plays a 
significant role to generate alternative source of income and full/part-time employment for rural 
households of Punjab. As per   the NSSO report on Income, Expenditure, Productive Assets and 
Indebtedness of Agricultural Households in India (2012-13), Punjab reported the second highest 
average monthly income of Rs. 5,303 from farming of animals, surpassed only by Haryana (Rs. 
6,089). Milk production was highest source of income generation which contributed 91.6% to the total 
average monthly receipt from farming of animals.  

As per the 20thLivestock Census-2019 Punjab has 1.3% share of India’s total livestock. Share of 
buffaloes was largest (57.4%,) in total livestock population, followed by cross-breed cattle and 
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indigenous cattle Figure 20.The share of cross-breed cattle increased to 29.3% in 2019, in 
comparison to 25.4% in 2012. It reveals that share of higher productivity animals is rising in the 
State. Available facts show that Punjab has the highest per capita milk availability 1271 gram per 
day in the country in 2020-21.Share of poultry of Punjab in India was 2.1%.

In 2022-23, milk production in Punjab increased by 1.6% in comparison to the growth of 5.1% in 
2021-22, Egg production increased by 3.2% in comparison to the growth of 7.3% in previous 
year. Interestingly, the meat production registered growth of 10.7% in 2022-23 in comparision to 
the growth of 1.9% in previous year. Over the period of 15 years ranging from 2007-08 to 2022-
23, the milk, egg, meat and wool production in Punjab registered an average growth of 54.1%, 
65.1%, 131.4% and 3.7% respectively. 
 

The Punjab government is making special efforts to develop Punjab as a “Model Dairy State of 
India”. 

 Punjab has the following important cardinals in order to be a model state:- 

1. The state has an extensive network of veterinary institutions to provide the best possible animal 
health care and breed improvement facilities to the livestock owners. The state has 1367 
Veterinary Hospitals, 1489 Veterinary Dispensaries, and 22 Veterinary Polyclinics. As far as 
manpower is concerned, the state has 1508 sanctioned posts of Veterinary Officer and 2010 
sanctioned posts of Veterinary Inspectors. Each veterinary institute providing veterinary 
healthcare and breed improvement services to 2470 livestock units, 2.5 villages and 4.2 km 
radius on average. 

 

2. The people of the state are dedicated to preserving high-yielding and high genetic potential 
animal breeds. As a result, the state's per-capita milk availability (1271 grams) is three times 
higher than the national average (444 grams), and its per-capita egg availability (200 eggs) is 
twice as high compared to national average. During 2022–2023, the State Animal Husbandry 
Department performed 18.70 lakh artificial inseminations to improve the genetic potential of 
cows and buffaloes. 
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3. To meet the current challenges, the state has already restructured Animal Husbandry 
Department’s staff strength. Recently, the department has appointed 326 Veterinary Officers, 
1007 Veterinary Inspectors and 2 Milk Recorders. In addition, a requisition of 300 posts of 
Veterinary Officer has been sent to Punjab Public Service Commission (PPSC) on February 24, 
2023 and a requisition for filling 96 posts of group C has been sent to Punjab Subordinate 
Selection Board (PSSB). 
 

4. The state has a Northern Region Disease Diagnostic Laboratory (NRDDL) in Jalandhar which 
provides  Disease Diagnostic services to eight states and UTs (Punjab, Haryana, Jammu & 
Kashmir, Rajasthan,  Chandigarh, Kashmir, Leh & Ladakh, and Delhi (NCT)). During 
outbreak of Lumpy Skin Disease and  African Swine Fever  the laboratory has analysed  451 
samples of LSD and 204 samples of ASF under  Standard Disease Investigation and Surveillance 
Protocol. 
 

5. The state’s Guru Angad Dev Veterinary and Animal Sciences University at Ludhiana is 
providing research and animal health care services to the livestock farmers. University’s 
Laboratory has been also authorized as primary testing laboratory by Government of India for 
African Swine Fever (ASF). 
 

6. The Punjab Veterinary Vaccine Institute in Ludhiana manufactures approximately 12 vaccines 
and antigens for the state. It develops various types of vaccines in accordance with the best 
possible standards in order to avoid prevalent animal diseases in the state. 
 
 

7. A Multi-Speciality Veterinary Hospital and Regional Research Centre is being set up in the 
village Sappanwali of Fazilka district at the cost of Rs. 62.14 crore with a view to providing 
specialized veterinary care of animals in the region. During 2023-24 budgetary allocation of  Rs. 
6.00 crore has been made for this project. The project will be completed by 2026-27. 
 

8. A Regional Research and Training centre for Buffaloes is being established in the village of 
Booh, Tarn Taran with a view to improving the buffaloes breeds through genetic improvement 
and establishing an elite herd of Buffalo. The expected cost of the project is Rs 20.00 crore. 
During 2023-24, budgetary provision of Rs. 5.71 crore has been made for this project.    
 

9. During the year 2022-23, the livestock population of the state was struck by two major outbreaks, 
namely Lumpy Skin Disease and African Swine Fever :- 

 

a) During year 2022-23, to control Lumpy Skin Disease, the state purchased around 11.64 lakh 
doses of Goat Pox Vaccine at the cost of 1.54  crore. Out of these, 9.54 lakh doses were injected 
to the eligible Cattle population of the state. The state also allocated emergency package of Rs. 
1.61 crore for medicine to the treatment of animals affected by Lumpy Skin Disease.Further to 
prevent the spread of this disease in future, 25 lakh doses of Goat Pox Vaccine were procured at 
a cost of Rs.78.75 lakh to vaccinate the eligible cattle population of the State. A large scale 
vaccination campaign was conducted in the state from 15.02.2023 to 24.04.2023 for vaccination 
of eligible cattle population of the state. Apart from this, it is also pertinent to mention here that 
vide this office letter no. P.7/12th Plan/2023-24/22-AHDC/2544 dated 17.08.2023, the action 
Plan of 2023-24 has been sent to the Government of India for approval, in which Rs. 131.25 lakh 
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budget allocation for LSD Vaccination (78.75 lakh Centre Share & 52.50 lakh State Share) has 
been demanded. 
 

b) African swine fever, a dreaded disease affected pig population of the state. To provide relief to 
the piggery farmers, all the affected pig farmers whose pigs were culled to prevent the spread of 
disease, were provided compensation of Rs 70 lakh under ASCAD Scheme and 91 pig farmers 
were compensated in the said scheme. 

 
10. Under Rashtriya Gokul Mission (RGM), two Progeny Testing & one Pedigree Selection projects 

are ongoing in the state funded by Government of India & implemented by Punjab Livestock 
Development Board (PLDB) under the supervision of National Dairy Development Board 
(NDDB). Purpose of the projects is to procure high genetic merit bulls of different breeds/species 
for regular supply to the semen banks. The details of this are as follows: 
 

a)  Progeny Testing- Murrah 
 1. District: implemented in Patiala, Sangrur & Barnala  
 2. Total Ongoing Budget of Rs. 2850.01 lakh (2019-20 to 2025-26)  
 3. Breed: Murrah. 
     4. Target achieved till date: 383 Bulls procured against a target of 506 bulls to be   

   achieved till  2025-26. 
b) Progeny Testing- Sahiwal 

1. District: Implemented in Fazilka & Shri Muktsar Sahib  
2. Total Ongoing Budget of Rs. 1797.43 lakh (2019-20 to 2025-26)

Initially the Department has purchased 80,000 doses of Frozen Sexed Semen and 
a new order of 50,000 doses was recentaly placed with a Government of India 
approved firm. 

Fisheries       

Punjab is a landlocked and agriculture dominant state. However, in the recent past, Fisheries sector 
has emerged as a sun rise sector in Punjab. In terms of fish production, although coastal states like 
Andhra Pradesh, West Bengal, Gujarat, etc. are ahead of Punjab; popularization of activities like 
shrimp farming, re-circulatory aquaculture system, bio-floc systems, fish feed mills, etc. in private 
sector are strengthening Fisheries Sector in the State. Contribution of the Fisheries sector to overall 
agriculture and allied activities GSVA of   Fisheries is 1.37% in the year 2023-24(A). This sector 
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grew at the rate of 3.25% in the year 2023-24(A), vis-à-vis an average annual growth rate of 6.55% 
between 2012-13 and 2022-23. 

 During the year 2022-23, 2038.65 lac fish seed has been produced in the State. 3233.35 acres new 
area has been brought under fish culture and 38798.08 acres old area has been maintained under fish 
culture. During the year 2022-23, total fish production of 1,84,646 tonnes has been achieved. 9168 
aspirants have been given free 5-days trainings in Fish Farming, Further an amount of Rs.606.05 lac 
was provided to the fish farmers as bank loan, in an effort to promote self-employment in the sector.

Other initiatives  

Promotion of Shrimp Farming 

With the twin objective of utilization of salt affected land and enhancing income of farmers, special 
efforts are being made to bring saline affected water logged wasteland of south western district of Sri 
Muktsar Sahib, Ferozepur, Mansa, Fazilka, Bathinda and Faridkot under fish culture. Another very 
important activity of shrimp farming is popularizing at a very fast pace in these areas. Shrimp is a 
meat commodity which has a very high export value. Shrimp farming is helping farmers to earn 
handsome income of Rs.3.00 lac to Rs.4.00 lac per acre from land practically unfit for agriculture. 

Starting from 1 acre area in 2016, shrimp farming has expanded to 1212 acres area in the year 2022-
23. Shrimp production has increased to 2418 tonnes in comparison to 1500 tonnes last year. 
Increasing shrimp production will open gates for shrimp processing in the near future. 

To encourage shrimp farming, during the year 2022-23, 45 beneficiaries have been provided a subsidy 
amounting to Rs. 251.82 lacs for bringing new area under shrimp culture. 

Promotion of Fish Farming 

Fish farming is very good auxiliary activity for farmers to switch on to diversification from 
agriculture. During the year 2022-23, to encourage fish farming, 22 beneficiaries have been provided 
subsidy amounting to Rs.65.37 lacs for bringing new area under fish culture.

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Employment-generation avenues: 

With a motive to generate employment and improve marketing facilities in fisheries sector, many 
projects have been covered under the provision of subsidy under Pradhan Mantri Matsya Sampada 
Yojna (PMMSY). During the year 2022-23, 45 beneficiaries have been granted total subsidy of 
Rs.26.31 lacs for the purchase of motorcycles, auto-rickshaws and insulated vehicle.Moreover, 
subsidy of Rs. 9.01 lacs is also granted for establishment of first Mini Fish Feed Mill in private sector 
of the State. 

To increase the availability of quality fish seed in the state, a new Govt. Fish Seed Farm is being 
constructed at Village Killian Wali, block Khuiyan Sarvar,distt Fazilka.  

Fisheries sector in Punjab is now inviting entrepreneurs, who can indulge in innovative high fish 
production technologies like Re-circulatory Aquaculture System (RAS) and Bio-floc culture system. 
RAS is an innovative high fish production technology in which high density fish production can be 
achieved by rearing fish in indoor tanks within controlled environment and reused water. Bio-floc 
culture system is another innovative technology in which microbes added within the tank/pond 
convert fish excreta into fish feed. It has dual benefits of a) maintenance of water quality and b) 
decrease of feed cost. These technologies not only help to achieve high fish production from limited 
area, but also help in increasing the farmer’s profit. During the year 2022-23, these units are being 
promoted in the State. 

For sustainability of fisheries resources, river ranching program has been initiated in Punjab. Under 
this program, during the year 2022-23, 3.00 lac fish seed has been stocked in the river bodies. For the 
skill development of technical officers and farmers, Exposure visits have been organized. 3 Technical 
Officers and 2 Fish Farmers visited Directorate of Cold Water Fisheries Research, Bhimtal 
Uttrakhand from 5-9 December 2022 for training on Re-circulatory Aquaculture Sysyem.Also, 4 
Technical Officers and 4 Fish Farmers visited ICAR- Central Institute of Brackish Water Aquaculture 
(CIBA),Chennai (12-16 December 2022) for training on Shrimp Culture and Disease Management. 
During the year 2022-23, 17 programs of Three- Day Training camps have been organized in all the 
districts of the state to mark the celebration of World Fisheries Day (on 21st November). In these 
camps, participants have been motivated to adopt fish farming by making them aware of latest 
technologies. To promote shrimp farming in the State. a one day State level seminar on shrimp has 
been organized on 17 Feburary 2023 at Demonstration Farm-cum-Traning Center, village Ena Khera, 
Block Malout, District Shri Mukatsar Sahib, in which more than 400 shrimp farmers as well as shrimp 
farming aspirats participated. Apart from this, 2 one-day training camps on operation of Re-
circulatory Aquaculture System and 4 one-day training camps on shrimp have been organized in the 
State.    

2.6 Factors influencing agricultural performance 

Rainfall 

Although Punjab has adequate irrigation facilities and limited dependence on rainfall for its irrigation 
needs yet rainfall can play a significant role in terms of variation in agricultural output due to the 
damage to crops caused by excessive rain or floods. During 2022, the state received 629.8 mm of 
average rainfall. The rainfall in various districts varied from 315 mm in Moga to 994.4 mm in 
Rupnagar. Figure 22 highlights the average actual rainfall by districts of Punjab for the year 2022.

Inputs 

Fertilizers 

 It is observed by few experts that over use of fertilizer is a serious cause of concern in Punjab. In the 
post Green Revolution period fertilizer consumption increased significantly in the State from 37.5 kg 
per ha in 1970-71 to 162.6 kg per ha in 1990-91 and 243 kg per ha in 2010-11.In 2022-23 it was 
240.4kg per ha. In 1990-91, per ha use of fertilizer in Punjab was more than twice the average used in 
India. In 2010-11, this ratio stood at 1.67, as the all India average use of fertilizer per ha also 
increased.

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Between 2011-12 and 2013-14, it again started rising as average use at all India level dropped, 
forming the U-shaped curve seen in (Figure 23). In 2021-22, the latest year for which data is 
available for both the state and the country, the ratio was 1.89 approximately. 

A related concern is the imbalanced use of fertilizers. The ideal ratio for use of Nitrogen, 
Phosphorus and Potassium (NPK) is 4:2:1. However, a regime of urea subsidy to bolster the green 
revolution led to a situation of overuse of nitrogen fertilizer. At the all India level, the ratio of use was 
7.7:3.1:1 in 2021-22. In Punjab, the usage was in the ratio of 23.5:5.4:1 during the same period. 
However, there is a significant improvement over 1990-91, when the ratio stood at 58.5:21.9:1. 
(Figure 24).

Pesticides 

Pesticide use has similarly moderated (Figure 25). Usage of pesticides peaked in 2000-01 reaching 
6970 metric tonnes. Since 2011-12, it has hovered around an average of 5542 metric tonnes. This was 
affected by high usage in 2016-17 (5843 MT), possibly in response to the pest attack in the previous 
year. In 2022-23, pesticide use decreased by 4.55% over the previous year.

Power 

Punjab provides free electricity to its farmers. In 2021-22, electricity consumed by the agricultural 
sector in Punjab has decreased by 3.97% over the previous year to reach 12572.46 GWh. This was 
24% of total electricity sold in the state, higher than the corresponding 20% registered at the all India 
level. Even this reflects a decrease in the same ratio over the years. In 2011-12, a little more than 30% 
of total electricity sold was used for agricultural purposes, though in absolute terms, the electricity 
consumed by the agriculture sector was lower.

Easy access to power may have  incentivized farmers to over-exploit ground water resources. To 
address this important issue, the Punjab government has launched the Paani Bachao Paise Kamao 
scheme. It is a pilot Direct Benefit Transfer scheme being implemented in six agriculture feeder areas. 
The participant farmer gets a fixed allocation of electricity consumption. If the farmer consumes less 
than the fixed allocation, he/she receives a benefit of Rs. 4 per KWh of electricity not consumed. 
Moreover, electricity under the programme is available during daytime hours, unlike regular 
electricity received by farmers which is rostered, and hence unpredictable in supply. It causes farmers 
to leave their pump sets on auto-starters, that switch the pump set on or off based on electricity 
supply. Hence, if electricity is available at night when the farmer is not overseeing the irrigation, it 
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may cause wastage, if more water than required, is extracted. By ensuring daytime supply of 
electricity, the scheme aims to control wastage of water on this front (Gill, 2019)5. 

Farmers depend on steady electricity supply to water the crops. They have pumps, which draw water 
and spread it on the fields. Due to shortage of power supply, many have to suffer from losses. The 
state government of Punjab has come up with a unique scheme that will enable farmers to save water 
and earn money for every unit for electricity which they save. It will in turn cut down power shortage 
in the state. The Pani Bachao Paise Kamao Scheme is targeted towards proper utilization and 
conservation of water and electricity.  

Credit 

According to the Situation of Agricultural Households in India (NSSO, 2012-13), 53.2% of 
agricultural households in Punjab have a loan, slightly higher than the all India estimate of 51.9%. 
However, loans disbursed show a dip in 2017-18 and 2018-19. Another feature is that the majority of 
the loans are ‘crop loans’, i.e., working capital loans to finance one season of cultivation. In contrast, 
term loans were 24.99% of the total loan disbursed in 2022-23, raising concerns about the capacity of 
farmers to undertake long term investment on their farms.

Irrigation 

Punjab has a well developed irrigation network with almost whole of  the cropped area under 
irrigation as compared to the all India level, where less than half the cropped area was under irrigation 
(Department of Agriculture, Cooperation & Farmers Welfare, 2021)6. In this context an interesting 
aspect is the source of irrigation. While at the all India level, sources of irrigation are diversified, in 
Punjab, most of the area under irrigation is under tubewells (Figure  28). This has implications for the 
availability of groundwater in the state.

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The area irrigated by tubewells has been increasing (Figure 29) over period . The number of  
tubewells in the State has increased from 10.73 lac in 2000-01 to 15.29 lac in 2022-23, on account of 
tubewells operated on electricity increasing from 7.88  lac to 13.89 lac during the same time period. 
While the reduction in diesel operated tubewells is better for the environment, excessive extraction 
groundwater may not be compatible with sustainable agriculture.

According to Punjab Guidelines for Groundwater Extraction And Conservation, 2020 (Punjab Water 
Regulation and Development Authority), the stage of groundwater extraction in Punjab varies from 
24% in Dhar Kalan block, Pathankot to 368% in Patran Block, Patiala. In the overexploited category, 
out of a total of 109 blocks, 65 fall in the range of 103% to 199% whereas 44 fall in the range of 
200% to 368%. The 44 blocks in Punjab that have a stage of groundwater extraction exceeding 200% 
have been designated as "ORANGE" because of the higher extent of over-exploitation. These blocks 
would need most immediate and urgent attention for management and conservation of groundwater in 
a fast track mode. 
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65 blocks in Punjab which are having stage of groundwater extraction between 100 and 199% have 
been designated as "YELLOW" due to over-exploitation of groundwater and need appropriate 
management and water conservation measures on an urgent basis. Blocks that have groundwater 
extraction levels below 100% (three categories, Critical, Semi-critical and Safe, clubbed together) 
have been designated as “GREEN" (29 in Punjab) and need appropriate water management measures 
so that groundwater conditions remain sustainable in the long run.       
      

One solution is to promote the micro-irrigation system, comprising sprinkler and drip irrigation 
that enable precision farming by making water available in a targeted manner. Besides being 
water-saving, it aids soil health management. According to the Report on Input Management for 
Resource Use Efficiency by the Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare, Government of India, 
Punjab has a low penetration of Micro Irrigation systems. Approximately, 48,281 hectares of Punjab’s 
area is covered under micro-irrigation, as of March, 2018. This is less than 0.5% of the total area 
under micro-irrigation in the country. 

The Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana was initiated to improve on-farm water use efficiency by 
enhancing adoption of precision irrigation and other water saving technologies. The scheme includes 
four components viz.  i) “Har Khet ko Pani” which involves repair, restoration and renovation of 
water bodies, ii) “Per Drop More Crop” which includes introduction of water saving technologies, 
iii) “Watershed”that includes effective management of runoff water and improved soil and moisture 
conservation and iv) “MGNREGA” which includes repair and renovation of village ponds and 
construction of rainwater harvesting facilities. According to the State Irrigation Plan of Punjab, the 
expected decrease in water withdrawal/increase in groundwater recharge in all districts of Punjab 
under different components is 14974.37 MCM (Million Cubic Meter) per year. The maximum 
decrease in water withdrawal/increase in groundwater recharge of 11949.052 MCM is expected under 
component of 'Per Drop More Crop' followed by 'Har Khet Ko Pani' (2324.814 MCM), 'Watershed' 
(527.774 MCM) and 'MGNREGA' (172.728 MCM)7. 

Farm Mechanization 

Compared to other states, Punjab exhibits a higher degree of mechanization in key agricultural 
activities. Mechanization has significantly enhanced crop productivity and farmer efficiency by 
achieving greater output with reduced reliance on labor, thereby increasing cropping intensity and 
saving both time and costs for farmers. Mechanization helps in promotion of crop diversification and 
adoption of allied activities. 

While all major farming operations for wheat and paddy are already mechanized in the state, ongoing 
efforts are directed towards mechanizing operations for other agricultural and horticultural crops. 

Promotion of agricultural mechanization for management of crop residue 

The adverse impacts of burning crop residue in the northern part of the country are widely recognized. 
The state has been actively addressing the issue of paddy stubble burning, particularly prevalent from 
September to November. Financial support exceeding Rs 1150 crores has been allocated to individual 
farmers, farmer groups, co-operative societies, and Panchayats from 2018-19 to 2022-23 for the 
procurement of machinery for crop residue management.

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A total of over 1,17,000 crop residue management machines have been distributed in the state under 
crop residue management scheme. Additionally, approximately 20,000 Custom Hiring Centers have 
been established to mitigate the financial challenges faced by small and marginal farmers in procuring 
advanced agricultural machinery. The physical and financial achievement of machines made available 
for crop residue management during 2022-23 is shown in Table:16

The state has implemented a comprehensive strategy that encompasses various aspects of paddy 
stubble management. Efforts include establishing a robust paddy supply chain and promoting 
industries within the state that utilize paddy stubble. Notably, due to these concerted efforts, the 
number of reported fire incidents has consistently declined. The reported fire incidents during kharif 
seasons in 2021, 2022, and 2023 were 71,159, 49,922, and 36,663, respectively.

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2.7 Institutions and infrastructure 
Storage

Punjab has the highest storage capacity in India. As of March 2023, the storage capacity with 
Food Corporation of India (FCI), Central Warehouse Corporation (CWC) and Department of Food 
and Civil Supplies in Punjab was 206.56 lac metric tonnes. The cold storage capacity in the state as of 
November 2022 was 24.51 lac metric tonnes with a total of 726 cold storage projects. This was 6.41% 
of the country’s cold storage capacity. 

Market Access 

Punjab has well connected and adequate marketing infrastructure. As of 2023, there were 156 
Principal agricultural markets in Punjab, out of which, 152 were regulated markets. 283 were 
submarket yards. This amounts to a catchment area of 80 sq. km for every market.  

There is some inter-district variation in the adequacy of markets. For instance, Sangrur has 11 
markets, each serving 38 villages per regulated market. On the other hand, in Hoshiarpur, 277 villages 
are served per regulated market, with 5 regulated markets available. On average, 80 villages in Punjab 
are served by one regulated principal market.

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Procurement 

Punjab has a well-functioning procurement system also. The percentage of the produced wheat 
crop procured was 62.17% in the year 2022-23 while, that of the paddy crop was 89.1% in Punjab. In 
year 2021-22 Punjab produced 9.95% and 13.79% of the total rice and wheat production of India, the 
respective share of contributions of the rice and wheat crops from Punjab to the Central Pool was 
approximately 21.45% and 51.32% in 2022-23.As per Food Grain Bulletin released in January 2024 
by Department of Food and Public Distribution, contribution to central pool was 31.22% of rice and 
46.24% of wheat.

The electronic National Agricultural Market (eNAM) is a national agricultural products market 
platform to create a network of physical mandis which can be accessed online by buyers, farmers and 
commission agents. It involves the registration of the produce with the platform by the seller/ farmer 
which calls forth a price quote from the buyer interested to purchase it. Once the trade match takes 
place, and the produce is quality checked, an online payment is made to the seller, and the produce 
delivered to the buyer. The market also provides access to a larger national market for commission 
agents to make secondary trades.  

e NAM has several advantages including – 

" Transparency: As the prices are visible online, it is impossible for commission agents and 
traders to distort the market or manipulate the prices.   

" Direct link between farmer and buyer: Since farmers can be directly on the platform, it 
empowers them to bypass commission agents, otherwise an integral part of the physical 
markets.  

" Access to larger markets: Prior to the portal, farmers were forced to sell their produce, 
especially non-MSP harvests, in their local markets. e-NAM would be able to bypass by 
allowing farmers of one mandi to trade with buyers of another, thus providing access to a 
larger market.  

 
According to the e-NAM website, 79 mandis in Punjab are already linked to the portal. Punjab has 
permitted sale of seven commodities on the platform. These include basmati, maize, potato, kinnow, 
cotton, peas (green) and moong. As on 31st December 2023, 2953 traders, 8994 commission agents 
and 2,17,541 farmers of Punjab were registered under e-NAM.

2.8 Agricultural Land holdings profile 

Land 

Punjab has a relatively smaller share of marginal and small farmers in comparison to all India 
averages (Figure 32 and Figure 33). While 69% of land holdings are marginal (less than 1 ha) at the 
all India level, for Punjab it is merely 14%. Large farms (greater than 10 ha) comprise 5% of Punjab’s 
land holdings, compared to 1% at the all India level.

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General Category States and the proportion of households reporting indebtedness in the past year is 
below the average for General Category States). 

However, it seems that indebtedness is higher among the marginal farmers. According to the Situation 
Assessment Survey 2013, 46.2% of the households belonging to “up to 1 hectare of land” possession 
category were indebted, in comparison to the 2.4% indebted households of the households possessing 
greater than 10 hectares of land. The average outstanding loan amount not surprisingly increased with 
increasing holding size. The average amount of loan outstanding for a household possessing less than 
0.01 hectares of land was the least at Rs. 13,100, followed by Rs. 24,600 for 0.01-0.40 hectares and 
Rs. 51,600 for 0.41-1 hectares. Whereas the largest average loan amount outstanding was 9,27,400 of 
households possessing greater than 10 hectares of land (Figure 35)9. It is expected that large farmers 
would have greater repayment capacity commensurated with size of loan outstanding. 

 

2.9 Rural development 
According to the 2011 census, 62.52% of the total population of Punjab resided in rural areas, vis a 
vis 69% at the all India level. According to the NSS report on Income, Expenditure, Productive Assets 
and Indebtedness of Agricultural Households in India, 51.1% of the rural households of Punjab were 
agricultural households.

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Employment 

The share of agriculture in rural employment has declined from 52.37 % in 2011-1210 to 35.76% in 
2022-23.11 There has been a corresponding increase in the share of services sector in rural 
employment from 19.16 % in 2011-12 to 29.02% in 2022-23. Further, the proportion of casual labour 
in rural employment also witnessed a decline from 32% in 2011-12 to 26.3% in 2022-23.

Rural Poverty 

Punjab has managed to significantly reduce the proportion of its overall population below poverty line 
and rural population decreased from 22.1% in 2004-05 to 7.7% in 2011-12. The percentage of rural 
population living below poverty line in Punjab was 7.7% in comparison to the 25.70% of rural 
population living below poverty line at an all India level. Punjab’s rural poverty has witnessed a 14.4 
percentage points decline over the period between 2004-05 and 2011-12. The headcount ratio in urban 
areas was lower than that of rural areas in 2004-05. However, in 2011-12 the headcount ratio in urban 
areas was higher than that of rural areas.

Rural Housing 

Decent housing conditions are a basic 
requirement for ensuring development and 
growth of the rural sector. Census 2011 
highlights that 45.2% of rural houses in Punjab 
can be classified as ‘good’, against a national 
average of 45.9% (Figure 38). The proportion of 
rural households living in ‘dilapidated’ 
conditions on the other hand is 7.5% in 
comparison to the national average of 6.5%.  

By the time of the NFHS-5 (2019-21), 71.4% of 
total rural households lived in pucca houses, 
while 24.4% lived in semi-pucca houses and only 
1.4% of the total rural households lived in 
kachha houses.12 While the data of 2.8% rural 
households was missing. 

Access to basic services 

Although Punjab has better drinking water facilities from many other States yet there is scope of lot of 
improvement. 7 districts in Punjab report 100 % of the total inhabited villages to be deficient in 
drinking water.13 Out of the 7 districts reporting 100% of its villages as water scarce, 6 districts 
belong to only Malwa belt of Punjab. The factors responsible for this acute problem of water scarcity 
include exploitation of the available groundwater for irrigation purposes and the presence of toxic 
heavy metals, Selenium, Arsenic, Uranium and pesticides being reported in the groundwater. 
(Towards Managing Rural Water Quality in the State of Punjab)14  

According to the NSSO’s 76th round on Drinking Water, Sanitation, Hygiene and Housing Condition 
in India, 93.4% of the rural households in Punjab have access to a latrine in comparison to the

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national average of 71.3%.15 NFHS-5 (2019-21) also states that 98.5% of the rural households have 
access to improved drinking water facility and 99.5% of them have access to electricity in Punjab. 

Connectivity 

All the inhabited villages in Punjab have been linked with pucca roads.  Punjab has an extensive road 
network. At  the end  of  December, 2023, Punjab held a network of national highways of length 4239 
kms, In 2019 state highways of length 1,133 kms  and  roads of length 1,47,862 kms.  A well-
developed network for Indian railways of length 2,265 kms also exists in Punjab. The state accounts 
for approximately 3.3% of the total railway network in India.16An average, the population of 7954 
people was served by one post office in Punjab in the year 2022-23.

Chapter 3 Industrial Development 

3.1 Introduction 

Industrialization implies the creation and growth of factories, mills, power plants and so on. It refers 
to the development of manufacturing and other related activities. Without rapid industrialization 
economic development is almost impossible. The government has made persistent efforts for rapid 
industrialization of the state thereby generates more employment, opportunities, alleviates poverty and 
removes economic disparities. 

Industrial Infrastructure is one of the key mainstays in the long term development of the Industry. The 
Government aims to develop robust infrastructure including core and supporting infrastructure which 
shall provide long term benefits to the industry and set the State on the path of planned industrial 
growth. It is also the endeavour of the Government to simplify laws and rules for infrastructure 
development, management and maintenance through a single Industrial Infrastructure Development 
Agency in the State.  

The industrial sector constitutes about a fourth of the overall GSVA and one third of the employment 
in Punjab. Manufacturing contributes the largest share of industrial sector in Punjab – accounting for 
more than half the industrial sector GSVA. Construction follows next, contributing more than a 
quarter of the industrial GSVA. 

The Industry holds a prominent position in the Punjab economy contributes about 27% of total gross 
state value added in 2023-24(A).The sector’s relevance can be identified through various direct and 
indirect linkages with other sectors, contributing to economic growth and employment. First, it ensure 

The industry sector has been at the fore-front of global economic growth and increased worker 
productivity ever since the beginning of the industrial revolution in the 16th century. Industry is 
the prominent sector which propels the performance of Primary and Tertiary sectors. 

The State accords highest priority to enhance the ease of doing business in the State. Improving 
the business environment is key to spur growth and generate employment. The State has set up 
‘Invest Punjab’, a unified regulator vested with the powers to grant regulatory clearances across 
23 departments. Building on the success of Invest Punjab, to strengthen facilitation support to the 
industry at the district level, the State would set up a similar mechanism at the District level to 
provide one stop clearance for all regulatory services and one stop disbursement of all fiscal 
incentives apart from providing host of other services to MSME units and other industrial units as 
may be notified by the State. 

The industrial sector plays a crucial role in driving the economy of Punjab. It contributes 
significantly to the state’s GDP and provides employment opportunities to a large number of 
people. In the past few years, the government of Punjab has taken several initiatives to elevate 
industrial growth and attract investment in the State. 

In the year 2023-24(A), industrial GSVA growth in Punjab is in line with industrial sector growth 
at all India level. Over the eleven year period between 2013-14 and 2023-24, industrial sector at 
all India level registered an average growth in GVAof 5.5% while Punjab registered a growth of 
5.6% in GSVA. In 2023-24(A) however, the industrial GSVA in the State grew at 7.9% with 
national growth of 7.9%.  
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that domestic production can accommodate domestic demand and reduces the reliance on 
imports,thereby assisting in the improvement of trade.Second, industrial growth has multiplier effects, 
which translates into employment growth. 

3.2 Performance 

In the year 2023-24(A), industrial GSVA growth in Punjab is in line with industrial sector growth at 
all India level(Figure 39). Over the eleven year period between 2013-14 and 2023-24, industrial sector 
at all India level registered an average growth in GVA of 5.5%  while Punjab registered a growth of 
5.6% in GSVA. In 2023-24(A) however, the industrial GSVA in the State grew at 7.9% with national 
growth of 7.9%.

Due to its large share in the industrial sector GSVA, manufacturing closely determines the growth 
tendency of the entire sector. Manufacturing accounts for more than half of the industrial sector 
GSVA (Figure 40). Construction follows next, contributing more than a quarter of the industrial 
GSVA. Between 2011-12 and 2023-24(A), there has been a reduction in the share of the 
constructionbut there is an increase in the share of manufacturing, electricity, gas, water supply and 
other utilities.

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Accordingly Figure 41 shows, the growth rates of the manufacturing sector and industrial sector 
overall move closely together. In 2023-24(A), the manufacturing sector is estimated to grow by 
7.18%. However, overall industrial growth to  grow by 7.89 %.Industrial performance across districts 
is affected by whether they are located on the border or not.  

 

 

 

3.3 Index of industrial production 

Contrary to GSVA trends, the general Index of Industrial Production (IIP) has shown frail growth in 
2022-23. Overall IIP growth rate for the year 2022-23 is 4.20% whereas it was 9.05 in 2021-22. 
(Figure 42)Manufacturing, with a weight of 80.7%, grows by 3.40% in 2022-23.Since IIP is a 
volume-based measure; a difference in the trends with industrial GSVA is not compatible. That is, 
even as volume growth accelerated, growth in value add (which is net of inputs from production) may 
have slowed.

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Figure 43 highlights the performers and laggards based on the average annual growth rate of IIP over 
the three-year period ranging from 2020-21 to 2022-23. As can be seen, the usual aspects such as 
Fabricated Metal Products, Leather and related Products, Mfg of Pharmaceuticals and Medicinal 
Chemicals,Computer electronic and optical Products have done well. The highest production growth 
in Punjab occurred in Wearing Apparels, Other Non-Metallic Mineral Products. The lowest 
production growth happened in Coke and refined Petroleum products, Motor vehicles trailers and 
semi trailers and other transport equipment.

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3.4 Employment 

Industrial sector accounts for more than one third of the total employment in Punjab (PLFS 2022-
23)17. Within the industrial sector, the largest share has been that of manufacturing (51.8%), followed 
by construction (45.6%), and then the electricity sector (2.5%). The relative shares have remained 
around the same since 2011-12, though there have been some changes through the years. The share of 
manufacturing in employment fell between 2011-12 and 2017-18, and then recovered by 2022-23. 
Correspondingly, the share of the construction sector increased between 2011-12 and 2017-18, and 
then slightly fell. On the other hand, the share of Electricity, Water Supply and other utility services 
fell across this period but rised in 2022-23.

The construction sector forms an important sector for Punjab and is the second largest employer after 
manufacturing  in the industrial sector with 15.64% of workers aged 15 years and above in the year 
2022-23. Given the poor working conditions, the State Government has undertaken various initiatives 
for the social and economic security of the construction workers in the State. Punjab Building and 
Other Construction Workers’ Welfare Board, constituted in 2009, provides social and economic 
benefits to Building and other Construction (BOC) workers. The Board extends benefits to BOC 
workers in the form of  loan assistance, assistance for purchase of working tools, bi-cycle equipment, 
marriage assistance, maternity benefit, death and funeral assistance, accident, medical expense for

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treatment of major ailments, assistance for Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) and skill 
development18. Some specific schemes include: 

Denture,Spectacles & Hearing Aid Scheme:Scheme for providing financial aid to beneficiary 
construction worker & their families for Denture Rs 5000/-, Spectacles Rs.800/-, and hearing aid Rs. 
6000/-. 

Balri Birth Gift Scheme:A sum of Rs.51,000/- in the shape of FDR is given on the birth of a 
female child(maximum upto two girls), which will be encashed only at the time of marriage of the 
daughter. 

Shagun Scheme:For the marriage of two daughters of the registered construction workers Rs 
31,000/-(amount of shagun) on the marriage of each daughter.If the girl is herself registered 
member,she can also avail Shagun for her own marriage under this scheme. 

Stipned Scheme: For the children of registered construction workers (from Ist class to Degree 
Courses) Stipned is provided by the board from Rs. 3,000 to 70,000 per annum (including hostel fee). 

3.5 Capital formation 

Investment in the industrial sector has consistently formed about half of the total investment in 

Punjab. As of 2021-22, gross capital formation in the industrial sector was 31% of the GSVA in the 
sector (Figure 45).Though investment levels are relatively low, there has been an upstick in 
investment since 2015-16 but slightly fell in 2021-22.

Within the industrial sector there has been a shift in the composition of investment (Figure 46). The 
share of the manufacturing sector’s capital formation in the total industrial capital formation declined 
from 87% in 2011-12 to 67% in 2021-22. The share of construction sector and the electricity, gas and 
water supply sector was almost the same in 2011-12. However, due to consistent growth in

Availability of investible funds 

The increase in gross capital formation was in spite of a decline in the credit to GVA ratio in Punjab, 
similar to national trends. The national trend of declining credit is attributed to the Twin Balance 
Sheet (TBS) problem. The TBS refers to impaired balance sheets of public sector banks due to higher 
Non-Performing Assets (NPAs) and precarious financial position of corporates slowing down credit 
offtake.The share of Punjab in overall outstanding credit of the country has itself been increasing. The 
growth rate of credit outstanding has also been increasing since 2019-20 and slightly fall down in 
2022-23.(Figure 47).

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3.6 Selected industrial sub-sectors: a closer look 

Manufacturing Sector 

As seen above, the manufacturing sector accounts for more than half of the industrial GSVA of 
Punjab and 52% of the state’s industrial employment. Manufacturing may be registered, or 
unregistered. The Annual Survey of Industries (ASI) provides estimates on the factories in the State 
that were registered under Section 2m(i) and 2m(ii) of the Factories Act 1948 – i.e., those units 
operating with a minimum of 10 workers, with power or operating with 20 workers, without power. 
The Unincorporated Enterprise Survey (UES) covers unincorporated enterprises not registered under 
Section 2m(i) and 2m(ii) of the Factories Act. ASI 2021-22 and UES 2015-16 are used to derive some 
insight about the nature of manufacturing in Punjab, in this section.  

Registered manufacturing 

Table 18 presents the top 10 industries in Punjab, by share in total value added by the registered 
manufacturing sector in the state. As can be seen, agro-based industries top the charts by this metric. 
Food products, textiles, and wearing apparel account for close to 31% of the gross value added. 
Machinery and equipment, transport and metal manufacturing are the other important sectors. Of 
these, the capital-intensive sectors - seeing the maximum share of gross capital formation - are 
manufacturing of food products,Textiles and Basic Metals. Factories in the latter sector are also the 
most profitable, followed by those producing Fabricated metal products except machinery & 
equipment and Motor vehicles,trailers.

The Khadi and Villlage Industries Commission (KVIC) was established by the government of India in 
the year 1957. The Khadi and Village Industries is not only providing employment to people in rural 
and semi-urban area at low investment per job but also utilizes local skill resources and provides part 
time as well as a full time work to rural artisians,women and minorities. Production and Employment 
by The Khadi and Villlage Industries in Punjab for the year 2022-23 as shown in Table 19.

Food-Processing Industry 

Food Processing Industries took a vital role in the development of industries and generation of Large 
number of employment in the State.A well-developed food processing sector with higher level of 
processing helps in improving value addition, promotes crop diversification, ensures better return to 
the farmers, promotes employment as well as increase export earnings. This sector is also capable of 
addressing critical issues of food security, food inflation and providing wholesome, nutritious food to 
the masses. Hence, not surprisingly, it is referred to, as the ‘sunrise industry’. In general, food 
processing industries are constrained in India by small and dispersed marketable surplus due to 
fragmented holding. Due to the high crop yields associated with the state of Punjab, it is the ideal 
destination for setting up of food processing units.  

According to the Annual Survey of Industries 2021-22, the food processing industry (food and 
beverages manufacturing put together) contributed 52% of the GVA in the registered manufacturing 
sector of Punjab in the year 2021-22. Within food processing, ‘grain mill products, starches and starch 
products’ were the highest contributor, linked to Punjab’s abundant production of paddy and wheat 
(Figure 48).

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Government of Punjab has taken various steps to encourage the food processing sector. Indian 
Institute of Food Processing Technology (IIFPT) opened its liaison office at Bathinda on February 
27,2018 with the objective of developing small-scale entrepreneurs and skilled manpower for the food 
processing sector in Punjab.It is equipped with the food processing lines for Fruits and vegetable 
processing, preservation and value addition, Milk processing, Cereal processing, Spice processing, 
Bakery units and Packaging systems. The facilitiesincluding the equipment and machinery is available 
on rental basis to stake holders, who wish to produce and market test their produce before venturing in 
the food processing businesses. It regularly organized workshops and awareness programs in different 
villages of Punjab. FPBITC (Food Processing Business Incubation Training Centre) is established 
with the facility of classroom and discussion hall for providing skill development trainings, 
consultancy, business incubation services and student internship program in the area of food 
processing to different stakeholders such as farmers, farmers’ group, government 
institutions/departments, private enterprises and students. IIFPT (MoFPI, 2023)19.

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In terms of profit per unit however, the fruits and vegetable processing, beverages and dairy products 
were at the top while processing and preserving of meat and other food products were at the 
loss(Figure 49). This provides further reason for expanding crop diversification and promoting 
livestock rearing. 

Punjab Agro,a state govt.undertaking has set up a Mega Food Park on 100 acres of land at 
Ladhowal,Mega Food Park with an investment of Rs. 117.6 Cr. 

MoFPI has so far disbursed approx. Rs 38.5 crore. Term loan amounting to Rs. 26 crore (Sanctioned 
amount - Rs 27.5 cr.) has been released by NABARD. While PAIC has raised Rs 25 cr. (Total 
contribution Rs. 41 cr.) as its share. PAIC has not received any grant from state government in this 
regard. 

Textile and Apparel Manufacturing Industry 

Due to the availability of a rich resource base in Punjab and its robust spinning capacity, the textile 
industries are a major contributor to the total output of the State.  
The textile and apparel manufacturing industry contributed 18% of the Gross Value Added in the 
registered manufacturing sector of Punjab in 2021-22. Out of the total GVA created by textile and 
apparel manufacturing in Punjab (2021-22), 60.2% was contributed by Spinning, weaving and 
finishing of cotton textiles, followed by Knitted and crocheted apparel of 20.2 % in 2021-22. The 
latter establishes the importance of wool based industries in the state. The manufacture of other 
textiles also contributed a significant 11.1% to the textile and apparel GVA of Punjab (Figure 50). 
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manufacturing – important both in registered and unregistered manufacturing, can also help fulfill the 
country’s export ambitions, especially in the professional and adventure categories (Department for 
Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade, 2019)21.  The state government promoted high-tech cycle 
valley in Ludhiana providing infrastructure, common facilities for effluent treatment, design facilities, 
warehousing and logistic services may be useful in this regard (Department of Industries & 
Commerce, Government of Punjab,2018). 

 

 

 

Sports Goods Industry 

According to the Annual Survey of Industries 2021-22, the Sports goods industry contributed 0.7% of 
the Gross Value Added in the registered manufacturing sector of Punjab. The profit registered per 
factory was Rs. 87 lac. Jalandhar is the hub for sports good manufacturing in the state. The Punjab 
government intends to set up a Sports Goods Park in Jalandhar. Among other facilities, it will include 
a technology centre for providing technology support – including certification and testing centre. 

3.7 Electricity, gas, water supply and other utilities sector 
Electricity 
Punjab has been able to meet the increasing demand for power. The estimated demand for electricity 
has consistently grown in the State. As of 2022-23, demand of electricity was 69,520 Million Units 
(MU) as against 62,850 Million Units (MU) in 2021-22. In spite of fluctuations in electricity 
generation, the availability of electricity has been more or less at par with the demand for electricity, 
as highlighted in (Figure 53).

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Naturally, this has also resulted in an increase in power consumption. The State consumed 62390.55 
million kwH of electricity during 2022-23, there is increase of 13.2% from 55109.11 kwH in 2021-22. 
This has economic implications. As Figure 54 shows, 56% of the power consumption is in the 
agricultural and industrial sector. Around 32% is domestic consumption – whose share has increased 
over the years. 

 

 

 

As of 2023, majority of the installed capacity in the state comes from thermal sources. However, 
renewables and clean power sources, such as nuclear, hydro and other renewables (solar, wind etc.) 
constitute the remaining (Figure 55). This could be increased further if Punjab were to leverage the 
power of biomass, abundant in the state due to its large agricultural sector .

3.8 Size-based classification of industries 

Small scale industries 

MSME sector plays a crucial role in 
providing large employment opportunities 
at comparatively lower capital cost. 
MSME's also help in industrialisation of 
rural and backward areas, thereby, reducing 
regional imbalances. MSME sector has 
emerged as an engine for socio-economic 
growth.  

Punjab has a strong base of nearly 2 lac 
MSME units belonging to auto components, 
bicycle parts, hosiery, sports goods, 
agricultural implements etc.  

During 2021-22, the number of MSME units 
are 1,82,775  leading to employment to 9.35 

lac people.  

Most of the small scale industries’ production was concentrated in Ludhiana, with a value of output of 
Rs.63402.72 Crores (Figure56).Ludhiana was followed by Jalandhar (Rs. 23299.21 Crores),Fatehgarh 
Sahib (Rs. 20425.46 Crores) ,Amritsar (Rs. 16099.79 Crores) and SAS Nagar ( Rs. 13596.7 Crores) in 
output production by MSME units.  

The State’s MSME policy intends to accelerate the growth of its MSME units by carrying out in depth 
studies of the 10 clusters every year for specific interventions to increase their competitiveness, 
upgrading and setting up common facility centres in 10 clusters every year and upgrading 10 
technology centres in the State. Further, the policy recognised different stages of MSMEs with 
different needs. MSME growth was broadly classified into five stages – Ideating a Business, Starting 
a Business, Growing a Business, Reviving a Business and Exiting a Business and the policy 
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Figure 56: Top five districts, by output of MSME industries, 2021-22 (in Rs. Crore) 
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accordingly addressed various needs that emerge in each of these stages, with a growth and 
performance oriented approach. 

The government has also set up ‘MSME Punjab’, as part of the Punjab Industrial and Business 
Development Authority to focus on the development of MSMEs by addressing the following key 
functions: (i) Enhancing the competitiveness of MSMEs in the changed economic scenario (ii) 
Ensuring adequate flow of credit from financial institutions/banks (iii) Providing support for 
technology upgradation and modernization (iv) Providing modern testing facilities and quality 
certification (v) Providing access to modern management practices and (vi) Providing support for 
product development, design intervention and packaging. 

Large and Medium Enterprises 

In the year 2021-22, the total number of large and medium  industrial units in Punjab were 1038 with 
a total fixed capital of Rs. 126093.06 crore. The industry employed a total of 3,64,502 persons. 

Ludhiana’s large and medium scale industrial output production amounting to Rs. 69,230.22 crores 
was the highest in the State. Ludhiana was followed by Bathinda (Rs. 63,691.13 Crores), SAS Nagar 
(Rs. 31,791.86 Crores) and Fatehgarh Sahib (Rs. 22,745.38 Crores) in output production by large 
scale units (Figure 57).

3.9 Various government initiatives taken to promote industries 

Ease of Doing Business  

To give boost to Ease of Doing Business, the State has implemented the notable reforms are: 

� Government has notified New Industrial and Business Development Policy, 2022 (IBDP-
2022) providing holistic approach, EoDB reforms and fiscal incentives both for the existing 
and new units. 

� To promote the Logistic Sector, Integrated Logistics & Logistic Park Policy, 2023 has been 
notified 
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Besides the above, the following initiatives has been taken to development of Industrialization:- 
C Centralised Inspection System (CIS) for compliance inspections by various regulatory bodies 

� Punjab’s Central Inspection System has synchronized inspections of Department of 
Industries (Boilers), Labour Department, Punjab Pollution Control Board (PPCB) and 
Legal Metrology. 

C The allocation of inspectors and scheduling of inspections is done using computerizedrisk 
assessment ensuring complete transparency in the inspection process. 

C The inspection is carried out jointly by inspectors / officials of different departments. 
C It is mandatory for the inspectors / officials to submit their inspection reports online within a 

period of 48 hours.  

1.Foundry& General  Engineering Cluster, Kapurthala 

The Government of India in its Steering Committee meeting held on 27.02.2019 accorded final 
approval to the project Detailed Project Report(DPR) of Foundry & General Engineering Cluster, 
Kapurthala at a project cost of Rs. 14.86 cr.

The Government of India has 
sanctioned and released 1st installment of Government of India assistance of Rs.4.80 Crores on 
18.08.2020, 2nd installment of Rs.3.60Crores on 15.02.2022 and the State Govt. has released its 
share of Rs.1.50 Crore. The Third installment of GoI grant has been received in January 2024.

Crores, State share: Rs.1.50 CroresSpecial Purpose Vehicle(SPV) share: Rs.1.43 Crores).  

5.Modern Printing & Packaging Cluster, Ludhiana  

The Government of India, in its 59th Steering Committee meeting held on 30.05.2022 accorded 
final approval vide letter dated 29.06.2022 at a project cost Rs.20.01 cr. (Government of India 
share: 15.87 Crores, State share: Rs.2.00 CroresSpecial Purpose Vehicle(SPV) share: Rs.2.13 
Crores). The Tripartite Agreement has been signed and the Purchase Committee has been 
constituted in September, 2022.

The objective of the scheme is to create, common facility infrastructure for enhancing the 
productivity and competitiveness as well as capacity building of small enterprises and their 
collectives. These CFCs are being created by Special Purpose Vehicles of the MSME 
entrepreneurs. In this scheme, the GOI provide assistance of 70% to 90% of the project cost of 
maximum project cost up to Rs.30 crores (depending upon the number of Micro units) for setting up 
of Common Facility Centres (CFCs) and the balance amount is to be contributed by the SPV/State 
government as per new guidelines issued vide office memorandum No.1(1247)/CDD/EFC/MSE-
CDD/2021E dated 24.5.2022 of the office of development commissioner, Ministry of Micro, Small 
and Medium Enterprises. The guidelines of the scheme are available at www.dcmsme.gov.in.

Chapter 4 Services Sector 

4.1 Introduction 

Performance of services sector 

Services sector is the largest contributor to State’s GSVA. Punjab’s economy over a period of time 
moved from being predominantly an agrarian economy to a service sector driven economy. Increasing 
income entails the demand for services like transport and communication, banking, tourism, trade, etc. 
Consequently, the share of services sector in the economy’s output grows. As mentioned in Chapter 1, 
the services sector in Punjab had the largest contribution among all the sectors of the economy
22. 

Share of services in State’s GSVA has witnessed a rise, which is in line with the trend at national 

level. The services sector contributed 45.9 % to Punjab’s GSVA in 2023-24(A), growing from 43.8 % 
in 2011-12. The figures at all India level have, however been higher than that of Punjab during 2011-

The Services Sector significance in the Punjab’s economy has continued to increase with the sector 
accounting for 46 percent of total size of the economy and GSVA growth of 7.2 percent. However 
data on GSVA growth and sectoral trends suggest a moderation in services sector activity during 
2023-24(A). As per the advance estimates for Gross State Value Added (GSVA) services sector 
growth continued to moderate during 2023-24 reaching 7.2 percent in 2023-24 from 7.1 percent in 
2022-23. The services sector continued to outperform Agriculture and Industry Sector growth 
contributing around 46 percent to total GSVA as well as to total GSVA growth. 

  The growth rate has primarily been driven by the growth in ‘Trade, repair, Hotels and restaurants’ 
sector. The Sector contributed around 21.0 percent to overall Services sector and grew at a rate of 
6.2 percent in 2023-24(A). Within this sector, it is the ‘Trade and Repair Service’ sector which 
accounted for 93.5 percent of the GSVA from Trade, repair, hotels and restaurant sector in 2023-
24(A) and consistently contributed more than one-fifth to the total services GSVA . As far as 
performance of the other sectors is concerned, though the share of hotels and restaurants is low in 
the services GSVA, recent years have witnessed a surge in the tourist inflow recording an 
impressive growth rate of 20% between 2010 and 2022. This surge primarily been driven by the 
domestic tourists with Amritsar accounting for 51% of the total tourist inflow. 

Along with tourism, transport, telecom and financial services form an integral part of the services 
economy within the State. Transport sector contributed 12.8% to services GSVA in 2023-24(A) 
mainly driven by road transport and followed by railways. On the telecommunication front,while 
telecom sector contributed 4.8% to services GSVA in 2023-24(A), the sector is well developed in the 
state with wireless tele-density and percentage of internet subscribers being more than the national 
average.Financial services are integral for the growth of any state and in Punjab, this sector 
contribute a share of 9.9% in services GSVA. 
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12 to 2023-24(A). At the national level, the value addition from services sector stood at 54.13% of 
overall GVA in 2023-24(A). 

Growth rate in Punjab’s services sector has consistently been higher than that of overall GSVA 
between 2012-13 and 2023-24(A). During this period, services GSVA grew at an average of 6.1% 
while the overall GSVA grew at 4.8%. During the same period, trade, repair, hotels and restaurants 
witnessed the average annual growth rate of 5.6%, where as real estate, ownership of dwellings and 
professional services grew by 5.8%.

Trade, repair, hotels and restaurants contributes about one- fifth towards the value add from 

services sector. The composition of the services sector has remained similar over the years with trade, 
repair, hotels and restaurants as the leading contributor since 2011-12. Table 20  presents the share of 
various sub-sectors in services GSVA for 2023-24(A). Trade, repair, hotels and restaurants 
contributed 21.0% towards value add from services, followed by real estate, ownership of dwellings 
and professional services with a contribution of 20.3%. Given the significance of light engineering 
industries in the State, the emergence of trade and repair services is important. The contribution from 
the other sub-sectors such as public administration, transport, storage, communication & services 
related to broadcasting, and financial services stood at 12.8%, 12.8% and 9.9%  respectively. 
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Table 20 also presents the growth of the sub-sectors for 2021-22(P), 2022-23(Q) and 2023-24(A).

Punjab has one of the highest proportions of 
workforce in the services sector among select 
states23..  The Periodic Labour Force Survey data 
for 2022-23 shows that the services sector provides 
employment to 41% of workforce in Punjab 
(Figure 59) as against 29% at the national level. 
Among the sub-sectors, trade, hotels and 
restaurants employ the highest proportion of workforce. In search of better opportunity, there is a shift 
of workforce from agriculture to service sector as well.

Punjab provides a strong ecosystem of IT services with the presence of around 740 registered IT 
units in State covering a wide array of IT services. Under the India BPO promotion Scheme 
2015, Punjab has been allotted 1200 BPO seats. IT sector has witnessed a cumulative growth of 
almost 14% in IT/ITES exports over a period of 5 years in Mohali Chandigarh region. Punjab 
has an excellent IT infrastructure in Tier II cities, Amritsar, Ludhiana, Jalandhar, STPI 
Incubation centre in SAS Nagar (Mohali). 

The IT sector in Punjab has great potential for income and employment generation, so to 
develop IT sector various initiatives have been taken: 

� Dedicated Agency for promotion of IT 

� Development of SAS Nagar as IT Investment Region 

� Development of new IT & Knowledge Park 

� Providing land on long lease 

Many new projects related to IT sector are being setup in the State like, STPI centres at SAS 
Nagar and Amritsar, Startup accelerator chamber of Commerce (SACC) at SAS Nagar, The 
Indus Entrepreneurs (TiE) and Morpheus startup accelerator.

Trade, repair, hotels and restaurants employ the highest percentage of workforce within the 

services sector (Figure 60). Trade & repair services and hotels & restaurants together employe 42.1% 
of the total workforce within the services sector. Other services which include education services, 
health services, entertainment, etc. is the next major employer with 36.6% of the workforce engaged 
in these services. Transport, storage and communication services is another major sector employing 
around 10.8% of the total workforce within the services sector. 

4.2 Trade and repair 

Trade and repair service contribute the highest to the value add from services in Punjab. As presented 
in Figure 61, trade and repair accounts for 94% of the GSVA from the trade, repair, hotels and 
restaurants. This sub-sector has consistently contributed about one- fifth towards services GSVA.

 Since 2011-12 (Figure 62), despite a fluctuating year-over-year (YoY) growth, this sub-sector has 
remained the leading contributor towards services since 2011-12. The Periodic Labour Force Survey 
data for 2022-23 shows that 14.57% of total workforce in Punjab was employed in wholesale & retail 
trade and repair services, one of the highest among all states in India.

The share of hotels and restaurants to GSVA from services is relatively lower as compared to other 
sectors. The average share of ‘hotels and restaurants’ sub-sector stood at around 1.4% of GSVA from 
services sector between 2011-12 and 2023-24(A). The growth rate in the sub-sector has also 
witnessed a fluctuating trend during this period. While the sub-sector grew at 9.4% in 2019-20,(-) 
12.4% in 2020-21, 10.2% in 2021-22, 8.7% in 2022-23(Q) and 6% in 2023-24(A) (Figure 63).

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Investment in tourism has led to the development of the sector with an increase in both domestic and 
foreign tourists. Punjab tourism has witnessed good expansion in the recent years with the overall 
tourist inflow in the State growing at an impressive rate of 20% between 2010 and 2022. The tourism 
sector is however, largely driven by domestic tourists (from within and outside the State). Around 261  
lac domestic tourists and 3.3 lac foreign tourists visited the State in 2022 (Figure 64 & 65) registering 
a contraction in growth rate of 2% in domestic tourist and increase in growth rate of  7% in foreign 
tourist over the previous year. Punjab attained 9th position at the national level in terms of foreign 
tourist visits during 2022 (Table 21). The growth in the sector is sustained by investments from the 
State Government as well as assistance provided by Asian Development Bank through Infrastructure 
Development Investment Program for Tourism (IDIPT) project (Punjab State Tourism Policy, 2018).

Amritsar accounts for more than half of total tourist footfall in the State. Table 22 shows that 
number of tourists (both domestic and foreign) in Amritsar account for more than 51 % of the total 
tourist inflow in the State. Inextricably linked with the history of Sikhism, Amritsar is revered for the 
Golden Temple. Among other tourist attractions, Jallianwala Bagh and Wagah border ceremony are 
the prominent ones. S.A.S. Nagar, Ludhiana and Jalandhar are among other districts with significant 
tourist footfall. Amritsar is also one of the 12 cities in India which have been included under 
HRIDAY scheme (Heritage City Development and Augmentation Yojana) with an objective to 
conserve the historic and cultural resources in the city.

4.4 Transport 

Overview

  With an average contribution of 7.3% to 

GSVA from services between 2011-12 and 

2023-24(A), the transport sector has emerged 

as an integral part of the State’s economy. 
Transport services in the State consist of three 
modes of transportation – (a) railways  (b) road 
and (c) air. As Punjab is a landlocked state, bordered 
by Jammu & Kashmir to the North, Himachal Pradesh 
to the East, Haryana to the South and South 

East, Rajasthan towards South-West and Pakistan to 
the West, the scope of water transport in the State is 
restricted. Characterized by a fluctuating trend, the 
average growth rate of the transport sector between 
2012-13 and 2023-24(A) stood at 5.1%. The value 
add from the transport sector was INR 22784.24 
crores (at current prices) in 2023-24(A).

The transport sector in Punjab is driven by road transport, followed by railways. Road transport, 
on an average, accounted for 75.9% of the value add from transport between 2011-12 and 2023-
24(A). The average year-over-year growth rate for road transport has been 5.4% between 2012-13 and 
2023-24(A), while that for railways and air transport stood at 3.5% and 27.6% respectively. 

The contribution of air and road transport to the GVA from transport sector has witnessed a rise over 
the years, while that of railways has declined (Figure 67). The composition of GVA under transport 
has undergone a change over the past few years. The contribution of railways, road and air transport 
to the GSVA from transport stood at 22.4%, 73.5% and 0.3% respectively in 2011-12. However, in 
2023-24(A), the share of railways decreased to 14.1% while that of road and air transport increased to 
80.0% and 1.10% respectively. A fluctuating trend could be observed in the growth rate of all the 
modes of transportation during 2012-13 and 2023-24(A). The growth rate for railways varied between 
20.2% and (-)18.3% while that of air transport varied between 177.1% and -19.0%. The year-on-year 
growth for road transport alsovaried between 9.8% and (-)12.7% during this period. 

Transport Infrastructure 

Roads 
Road network is the backbone of the transport sector in the State. Its dominance is further 
established by the fact that other modes of transportation like railways depend on it for their first/last 
mile linkages. Upgradation of the existing infrastructure is thereby significant to the State for  
continued economic growth.

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Development of roads in Punjab is handled by four institutions: (i) The national highways are looked 
after by the Government of India, (ii) the state highways by the State Public Works Department 
(PWD), (iii) town roads by the Municipal bodies and (iv) the rural roads partly by PWD and partly by 
the Rural Development Department and Punjab Mandi Board25. It has however been observed that 
involvement of multiple institutions at all levels of governance catering to different aspects of the 
transport sector adversely affects planning and policy decisions.

More than 90% of Punjab’s roads were surfaced as on 31
st
March 2019 (Figure 68).Also, Punjab 

has one of the highest road densities among select states (Figure 69). 

The State had a total road length of 1,47,862 kms by the end of 2018-19. Road length witnessed an 
increase by 3.66% over the previous year, primarily driven by expansion in Project roads. Rural roads 
had a share of 71% in total road length by March 2019, followed by urban roads and project roads 

which accounted for 13% and 9% of total road 
length respectively. Punjab had 3274 kms of 
National Highways and 1,133 kms of State 
Highways.  

Motor vehicle registrations recorded 4.4% 

growth in 2022-23 over previous year. As on 
31st March 2023, Punjab had 137.87 lac 
registered motor vehicles as compared to that 
of 132.11 lac on 31st March, 2022. The increase 
was enormous especially in the case of Maxi 
cab, light motor vehicles and three wheelers. 
This may be attributed to the increasing income 
level of the people and easy availability of 
these vehicles. Among the districts of the State 
Ludhiana, Jalandhar and Amritsar (in 
descending order) have the highest number of 
registered motor vehicles.

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The composition of motor vehicle registration indicates the dominance of two-wheelers (Figure 70). 
With an annual growth rate of 4.4% in 2022-23 over the previous year, two-wheelers accounted for 
75.45 of the total volume of motor vehicles followed by light motor vehicles (11.64%) and goods 
vehicles (2.70%). The vehicle density in the State has increased manifold over the years with an 
increasing share of personalized vehicles. This raises serious concern about problems of congestion, 
parking, air pollution, road accidents, etc. Hence, it is important to control this vehicle growth and 
shift from personalised to public transport modes to ensure a greener and more livable environment in 
the State.

Railway network in Punjab is well-developed with 2,823 running track kms. accounting for 2.75% of 
total railway network in India. In terms of rail density, Punjab fares better than its comparable states 
with 56 running tracks kms per 1000 sq. km. (Figure 71). Punjab is also a part of the Eastern 
Dedicated Freight Corridor (EDFC), which is an 1,856 km. long freight line extending from Ludhiana 
in Punjab to Dankuni in West Bengal. The construction of the EDFC has opened up several trade 
opportunities in the State and has benefitted industries, which rely on railways for transportation. 

Civil Aviation 

Development, promotion and regulation of Civil Aviation in the State comes under the preview of 
Department of Civil Aviation. Services provided by the Department include setting up of new air-
strips, aerodromes and airports, grant of financial aid to flying and gliding clubs, purchase, 
maintenance and disposal of State Government aircrafts, helicopters, etc. At present there are Six 
airports in the State located in S.A.S Nagar (joint venture), Amritsar, Bhatinda, Ludhiana, Pathankot 
and Patiala. Sri Guru Ram Das Jee Airport in Amritsar is an international airport which provides 
connectivity to major Indian cities like Ahmedabad, Bangalore, Coimbatore, Delhi, Hyderabad, 
Mumbai, Pune, Srinagar, etc. and foreign destinations like Kuala Lumpur, Birmingham, London, 
Dubai, Doha, Singapore, Tashkent, etc.

With a GVA of  Rs. 14,505.44 crores
26

, the contribution of ‘communication and services related 

to broadcasting’ to GSVA from services stood at 4.8% in 2023-24(A). The average share of this 
sub-sector to GSVA from services was 4.4% between 2012-13 and 2023-24(A) having grown at an 
average rate of 7.1% during the same period. 

The telecom sector in Punjab is relatively at a developed stage with a higher wireless tele-density and 
internet subscribers per 100 population as compared to national average as on June, 2023 (Figure 72). 
Tele-density, which denotes the number of telephone connections per 100 population is an indicator 
of telecom penetration in the State. Statistics by Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) show 
that wireless tele-density in Punjab is 108.46 as compared to 82.25 at the national level. Similarly, 
internet subscribers per 100 population of the State are 85.53 in comparison to the national average of 
64.43. The State fares better than the national average in terms of the above mentioned indicators in 
both rural and urban areas, however significant urban-rural differences exist in the State both for tele-
density and internet subscription.

4.6 Financial services 

Rising income necessitates the demand for financial services which include professional services 

like savings, payments, insurance, credit and management of money and assets. In Punjab, 
financial services accounted for a share of 9.9% in GSVA from services in 2023-24(A). With an 
average growth rate of 4.8% between 2012-13 and 2023-24(A), the GSVA from the sub-sector stood 
at Rs.29575.58 crores (at current prices) in 2023-24(A). 

Financial sector plays a vital role in the overall growth of an economy and financial institutions 

are an important constituent of this sector. The extent of availability and quality of financial 
services in a state depends on the infrastructure of financial institutions present in the state. A 
financial institution provides a wide variety of deposit, credit and investment products to both, 
individuals and businesses. Banks, insurance firms, brokerage firms are some of the major types of 
financial institutions with banks playing a pivotal role in mobilising public savings and ensuring easy 
availability of credit for investors and borrowers.

and 1 cooperative bank with a total of 7295 branches.

The average population served by a bank branch is 4546,27.  The distribution of these branches by 
region as well as by category has been provided in Figure 73. Further, public sector bank branches 
constitute 55.08% (4018 branches) of total branches with 1519 branches in rural areas and 1225 and 
1274 branches in semi urban and urban areas respectively. 
Punjab has one of the highest number of commercial bank branches among the select states 

(Figure 74). A strong banking network not only promotes financial inclusion, but also enables 
diversification of economic activities and productive investment as it facilitates mobilisation of public 
savings. 

Deposits and Credit by Banks 

Total deposits and Credits of Scheduled Commercial Banks in Punjab increased in 2023. 
Deposits and credit by banks is an indicator of flow of money in the economy. Moreover, total credit 
by banks indicate the credit needs for agriculture, industry, individual consumer, etc. Total deposits of 
scheduled commercial banks in Punjab increased by 9.83% in 2023 over 2022, however the total 
credit sanctioned increased by 9.19% in 2023 over the previous year with credit to agriculture, 
industry and individual consumers witnessing a rise. 

Credit-Deposit (CD) ratio, which is the proportion of loan sanctioned by banks from the 

deposits it receives has been near to the national benchmark. The national benchmark for CD ratio

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in India is maintained at 60. In Punjab, the CD ratio for 2022 and 2023 was maintained at 56.5 and 
56.2 respectively for Scheduled Commercial Banks. However, comparison of credit-deposit ratio 
during the period 2015-2023 with other high-income states reveals that credit-deposit ratio is 
substantially higher in other states such as Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh, Telengana, Maharashtra, 
Gujarat, Haryana, Rajasthan and Karnataka.

4.7 Various government initiatives 

Civil Aviation 

Development of Internaltional civil air terminal at Indian Air Force station, Halwara 

Ludhiana 

The Ministry of Civil Aviation, Government of India and Indian Air Force have given in-principle 
approval for the construction of International Civil and Cargo Terminal at Indian Air Force Station, 
Halwara. A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) has been signed between Government of Punjab 
and AAI on December 20, 2018 for developing it as a joint venture with AAI holding 51% equity and 
State Government 49%. A Joint Venture Company, named as Ludhiana International Airport Limited 
(LIAL), has been established and an agreement for the same has been signed with the Airports 
Authority of India (AAI). 

Regional Connectivity Scheme-UDAN 

The Department on behalf of Government of Punjab coordinates with the Ministry of Civil Aviation, 
Government of India to successfully implement the RCS-UDAN. 

The primary objectives of the Scheme are: 

� To facilitate/ enhance regional air connectivity by making it affordable through fiscal support. 

� Infrastructure development 

� To establish an interacted eco-system which will lead to significant growth of Civil Aviation 
Sector, promote tourism, increase employment, provide socio economic boost. 

� Therefore, lead to regional growth of the State.

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Government of Punjab provides 20% of Viability Gap Funding (VGF) for the RCS Flights and the 
80% is provided by GoI The Department has utilized the Scheme well to ensure connectivity to 
underserved areas and today has one of the highest density of airports in the country. 

Under this scheme Governnment of Punjab has developed various Civil Enclave :    

� Civil Enclave at Bhatinda- The Government of Punjab pursued the case of Airport at 
Bhatinda for increased connectivity to the underserved Malwa region. 

� Civil Enclave at Adampur, Jalandhar- Government of Punjab pursued the case of Airport at 
Adampur for increased connectivity to the Doaba region which has a lot of diaspora around 
the world. This would make it easier for Punjabis’ visiting from abroad to connect from 
Delhi. 

� Civil Enclave at Pathankot- The Government of Punjab pursued the case of Airport at 
Pathankot for increased connectivity to this region which is at a tri-junction of three States – 
J&K, HP and Punjab.  

� Punjab Chief Minister has approved the setting up of an aviation museum at the civil 
aerodome in Patiala. The proposed Punjab Aviation Museum will be establish at the civil 
aerodome, in Patiala and it must exhibit the history and artifacts of the aviation sector in the 
state.  

 



5.1 Urbanisation in Punjab         

 

 

5.1 Urbanisation in Punjab 

Overview 

Punjab is more urbanized than many parts of India therefore it shares the prosperity with a larger 
Populace than with a narrow set of population. 

Punjab is 5th urbanized State in India, next to Tamil Nadu, Maharashtra, Gujarat and Karnataka. 
Figure 75 demonstrates that as per census 2011, urban population is 37.48% of state population, 
which is much higher than the national average of 31.16 %. The urban population share has increased 
from 21.72 % in 1951 to 37.48 % in 2011. The decadal growth of urban population during the period 
2001-2011 is 25.91% against national average of 31.8 %, where as total population growth of the 
State during the decade was 13.9 % against national average of 17.7 %. Like the growth of urban 
population, the number of urban area/towns has also registered an upward trend. Number of towns has 
risen from 110 towns in 1951 to 217 towns in 2011 which is almost double. It is evident that the 
growth rate of urban population has been fairly high in Punjab.       

Urbanization goes hand-in-hand with economic progress.Urban areas are more suitable for high 
value sectors like services and industry,given the higher income and purchasing power of 
residents,availability of skill set and other infrastructural requirements.  
Punjab, traditionally known for its strong agricultural performance and dynamic rural economy, 
has undergone a transition towards becoming a service economy. This shift is indicative of broader 
trends in many developing nations where urbanization is often acccompanied by a shift from 
agrarian economies to service-oriented ones. 
The growth of urban areas in Punjab is attributed to the movement of people from lower-order 
towns to higher- order towns  and cities which has contributed to high urban density in the 
state.The growth of urban population according to classification of towns is another important 
aspect of study of urbanisation.There were 3 class I cities in 1951,which was increased to 17 in 
2011,which contributed 58% in the  urban population of the state. The share of class II towns 
increases from 2% in 1951 to 16% in 2011. Also due to migration,employment,education and 
medical facility,the share of class III,IV,V and VI towns has also seen upward trend in 
urbanisation.All the class I cities are located along the national highways and railways. Due to 
good connectivity, urban growth and development in cities like Amritsar, Jalandhar, Ludhiana, 
Patiala and S.A.S Nagar have attracted more investors across different sectors.This influx of 
investment has contributed to the rapid growth of urban development in these areas. Planning and 
regional development initiatives, as exemplified by Greater Mohali Area Development Authority 
(GMADA), play a crucial role in steering the trajectory of urbanization in a more organized and 
sustainable manner. 

.
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 It is to be noted that the rise in urban population, is driven by rural-urban migration. Firstly, 
due to the increased income of farming households they moved towards the urban localities for better 
facilities and opportunities. Secondly a large number of people moved due to the push factor as the 
mechanisation of agriculture reduced the requirement of labour for agriculture. Thirdly the 
development of the industrial corridor along the Ludhiana, Jalandhar, Amritsar and SAS Nagar 
highways led to the movement of population from the surrounding areas to the towns.  

Distribution of Urban Population 

For the healthy growth it is neccesary that the process of growth should be balanced. The same is true 
for modernisation and urbanisation. Table 26 presents the top five districts of Punjab in 2011 with the 
highest share in state’s urban population. It is evident that more than half of Punjab’s urban 
population resides in the districts of Ludhiana, Amritsar, Jalandhar and Patiala. Apart from better 
amenities and employment opportunities provided by these urban centres, the development of the 
Amritsar-Kolkata industrial corridor along Amritsar, Ludhiana and Jalandhar is one of the compelling 
reasons for people to migrate to these cities. In order to cater to the needs of the growing urban 
population, Ludhiana, Amritsar , Jalandhar and Sultanpur Lodhi have been awarded the status of 
Smart Cities which would enhance infrastructure facilities in these cities.

Non-uniform distribution of urban 

population is likely to strain existing 

infrastructure facilities in urban centres. 
The urban population in various categories of towns of Punjab has been presented in Table 27. It 
highlights that Class I towns hold the majority (58%) of urban population. Thus, the rising 
urbanisation in the State follows a non-uniform trend which is likely to continue and thereby demand 
for continuous upgradation and augmentation of existing facilities like housing, water supply, power, 
sewerage, solid waste management, etc. At the same time, it is to be acknowledged that Government 
of Punjab is upgrading the facilities in rural clusters in terms of providing all urban amenities as well 
as enhancing the facilities that are available in smaller towns.

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Slum Habitations 

The unplanned migration from rural areas leads to the growth of slums and unemployment in urban 
localities. These slum areas are existing on the peripheries of big cities which lead to the problem of 
over crowding and urban poverty.  

As highlighted in the previous section, rural people migrate to urban areas in search of both formal 
and informal employment opportunities. Informal job opportunities include domestic help, 
construction site work, etc. However, due to a combination of factors like sub-standard wages and 
lack of affordable housing facilities, migrants resort to informal settlements and live in unhygienic 
and often polluted areas, which lack basic amenities like clean drinking water and sanitation. As more 
people join, a whole community of informal settlers emerges, thereby giving rise to slum habitations. 

In tandem with national scenario, Punjab too faces the problem of slum habitation. With 1.4 million 
people living in slum areas, the percentage of slum dwellers is 5.3% of Punjab’s total population, very 
similar to 5.4% at the national level (Figure 77). 

 Quality of life in urban areas 

Quality of urban life is influenced by the standards of infrastructure and services provided by the 
government. Urban infrastructure has two dimensions: physical and social. The major components of 
physical infrastructure include housing conditions, water supply system, sewerage network, storm 
water drainage network, solid waste recovery and treatment, roads and streetlights. The components 
of social infrastructure are healthcare, education, parks & open spaces, public conveniences, 
community centres, etc.

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Housing conditions 
Around 57% of houses in urban 

Punjab are in ‘Good’ condition as 

compared with 68% at all-India 

level. Census of India classifies 
houses into three categories based on 
their conditions: Good, Livable and 
Dilapidated. Figure 78 shows that 
more than half of urban households 
have been classified under ‘Good’ 
condition with another 37% 
classified under ‘Livable’ condition. 
Further, 5% of the urban households 
are in ‘Dilapidated’ conditions 
without proper physical infrastructure and hence require immediate attention. 

With an objective of ensuring housing for all in urban areas, Government of Punjab signed the MoU 
for Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana -Urban (PMAY-U)28. As on 18 December, 2023, 132235 houses 
have been sanctioned under   PMAY-U in the State, 78273 have been completed. Further, investments 
worth Rs. 9132.38 crores have been made in PMAY-U projects within the State. 

Water supply and sewerage 

In Punjab there are 166 towns and cities. Punjab is 5th major urbanised state, 37% of the State 
Population live in urban areas.PWSSB has completed 22 no. of tubewells, 6 no. of OHSR, 208 km of 
Water Supply Distribution line, 458 km of Sewage line, 8 no. of  Sewerage Treatment Plants, 323.5 
no. of MLD from 1.4.2022 to 31.7.2023.Approximately 40 percent of the State population live in 
urban areas and at present nearly 90% population have access to potable drinking water supply, 81% 
population have access to sewrage system and 69% have coverage for treatment of domestic waste 
generation.  

� Urban Mission Project amounting to Rs. 1540.90 crores loan from HUDCO has been availed in 
January,2018 to provide water supply,Sewrage and STP services in 133 towns of Punjab.Expenditure 
to the tune of Rs. 1186.81 crores has been incurred till 31.10.2023.Work is likely to be completed by 
31.3.2024. Funds amounting to Rs. 25.26 crores has been incurred during year 1.4.2023 to 
31.10.2023. 

� The Govt. of India launched Atal Mission for Rejuvenation & Urban Transformation (AMRUT 
1.0) and has approved schemes for 16 cities of Punjab.Out of 16 towns,10 towns completely looked 
after by PWSSB and 3 towns partially looked after by PWSSB and remaining 3 towns namely SAS 
Nagar,Muktsar and Amritsar are under the preview of MC (A)/DWSS. Expenditure to the tune of Rs. 
1641.00 crores has been incurred on water supply  sewerage & STP by PWSSB till 31.10.2023 and 
work is likely to be completed by 31.3.2024.Funds amounting to Rs. 111.89 crores has been incurred

    Major component of 225 MLD STP at Jamalpur comissioned and inaugurated by Hon'ble CM in 
February,2023. 

� Under Municipal Development Head,funds amounting  to Rs. 132.63 crore (From April 1 to till 
date) were released by Government of Punjab against which expenditure Rs. 24.64 crore has been 
incurred during the year 1.4.2023. to 31.10.2023. 

Apart from above, achievements made by PWSSB for improving services are as below. 

� Low cost sewer maintenance machines i.e. Moto Mouse Jetter and Moto Mouse Graber,have 
been developed.Patents have been filed for these two machines. 

� Successful implementation of water quality survelliance in all the towns of PWSSB by deputing 
independent teams for water testing. 

� Implementation of 7 no.of centralized Sodium hypochlorite facilities at various locations. 

� Successful installation of level sensors on various MPSs. 

� Mechanized Preventive maintaince of sewer cleaning by 42 Grab bucket machines deputed in 
different towns. 

� Setup of control room for continuous monitioring of STPs with the help of Cameras installed on 
each STP. 

Sanitation 

� Healthy, safe & supportive environment and surroundings are imperative for ensuring physical & 
mental health of individuals & communities. Govt. of Punjab Notified the Mission Tandrust, Punjab 
vide Notification Dated 30.05.2018 to make Punjab the healthiest State with healthy people by taking 
care of its air & water quality, scientific waste management, safe food as well by ensuring a good 
living environment.To further strengthen and sustain the activities mission, the State Cabinet in its 
meeting held on 30.12.2020 approved the revamping of Mission through creation of an institutional 
mechanism.  The overarching objective of revamped Mission is to provide good living environment 
as well as inculcate healthy & nature friendly way of living among citizens of state. Punjab is 1st 
State of India to undertake this one of its kind unique Public Health and Environment initiative to 
create conditions for healthy living and achieving human excellence in a holistic & sustainable 
manner.  

� The activities of revamped Mission are be carried out through 10 Sub-Missions, which are being 
spearheaded by the Lead Departments by adopted whole of Government approach i.e. Health & 
Family Welfare (Safe Food & Preventive Health), Forests (Green Punjab), Sports (Khedo Punjab), 
Transport (Road Safety), Agriculture (Healthy Soil), Women & Child Development (Nutrition) and 
Environment (Clean Air, Clean Water, Waste Management). The progress revamped Mission is 
being reviewed through Three (3) Tier Monitoring Mechanism. The activities of Mission are being 
coordinated by Directorate of Environment & Climate Change under the Grant-in Aid provided by 
State Government.  
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� Key Initiatives undertaken during F.Y 2023-24: 

� Formulation of Annual Action Plan of Mission Tandrust Punjab for the F.Y. 2023-24 

� Financial support provided to various Departments/Agencies for undertaking special R&D and 
Pilot Projects on high priority areas in subject domain of Environment & Human Health as per state 
needs under Mission Tandrust Punjab. As approved by Steering Committee, Rs. 138 Lacs sanctioned 
to Implementing Agencies for 6 special activity projects. Further, 16 new projects with total budget 
outlay of Rs. 1132 Lacs has been prioritized for consideration of funding under the Mission.  

� Shaheed Bhagat Singh Punjab State Annual Environment Awards were instituted in June, 2022 
for recognizing and rewarding outstanding contributions towards environment protection and 
conservation in 4 categories (Village Panchayat, Industry, Institution/ Organization & NGOs). The 
2023 Edition of the Awards conferred by Hon’ble CM on the occasion of the World Environment 
Day, 2023 (5th June).  

� Financial assistance of Rs. 50,000/- per school provided to 23 Govt. Schools selected by 
Education Department (1 school per District) for undertaking IEC activities for creating awareness 
on various issues related to environment and human health. Total 594 IEC activities conducted by 
selected schools till December, 2023. Based on the success of initiative, the number of schools would 
be increased from existing 23 to 46 schools (2 schools per Block) in F.Y 2024-25.  

� A Documentary Film titled “ਇੱਕ ਨਵF ਆਸ – ਤੰਦਰੁਸਤੀ ਵਲ ਮੁੜਦਾ ਪੰਜਾਬ” has been developed to 

highlight the major environment & public health challenges and vision of the Government to address 
the same.   

 

Electricity 

Electricity plays a vital role in the development of overall economy of a state.Power is the most vital 
necessity for an agraian state like Punjab referred to as "Food Bowl of India".Punjab has to ensure 
24*7 Power to more than one crore consumers. State has a peculiar load profile such that maximum 
demand is for only 3 to 4 months during Paddy season and for the remaining period it is less than 
half.Achievements of Power department are summarized as below: 

� 600 units (300 units per month) electricity has been provided free of charge to all domestic 
consumers for electricity consumption.About 90% of domestic consumers have received zero 
bills.Along with this,a subsidy of Rs. 3 per unit has been continued for domestic consumers upto 7 
kW. 

� Punjab Government has waived outstanding dues of Rs.1,298 crores of all domestic consumers till 
31.12.2021. 

� The State shall provide power to Industrial units at variable tariff of Rs. 5.50 per kVAH for five 
years with an annual increase of 3% and there shall be no increase in the existing fixed electricity 
tariff. 

� No fixed charges are leviable from Small Power Industrial consumers till the Industrial and 
Business Development Policy 2022 is applicable. 
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� A total subsidy of Rs. 20,200 crore has been given in the State for the financial year 2022-23 and 
during the financial year 2023-24,a subsidy of Rs. 14069.37 crores has been released to PSPCL. 

� One time Earlier Settlement(OTS) scheme has been introduced for defaulting consumers to settle 
their dues.This scheme was earlier applicable for 6 months till 24.11.2023,which has now been 
extended upto 26.12.2003. 

�  PSPCL has successfully overcome the challenges of Pachwara Central Coal Mine,which was 
closed for the last 7 years and started supplying coal to PSPCL Thermal Power Stations in 
December 2022.So far more than 26 lakh metric tons of coal has been supplied to PSPCL thermal 
power stations. 

� With reduction in T&D losses from 15.67%(in 2019-20)to 14.61%(in 2023)and projected to be 
14.11% for FY 2023-24,Punjab is having one of the lowest T&D losses in the country. Massive 
invesment has been made in the transmission and distribution system. 
Upto 10/2023, 5 no. of new 66 KV Sub-Stations of 88.50 MVA capacity comissioned,17 no. of 
tranformers of 66 KV sub-Station of capacity 149.50 MVA have been augmented/added,7 no. of 
T/Fs of 220Kv have been augmented/installed recently and 2222 MVA capacity at 400/220/132 kV  
Substations added,190 Ckt. Kms of 400/220/132 kV Transmission lines added,85.7 Ckt. KM of 
66/33 KV trnsmission lines added/replaced. 

� To mitigate the impact of climate change,we need to reduce our reliance on fossil fuels and invest in 
alternative sources of energy that are clean,accessible,affordable,sustainable and reliable.In view  of 
the same Punjab Government has executed following PPAs for Solar energy recently with different 
developers. 

� 800 MWsolar/hybrid power project at 2.63/KWH to Rs. 2.76/KWH was fully commissioned by 
December,2022 and power has started flowing in the PSPCL system.Further additional solar power 
of 400 MW is scheduled to be commissioned by March,2024. 

� 904 MW Solar Power at a tariff of Rs. 2.45/KWH to Rs. 2.748/Kwh. 

� 1000 MW Solar Power from Projects located anywhere in India at a tariff of Rs. 2.53/kWh. 

� 200 MW Solar Power from Projects located anywhere in Punjab at a tariff of Rs. 2.75/kWh. 

  Transmission capacity has been increased at 400 KV Substations Rajpura,Nakodar,Moga(PGCIL) & 
Ludhiana(PGCIL) and reconducting of 220 KV DC line from 400 kV Jalandhar to Kartarpur and 400 
kV Rajpura to Mandi Gobindgarh with double capacity conductor has also been completed.The 
ATC/TTC limits of State for drawl of ISTS Power have consequently been enhanced from 7400/8000 
to 9000/9500 MW  enabling the State to meet the Power demand of 15,293 MW in the Paddy 
season(2023)against the previous year Paddy season(2022)maximum demand of 14,311 MW. 
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A scenario of category-wise consumption of electricity in urban areas of Punjab has been presented in 
Figure 79. It brings out that consumption in urban centres is primarily driven by industrial and 
commercial use. 

Environment 

Punjab Infrastructure Development Board(PIDB) was established as per "The Punjab Infrastructure 
(Development & Regulation) Act 2022" to act as a Nodal Agency to coordinate all efforts of the State 
Government regarding the development of the Infrastructure Sectors involving Public Private 
Participation.Hon'ble Chief Minister Punjab cum-Chairman PIDB has approved the funding of New 
projects of Rs. 1092.00 crore to be funded by PIDB during the year 2023-24.The Projects of Rs. 
1092.00 crore relates to the Department of Water Resources,Department of Health & Family 
Welfare,Department of Water Supply and Sanitation,Department of Local Government and 
Department of Public Works (B&R).Further Hon'ble Chief Minister Punjab cum-Chairman PIDB has 
also approved funding of various Urban Development Works of Local Government in the city of 
Amritsar amounting to Rs. 100 crore to be funded out of the savings under UEIP-Phase 1,2,3 Urban 
Development works and additional allocation works. 
 

Tourism 

The vision of the Government is to make tourism sustainable, responsive and thus establishing Punjab 
as a world level destination by presenting the tourist distinct, unique and memorable expereince. The 
mission of the Government is to increase the tourist number by developing new infrastructure along 
with improving the existing one. During 2023-24(January to September 2023), the number of 
domestic tourists who visited Punjab was 153,87,109 whereas it was 4,77,691 for foreign tourists.  
From the year 2023-24 till now the following Projects/activities were undertaken by the department:-

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� Punjab Tourism Summit and Travel Mart 2023 which was a 3-day event organized by  Department 
of Tourism and Cultural Affairs Punjab from 11th to 13th September at Amity University Mohali, 
Punjab to boosting tourism, highlighting the untapped tourism potential of Punjab and bringing 
together policy makers,investors,industry experts and medium enterprises under one roof with a 
focus on Promoting inflows and businesses.  

�  Taking an important step to boost the tourism sector in the state, the Punjab Government unveiled 
the Punjab Adventure Tourism Policy 2023 and the Punjab Water Tourism Policy 2023 during the 
Second day of the first Punjab Tourism Summit and Travel Mart 2023.  

� To promote the tourism circuit in the state of Punjab, a project was sanctioned by the Government 
of India for the development of infrastructure under the Swadesh Darshan Scheme. To promote 
tourism in the state of Punjab projects worth Rs. 91.55 crore have been sanctioned under Heritage 
Circuit theme of Swadesh Darshan 1.0 scheme. So far Rs. 81.05 crore rupees have been released 
by the Government of India . 

� Ministry of Tourism, Government of India has selected Shri Chamkaur Sahib in Punjab under 
Parshad Scheme. The total cost of the Project is Rs. 3156.87 lakhs. About Rs. 17.58 crore rupees 
have been released by the Government of India so far.  

  

5.2 Urban infrastructure and its financing 

Trend in expenditure on urban development 

Public expenditure plays a crucial role in the creation of urban infrastructure and the provision of 
various municipal services to the rapidly increasing urban population.The analysis brings out that total 
expenditure on urban development for Punjab increased from Rs. 1996.9 crores in 2021-22 to Rs. 
2923.5 crores in 2022-23 (RE) which is estimated to be at Rs. 5012.8 crores in 2023-24 (BE). Thus, 
given the developmental mandate for urban areas, the State may look towards further increasing the 
expenditure allocation on urban development. Other avenues of raising funds to finance infrastructure, 
projects like municipal bonds, pool financing, public private partnership may also be ventured into 
along with the collaboration of Urban Local Bodies. 

 

SMART Cities 

The Smart City Mission (SCM) was launched by Government of India in 2015 in order to promote 
sustainable and inclusive growth of cities that provide core infrastructure and a decent quality of life 
to its citizens. The objective of the mission is to develop 100 state of the art city models that could be 
replicated by other cities, thereby catalysing the development of similar smart cities in various parts of 
the country.From the state of Punjab, four cities – Ludhiana, Amritsar, Jalandhar and Sultanpur Lodhi 
have been given the status of smart cities under Smart City Mission. While Ludhiana was awarded the 
status in the first round itself, Amritsar , Jalandhar and Sultanpur Lodhi  made it to the list in the 
second round.  
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The Status of Smart Cities Mission detail of projects undertaken has been presented in Table 28. 
Ludhiana,Amritsar, jalandhar and Sultanpur Lodhi are being developed as Smart Cities under the 
Smart Cities mission.Out of total corpus of Rs. 3039.89 crores works amounting to 522.36 crores 
have been completed and 2019.18 crores awarded and works amounting to 498.35 crores are under 
various stages of tendering and approval in all the Smart Cities.All the three cities –  

Ludhiana, Amritsar and Jalandhar have unique selling propositions which makes them the primary 
urban centres in the State. They are equipped with resilient infrastructure leading to all round 
enhancement of quality of life. Amritsar acts as the centre of Sikh history and is laden with a rich 
cultural heritage with high level of religious tourism activity. While Jalandhar is known for its sports 
and surgical goods industry, Ludhiana is the largest manufacturer of bicycles and aims to capitalise 
on its manufacturing base for a sustainable growth.  
The Smart Cities Mission is coming to an end on 30th June,2024. 

 

5.3 Urban local government 

Urban finances 

Urbanisation and its development and the quality of life prevalent there is thus dependent on the 
financial health of local governments. As on December 2023, there are 166 ULBs in Punjab 
consisting of 13 Municipal Corporations, 153 Municipal Councils and Nagar Panchayats governed by 
The Punjab Municipal Act, 1911 and Punjab Municipal Corporation Act, 1976.

Table 29  highlights that Tax revenue; Non tax revenue and grants are the main source of income of 
ULBs. The total income of ULBs has decreased from Rs.3535 crores in 2016-17 to Rs. 3420 crores in 
2022-23. Further total expenditure has increased from Rs. 2939 crore in 2016-17 to Rs. 3363 crores in 
2022-23. 

 

 



Human development is about making improvements in different areas of our lives to enhance our 

overall capabilities and well-being. It measures real progress by considering things like how well 

our economy is doing, the quality of education available, access to healthcare, the development of 

society and the environment, and the ability to lead a long and healthy life with a decent standard of 

living. 

 

Education is an important yard stick for human development. On the educational front, Hon’ble 

Chief Minister,Punjab announced that to take the education system to the next level teachers will be 

sent abroad for education training so far Punjab has sent 6 batches of 198 principals/education 

officers for a five day Leadership Development Programme to Singapore from February 5,2023 to 

30 September,2023.Punjab has launched the project "Chanan Rishma Project (Gender Sensitisation 

Program) ”under which an effort has been made to improve the behaviour of men towards women 

in the society and to change their mentality."School of Eminence” programme aims to revolutionise 

education in Government schools throughout the State, for the holistic development of children and 

for preparing them to be responsible 21st-century citizens.  

 

Over 98% of the schools in Punjab are equipped with basic necessities like building, boundary wall, 

drinking water, electricity and playground.. State has seen a good performance of students in Grade 

8, Grade 10 and Grade 12 board examinations in the year 2022-23 as the pass percentages of all 

the subjects fall in the 99th percentile. 

 

Government of Punjab has rolled out 664 Aam Aadmi Clinics (AACs) in the State in a phased 

manner. Total 80 types of  drugs are being provided at AACs. The Medicines have been provided 

free of cost to the patients through these clinics. 

 

Chapter 6 Human Development 

6.1 Introduction 
In recent years understanding the progress of an economy has shifted from merely growth 
indicators based approach to the ultimate outcome of development. It is an approach to 
understand the quality of life individuals lead and gauge the true extent of progress. Thus, human 
development is the better indicator to know the economy’s real progress and well-being. As per 
United Nations Development Programme, dimensions of human development primarily focus on 
enhancing human abilities and creating opportunities for human development such as long and 
healthy life, knowledge, decent standard of living, participation in political and community life, 
environmental stability, human security and rights and gender equality. The progress of various 
dimensions of human development is reviewed in this chapter. 
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6.2 Healthcare and nutrition 
Healthcare is one of the most important factors that directly impact the quality of life and 

human development status of any economy. SDG 3.0 aims at ensuring healthy lives and promotes 
well-being for all at all ages. Punjab government has been a front runner with regards to the State’s 
performance on health indicators. 
This aspect of the index measures various child and mother healthcare indicators, and availability of 
health infrastructure. 

Punjab’s performance on key health outcomes 

Aam Aadmi clinics (AACs) 

� Government of Punjab has rolled out 664 Aam Aadmi Clinics (AACs) in the State in a phased 
manner. Out of these 664 AACs, 236 AACs are located in the urban areas while 428 are located 
in the rural areas of the State.  

� Footfall at AACs:-Aam Aadmi Clinics have garnered enormous response across the state with 
cumulative patient’s footfall of 93,75,596 till 08.01.24. 

� Free Drugs:-Total 80 types of  drugs are being provided at AACs. The Medicines of worth Rs 
40.50 crore have been provided free of cost to the patients through these clinics. 

� Free Diagnostics:-Total 38 diagnostic tests are available for the patients free of cost. Total 
19,12,878 people have availed the diagnostic facilities till date. 

� AACs in Phase V & VI:-The work of 125 more AACs is in progress and will be inaugurated 
soon.

Life Expectancy 

Life expectancy is most important yardstick to 
judge the quality and well-being of the people. 
Life expectancy at birth in Punjab has been the 
highest amongst all states in India. Life 
expectancy, at birth, in Punjab improved over 2 
years between 2010-14 and 2016-20 from 69.7 to 
70.8 years(for Males), as presented in Figure 80. 
It is also evident that Punjab has much higher life 
expectancy than at the national level. In line with 
the national trends, female life expectancy (74.5 
years) is higher than male life expectancy (70.8 
years) for the period 2016-20. The State has 
consistently performed better than the national 
level on life expectancy indicators, given the 
relatively higher per-capita income in the state allowing people to be able to provide for their 
healthcare needs.

Punjab continues to have a significantly lower 
Infant Mortality Rate (IMR) and Under 5 Mortality 
Rate (U5MR), in comparison to the national 
averages. Punjab’s strong performance in life 
expectancy is in tandem with the State’s 
performance on child well-being indicators. As 
per NFHS 2019-21, the IMR and U5MR in Punjab 
stood at 28.0 and 32.7 per thousand live births 
respectively in comparison to 35.2 and 41.9 
respectively at the national level, as presented in 
Figure 81.  
Better performing states like Kerala, Tamil Nadu 
and Maharashtra (presented in Table 30) indicate 
scope for the State to improve on these indicators.

Punjab has made significant progress in ensuring immunization of children in the State which 
is essential for ensuring a healthy life for children and bringing down child mortality rates. The 
proportion of children aged 12 to 23 months which did not receive any vaccination is 3.7% in 2019-

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The full immunization coverage in the 
State has also witnessed a significant 
improvement. The proportion of children 
(aged 12 to 23 months) which received all 
basic vaccinations (BCG, DPT, Hepatitis B 
and Polio) stood at 76% in 2019-21. Again, 
the state performance continues to be at par 
with national average. In fact, Punjab has 
4th highest proportion of children with 
full basic vaccination coverage, amongst 
states. In Punjab not only more children 
are vaccinated, but they are vaccinated at 
the right time. 71% of the children received 
vaccination at appropriate ages in Punjab, 
against 56.0% at the national level (Figure 
83). 

 

 

 
Maternal Healthcare 

It is observed that Punjab needs to improve on maternal healthcare indicators. The performance of 
Punjab on a variety of maternal healthcare indicators is weak as compared with the national average. 
Maternal Mortality Rate (MMR) is the primary indicator of health care facilities in any economy.  

The latest estimates for MMR, available for the period 2018-20, indicates that MMR in Punjab stands 
at 105 per lac live births, more than with the national average (Figure 84). MMR in Kerala (between 
2018-20) stood at 19 per lac live births, the lowest across the country. This highlights that Punjab has 
scope to improve on the maternal health front.

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Punjab’s performance on providing ante-
natal care to expecting mothers fares much 
better than the national average. Estimates 
for 2019-21 NFHS highlight that 34.4% of all 
expecting mothers received all forms of 
recommended ante-natal care, against 31.2% 
of expecting mothers at the national level 
(Table 31). The Pradhan Mantri Surikshit 
Matrritva Abhiyan (PMSMA) is being 
implemented in the state to provide at least 
one antenatal checkup to all expectant mothers 
in the 2nd or 3rd trimester. PMSMA has helped 

various beneficiaries access such services which were earlier inaccessible. The state has also shown 
great improvement in the proportion of expecting mothers which are receiving two or more tetanus 
injections i.e  83.5% in 2019-21.

Professional assistance during deliveries is an important factor which plays a significant role in 
ensuring quality maternal health. During the five years preceding the NFHS-5 (2019-21) 
survey, 94.3% deliveries in Punjab were in a health facility and 95.6% were assisted by a 
skilled health personnel (Table 31). This is significantly higher than the national average. However, 
again states like Kerala and Tamil Nadu with almost 100% of expecting mothers undergoing 
institutional deliveries shows that Punjab has some gap to cover before achieving better maternal 
healthcare indicators. The focus should be on creating awareness in the State about the benefits of 
ante-natal care and professional assistance during delivery, to ensure that more expecting mothers

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access these facilities. Estimates from NFHS 2019-21 highlight that 89.6% of deliveries in Punjab 
were followed up by post-natal checkups for the new mother (Table 31). 

Health Infrastructure 
Punjab has made significant progress in providing its residents with better health facilities. In 
terms of physical infrastructure, population served per medical institution decreased to6811 in 2023 
against 8120 in 2022. Similarly, population served per bed decline to1561 in 2023, against 1591 in 
2022. On an average, a medical institute serves a radius of 2.68 kms. However, there exists disparity 
between districts. While SBS Nagar serves 3977 individuals per institute, the same is 10101 (more 
than two times) in SAS Nagar. Similarly, 829 individuals are served per bed in Faridkot and on the 
other extreme 2930 (almost four times) in Ludhiana.  

In sync with physical infrastructure, the population served per doctor has also improved over 
the years. In 2023, each doctor served 529 individuals, improving from 943 individuals per doctor in 
2022. Contrary to it in 2023, a nurse was serving 323 individuals against 364 in 2022. The district 
wise disparity is observed in terms of human health infrastructure as well. While one doctor in Tarn 
Taran caters to over 7700 individuals, the same is less than 500 in Faridkot. On the same lines, one 
nurse serves over 4200 individuals in Pathankot, against 557 in Patiala. 

Nutritional Status 

Child Nutrition 

Poor nutritional status not only affects the physical development, but also the mental development of 
children. SDG 1.0 and 2.0 aim at making the world poverty and hunger free to ensure that children 
across the globe are free from the curse of malnutrition. 

Punjab’s performance on the three anthropometric indices (stunted, wasted and underweight, 
for children below the age of 5 years) is amongst the best across all states and significantly 
higher than national average. 

 

  

 

Figure 85 highlights the proportion of children under 5 years of age who are stunted, wasted and 
underweight in Punjab vis-à-vis select states and national average. It is evident that children in

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Punjab are better nourished than children from other states. Within the years between 2015-16 and 
2019-21, the State has made great improvement in bringing children out of concerns of malnutrition, 
especially wasted. However, in sync with the national trends, proportion of underweight children has 
witnessed a rise. This requires focused action on health initiatives that look at all round physical 
development of children in Punjab.  

Punjab has also been successful in bringing down the incidence of anemia amongst children. In 
2019-21, the percentage of children age 6-59 months classified as having anemia is 71.1% which is 
above the national average of 67.1% (Table 32).

Performance of Punjab in breast feeding, is below the national trends. Among children born in 
the past two years, 92% were ever breast-fed, against 95.9% at national level. The median duration 
of breastfeeding among last-born children born in the last three years is lower than national averages 
(Table 32).   
 
Water Supply and Sanitation 
 SDG 6.0: Clean Water and Sanitation, which aims to ensure availability and sustainable 
management of water and sanitation for all. Clean water supply and appropriate sanitation facilities 
are imperative to ensure good health. The close relation of this goal with a variety of goals like Good 
Health and Well-Being (Goal 3) and Quality Education (Goal 4) makes the fulfillment of this goal 
imperative for fulfillment of other goals. 

The State  has been successful in providing quality access to improved drinking water source. 
Almost all households (98.8%) in Punjab have access to improved sources of drinking, as 
estimated by NFHS 2019-21, (Figure 86). In comparison, at all-India level only 95.9% households 
have access to improved sources of drinking water. Disaggregation by main source of drinking water 
highlights that 66.8% households have piped water into the dwelling as main source of drinking 
water. It is evident that Punjab has made significant progress in access to clean water supply to all its 
households. 
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Punjab is again amongst the front runner on the aspect of sanitation.85.4% households in 
Punjab have a toilet, while only 69.3% of households at all India level do, as presented in Figure 
86. Punjab is the fourth state to be declared open defecation free (in both rural and urban areas) 

 

  

However, as mentioned above not all households have a toilet. In near future Punjab is expected to 
cover all households with toilet facilities and compete with states like Kerala where 98.5 % 
households have toilets. 

Various Government initiatives in health sector. 

Integrated Disease Surveillance Programme             
 Launched in Punjab on 12th June 2007, Integrated Disease Surveillance Programme (IDSP) with 
objective for early reporting of communicable diseases, their outbreak identification and effective 
timely response. The State has network of State Surveillance Unit and District Surveillance Units in 
all 23 districts with identified 3046 sub centers (S-Form), 941 units in medical institutions (P-Form) 
and 767 laboratories (L-Form) as reporting units for disease surveillance. State Referral lab network 
has been established in GMC Amritsar, Faridkot and Patiala to provide access to diagnostic facilities 
for epidemic prone diseases during outbreaks.  All the 22 District Microbiology Labs have been 
established to provide facility for disease identification at district level. All these labs are performing 
culture sensitivity and serology tests free of cost. Culture sensitivity and serology tests free of cost. 

 Maternal and Child Health 
Pradhan Mantri Surakshit Matritva Abhiyaan(PMSMA): 
The program aims to provide assured, comprehensive and quality antenatal care, free of cost, 
universally to all pregnant women on the 9th of every month. PMSMA guarantees a minimum package 
of antenatal care services to women in their 2nd/3rd trimester of pregnancy at designated government 
health facilities. 
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In year 2021 Extended Pradhan Mantri Surakshit Matritva Abhiyaan (E-PMSMA) is implemented in 
the State to increase ANC coverage and track all the high-risk pregnancies till their delivery to reduce 
maternal morbidity & mortality. 

Under E-PMSMA if a pregnant women identified as High Risk Pregnancy followings services 
are provide to her : 

M Ensuring 3 additional Anti Natal Care(ANC) visits for all High Risk Pregnancy(HRP) by 
Doctor/Obstetrician. 

Case-based incentives to ASHA Worker 

M Rs.100/- per HRP for mobilization of HRPS: for a maximum of three follow up ANC visits to 
PMSMA clinics/ nearest facility for check up by a doctor/Obstetrician 

M Rs.500/- per HRP on achieving a healthy outcome for both mother and baby 45th day post 
delivery after due verification by Doctors . 

Case-based incentive to HRP 

M Rs. 100/- per visit to  meet transportation on costs of three PMSMA for attending maximum 
sessions/nearest facility for follow up ANC checkups by a Doctor/Obstetrician. 

 

Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakaram (RBSK) 

This programme is an initiative aiming at early identification & early intervention for children from 
birth to 18 years to cover 4 D i.e Defect at birth, Deficiencies, Diseases and Development Delays 
including disability for selected 31 diseases. Children of Anganwadi Centres (6 weeks to 6 years) are 
examined twice a year by Dedicated Mobile Health Teams. Students of Govt. & Govt. aided schools 
(6 years to 18 years) are also examined once a year by these teams.  

• During the year 2022-23, a total number of 1,23,020 suspected cases were referred for early 
identification by the Mobile Health Teams and 40,716 children have availed treatment under this 
programme. 
• 449 children suffering from Congenital Heart Disease and Rheumatic Heart Disease have undergone 
surgery at PGI, Chandigarh and other empanelled hospitals during the year 2022-23.  
• During the year 2023-24 (Up to September, 2023) a total number of 41,528 suspected cases were 
referred for early identification by the Mobile Health Teams and 17,289 children are availing 
treatment under this programme.

Nutrition (Supplementary Nutrition Programme) (50:50) 

Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS) Scheme is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme which is 
being implemented to provide healthy diet to the needy children. I.C.D.S. Scheme has been 
universalized in the State and is being implemented in 155 ICDS blocks. 146 rural blocks and 9 
ICDS blocks in urban slum areas of  Amritsar (3), Jalandhar-(1) Ludhiana -(4) and Patiala-(1). Under 
this scheme well knitted network of 27314 Anganwadi Centres is operational in the State. 

The following six services are given to the children in the age group 6 months to 6 years and women 
in the age group 15 to 45 years at Anganwadi level:- 

1. Supplementary Nutrition; 
2. Immunization; 
3. Health Check-up; 
4. Nutrition and Health Education; 
5. Referral Services and  
6. Pre-School Education.

For the year 2023-24, the outlay is 18000.00 Lacs out of which a sum of Rs 14379.00 Lacs has been 
spent upto 10.12.2023 to cover 1235000 beneficiaries. 

Scheme for Adolescent Girls (SAG) (Earlier name: Rajiv Gandhi Scheme for Empowerment 
of Adolescent Girls) 

This is the centrally sponsored scheme. It is being implemented by Ministry of Women & Child 
Development in 6 districts namely Faridkot, Gurdaspur, Hoshiarpur, Jalandhar, Mansa and Patiala of 
Punjab State. This scheme has been reformulated by merging Kishori Shakti Yojana and Nutrition 
Programme for Adolescent Girls (NPAG).This scheme is being implemented in 200 districts of the 
country as a pilot project. For the year 2022-23 an outlay of Rs. 168.71 lacs was earmarked under 
this scheme out of which Rs. 117.55 lacs were spent.

Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana (PMMVY) (60:40) 

This scheme is also a centrally sponsored and is being implemented in two districts, Amritsar and 
Kapurthala as a pilot project as Indira Gandhi Matrtava Sehyog Yojana. Now, known as Pradhan 
Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana (PMMVY) which has been implemented by the Govt. of India in all 
districts of Punjab State from 2018. The main objective of the scheme is to uplift the nutritional and 
health status of pregnant ladies and nursing mothers and infants. Under this scheme, the women of 
20 years of age and above at the birth of first live child, will receive Rs. 5000/- in three installments, 
(Rs. 1000+2000+2000)  subject to the fulfillment of specific conditions under the scheme  For the 
year 2023-24, the outlay is Rs. 4351.58 lacs against which a sum of Rs. 607.19 lacs has been spent 
upto 10.12.2023. 

POSHAN Abhiyaan (National Nutrition Mission) (NNM)  

In order to address the malnutrition, Govt. of India has approved setting-up of National Nutrition 
Mission (NNM) and to roll it out in a phased manner with an aim to achieve improvement in 
nutritional status of children from 0-6 years, Pregnant Women and Lactating Mothers. The targets for 
next three years is given as under:

Punjab State AIDS Control Society 
Blood Transfusion Services 

Access to safe blood is mandated by law and is the primary responsibility of National AIDS Control 
Organization (NACO). The specific objective of the blood transfusion services (BTS) is to have 
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access to safe and quality blood and blood components through network of 173 Blood Banks 
(47Government, 7 Military, 119 Private) which includes 134 Blood Component Separation Units. 
Out of 134 BCSU, 25 are in Government Sector and 30 Blood Storage centres. 
Blood and Blood Components are being provided free to the patients in all Public Health Institutions 
Punjab  
Basic Services Division 

A total number of 632248 patients were tested in Integrated Counselling & Testing Centres (ICTCs) 
from April, 2023 to October, 2023. Out of these 9422 were detected positive; commutative HIV 
positivity being 1.49%. There were 580 ANC mothers positive during the current year. Total live 
births were 432 and MB pair given to 432. 

Care Support & Treatment (CST) 

The main objective of this scheme is to provide comprehensive package of Care Support & 
Treatment to person living with HIV/AIDS (PLHIV). In Punjab, currently there are 23 (22 ART and 
1 ART Plus) fully functional ART Centers. 9812 new PLHIV were registered at ART Centres/FI-
ART Centres of Punjab from April 2023 to November 2023.Out of these 9702 PLHIV are initiated 
on ART and total 9102 PLHIV are currently alive and on ART. 

Initiatives to control Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STDs) 

Individuals with Sexually Transmitted Infections (STI) & Reproductive Tract Infections (RTI) have 
significantly higher chance of acquiring and transmitting HIV infection. Sexually Transmitted 
Diseases (STDs) and Reproductive Tract Infections (RTIs) are important public health problems. 

STI & RTIs are more prevalent in females as compared to males because of anatomical difference. 
Complete treatment is must to save them from infertility, menstrual disorders and other 
complications. STI/ RTI clinics are functional in all district hospitals and few of sub-district health 
facilities where free lab tests and drug kits for different diseases are made available for complete 
treatment of patients and their partners also. Free counselling services are also provided at above 
facilities. Special care is provided to ANC cases. Presently 100% coverage of ANC cases for testing 
and timely treatment is also being done to make state free of congenital & neonatal syphilis. The 
number of STI/RTI Clinics which were 23 in 2009-10, has now been increased to 31 in 2023-24 (till 
November) at district/sub-districts hospitals and Government Medical Colleges.  

Targeted Interventions for High Risk Group Population: 

Program is implemented through NGOs and provides services pertaining to Behavior Change 
Communication, Condom promotion, STI care, referrals to HIV testing and Anti Retro viral 
Treatment, Harm Reduction including Opioid Substitution Treatment for HRGs and Bridge 
populations. At present, 72 targeted interventions and 7 Link Worker Schemes (LWS) are 
operational in the state covering 19827 Female Sex Workers (FSWs), 4,691 Men having Sex with 
Men (MSMs), 25,182 Injecting Drug Users (IDUs), 31,493 Migrants, 15,867 Truckers. Similarly, 
OST program is being implementedat43 facilities comprising of 26 health centres in the public health 
facility.12 in NGO setup and 5 satellite centers. Sublingual Buprenorphine and Methadone is being 
provided to the IDUs as part of harm reduction intervention. At present, 34,398 IDUs initiated on 
treatment at OST Centres.

The Punjab State Board for De-
addiction and Rehabilitation has 
been constituted under the 
chairmanship of the Hon’ble 
Chief Minister, Punjab.

Similarly, in each district, a drug 
de-addiction and rehabilitation 

society has been constituted under the Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner of the respective 
Districts. Civil Surgeon, Psychiatrist, District Social Security Officer and SSP as other members to 
supervise these efforts. The status of OPD and IPD patients of de-addiction is presented in Table 35. 

 

Covid-19 Pandemic 
The state has taken all necessary steps to face the challenge and threat posed by Covid-19. Various 
committees and expert groups were constituted to monitor different aspects of Covid-19 
management.  

� Over 2,17,17,1212 samples have been taken so far in the State to contain it, out of which7,93,670 
persons had tested positive as on Nov, 2023. 

� Total 2,41,63,523 beneficiaries have been vaccinated with 1st dose and2,09,96,675 beneficiaries 
with 2nd dose of covid 19 vaccine;1891554 with precaution dosetill November27,2023. 
 

� For managing the rising number of Covid cases in the state additional beds were proposed under 
Emergency Response Covid Package. Total beds available in state of Punjab at all public and 
private health facilities for Covid-19 treatment is 14,701 (8060 Govt. + 6641 Private) level-II 
Beds and 3132 (977 Govt + 2155 Private) level-III Beds. 

� Ramping up health infrastructure with focus on Paediatric Care Units 

1 Establishing dedicated paediatric care units at all Districts. 790 L-II Paediatric oxygen 
supported beds and 324 ICU beds. 

2. Establishing additional Adult beds - 3518 L-II Adult beds and 142 ICU beds

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Government. Under ECRP-II, establishment of RTPCR labs in 20 Districts (where this facility was 
not available in Government sector) is being done. As on date, 15 labs have been established and 
made functional, labs in 5 districts are under constructions.Three labs are already working in 
Medical Colleges Amritsar, Faridkot & Patiala. The COVID-19 testing capacity of state has been 
increased  to 40,000 RT-PCR tests per day. The COVID-19 tests are being conducted free of cost 
at Government Health Facilities. No Medical prescriptions or any OPD slip is required for 
COVID-19 test in the state. At present, the state is able to do close to 40,000-50,000 tests daily, 
including all methods RT-PCR, RAT, CBNAAT, TRUNAT. 

 

6.3 Education  
 Education is one of the most important goals of SDGs.   Aim of 
SDG 4 – ‘Quality Education’ is to ensure inclusive and equitable 
quality education and promoting life-long learning opportunities 
for all. The Punjab Government has been dedicated to promote 
education in the State by bringing a qualitative improvement in 
school education and promote the Right to Education (2011) in 
letter and spirit. Punjab has relatively a strong educational 
infrastructure and outcome indicators. 

Punjab with a score of 0.69, ranks 1st out of 29 big states, on the Human Resource Development 
aspect of the Good Governance Index 2020-21, launched by the Ministry of Personnel, Public 
Grievances & Pensions. This aspect of the index measures various dimensions of education (outcome 
and gender parity indicators) and skill development. 

Literacy rate 

Literacy rate is the primary indicator of the education level of an economy. Punjab has made 
significant progress in improving its literacy rates over the years. As per Census 2011, Punjab has a 
literacy rate of 75.84% growing from 34.12% in 1971, indicating an improvement of more than 10 
percentage every decade (on average). In contrast, the national literacy rate in 2011 stood at 72.99%, 
rising from 34.45% in 1971. However, the state needs to catch up with top ranking states like Kerala 
(94%) and Maharashtra (82.34%). As per National Sample Survey (2014) the literacy rate in Punjab 
has risen to 80% where as PLFS Report 2022-23 indicates literacy rates in Punjab is 83.3%29. 

Literacy rates for males are at par with the national trends as per Census 2011, with a rate of 80.5% 
in Punjab and 80.9% at national level. In contrast, females in Punjab perform much better than 
females at the national level. The literacy rate for females in Punjab is 70.7%, significantly 
higher than the literacy rate of 64.7% for females at national level. It is evident that there exists a 
gender gap between literacy rates of men and women. However, the strong performance of females 
in Punjab has helped in reducing the gender gap in the state vis-a-vis national average. Recent data, 
as reported in PLFS 2022-23, indicates that gender gap has reduced further to 8.1 percentage (Males: 
87.3% and Females:79.2%).

The differential in rural-urban literacy rates in the State follows the national trend with the urban 
sector performing better. As presented in Table 36, Literacy rate for rural Punjab is 81.0% against 
77.0% for India. Literacy rates in urban sectors for India is 88.9%, against 87.5% in Punjab, as 
reported in PLFS 2022-23. 

Other Outcome Indicators 

Enrollment Ratios 

Punjab Government also aims to achieve 100% Gross Enrollment Ratio (GER) and 100% Net 
Enrollment Ratio (NER) in the education sector. With enactment of Right to Free and Compulsory 
Education Act (2009) and the subsequent adoption of the Act by Punjab Government in 2011 also 
aims to provide universal access to education to all children between the age group of 6 to 14 years. 
GER for 2022-23 for Punjab indicate that the State has achieved the GER target of 100% in primary 
and in upper primary level. Estimates of NER for 2022-23, indicate that the state still has some way 
to go before achieving the 100% target (Table 37).

Punjab has been successful in showing a great improvement in its GER at the primary and 
upper primary level. The State has achieved the GER target of 100% in Primary Education and in 
Upper Primary and in Secondary it is close to the target. Punjab’s GER (for 2021-22) at Higher 
secondary has improved by 4.3.  

NER, an age adjusted measure of enrollment, is believed to be a better estimate of enrolment ratios 
as it takes into account whether the student is enrolled in an age appropriate class or not. Punjab has 
been able to significantly improve its NER at all levels of education, comparing with national 
averages indicates that Punjab performance is relatively better (Table 39). Consistent with trends in 
GER, the NER at primary and upper primary levels has  reach near to 100% target. The estimates for 
2021-22 (Table 37) highlight further improvement in the State’s NER towards achieving the target.

Transition Rates 

According to transition rates in Punjab majority of the students progress to the next level of 
education in the State. As of 2022-23, transition rate stood at 95.60% for primary to upper primary 
level, and 87.06% for secondary  to  higher secondary level. Comparing with the national average 
indicates that Punjab’s performance is relatively better at Primary to upper primary level (Table 42). 
The focus of the government to provide quality universal education may be attributed to more and 
more students continuing education.

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Transition rates in Punjab have been higher than the national average, especially in terms of 
transition rate Primary to Upper Primary. This is evident from the high enrolment ratios and 
significantly lower drop-out rates in the State. 

Performance Grading Index (PGI) (2021-2022) 

Performance Grading Index (PGI) is a relatively new index that measures the performance of 
States/UTs on a uniform scale to catalyse transformational change in the field of school education. 
The PGI is constructed based on identified 73 indicators and 2 categories containing 6 Domains. 

1. Learning Outcomes and Quality  
2. Access 
3. Infrastructure and Facilities 
4. Equity  
5. Governance processes  
6. Teacher Education Training 

 
Punjab attained an overall score of 647.44 in PGI in the year 2021-2022, positioning it in the second 
highest level i.e., Level PARCHESTA-2 of the index above all other states in the country.  
 

Learning Outcomes 

 
Punjab has shown great improvement in ensuring access to education at all levels of education.In 
regard to reporting, the learning outcomes of students of Punjab in Grades 3, 5, and 8, the primary 
sources referred to in the document are the National Achievement Survey (NAS) 2021, the 
Foundational Learning Survey (FLS) 2022 (both conducted by NCERT, GOI).   
During the year 2022, the state has also conducted a baseline assessment for grades 2,3,4, and 5 to 
check the learning levels of students in Literacy and Numeracy and subsequently has planned 
interventions for the current academic year. This study assesses students on key competencies for 
literacy and numeracy referring to the national and international learning standards for particular 
grades as EGRA30 and EGMA31.  
The results of various surveys relating to Punjab’s status are discussed as follows- 
 
1.ASER 2022 

While the children of Punjab have outperformed the national average and relatively better than all 
states across various surveys, these surveys also outlined the significant challenges in foundational 
skills and competencies, as highlighted multiple surveys. The ASER 2022 report indicates that only 
33% of Grade 3 and 66% of Grade 5 students can read texts at the Grade 2 level, underlining a 
concerning literacy gap. Moreover, the decline in reading and math abilities among Grade 5 and 
Grade 8 students over the past decade is alarming.

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2.National Achievement Survey 2021 
NAS is a large, school-based assessment of students learning conducted by the Central Government. 
NAS is administered in government and private-aided schools to children in grades 3, 5, 8, and 10 
using a paper-and-pencil test. It is aimed at measuring whether students have achieved grade-level 
learning competency. The recent NAS was conducted in November 2021.  
NAS assesses the learning outcomes of students in Language, Mathematics, and EVS.  
The table below shows the performance of Grade 3,5 and 8 students of Punjab in different subjects in 
comparison to the national average score.

As shown above in Table 43, in Grade 3, Punjab has the highest state average performance score than 
the neighbouring states . In Grade 5, Punjab takes the lead with the highest average performance 
scores in all the 3 subjects followed by Rajasthan. In Grade 8 Language subject, Haryana follows 
Punjab with the average performance score of 62%. In Mathematics, Punjab retains its top position 
with a score of 50% by superseding Rajasthan which has a score of 46%. Punjab’s students learning 
levels as against the country's average are much more advance.   

3.Foundational Learning Study (FLS) 2022 
The Foundational Learning Survey has been conducted by NCERT to provide data on the learning 
outcomes of Grade 3 students in government, government-aided, and private schools. The test 
administrator conducts it in a one-on-one setting where each child responds to the questions orally32. 
The Foundational Learning Study was conducted for the first time, in March 2022.   
 
Language:  
The Oral Reading Fluency component and Numeracy Performance were assessed using the 
Global Proficiency Framework33  which is used as a standard scale to report the progress in key 
domains of reading and numeracy. The framework defines 4 global minimum proficiency levels that 
the learners are expected to demonstrate at the end of each grade level. The global proficiency levels 
are:

● Meets Global Minimum Proficiency - Learners have developed sufficient knowledge and 

skill. As a result, they can successfully complete the most basic grade-level tasks. 
● Exceed Global Minimum Proficiency - Learners have developed superior knowledge and

As presented in table 44, a higher proportion i.e. 51% of students in Punjab exceed the global 
minimum proficiency levels in Punjabi subject. Similarly 47% of students in Punjab, exceed the 
global minimum proficiency levels in the Hindi subject and significantly low number of students in 
Punjab i.e. only 4% are below the global minimum proficiency levels in English. 

State Baseline Survey 2022: Key Results 
The following are the results from the State Baseline Survey conducted in Punjab from May to July 
2022. These are the performance of students across various documents from the key indicators.  

Literacy 
● Oral Reading Fluency (ORF) was conducted where the student had to read a passage in 

one minute. The benchmark for the same is 60 correct words per minute (CWPM). In 
Punjab, 7.8% of Class 3, 22.6% of Class 4 students, and 39.9% of Class 5 students were 
able to achieve this benchmark. 
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● Reading Comprehension was conducted on the same passage the student had read for 
ORF. In Punjab, 21.2% of Class 3, 42.2% of Class 4, and 51.2% of Class 5 students 
answered at least 3 out of 4 reading comprehension questions correctly.  

 

 Numeracy 
 

● Number Identification was conducted with a grid of 16 numbers up to  9999. In Punjab, 
22% of Class 3, 44.7% of Class 4, and 58.1% of Class 5 students could correctly identify 
13 or more numbers out of 16 correctly. 

 
● Addition was conducted with a grid of 6 questions with numbers up to 999. In Punjab, 

20.3% of Class 3, 50.4% of Class 4, and 68.4% of Class 5 students could correctly solve 5 
or more questions out of 6 correctly.  
 

● Subtraction was conducted with a grid of 6 questions with numbers upto 999. In Punjab, 
10.7% of Class 3, 34.2% of Class 4, and 52.9% of Class 5 students could correctly solve 5 
or more questions out of 6 correctly.  

 

Post NAS and Post FLS interventions 

 Two days workshop of all the DEO(SE) and DEO(EE) was conducted on 23-02-2023 and 24-02-
2023 to discuss their NAS District Report Cards 2021 and FLS reports and asked them to prepare plan 
for their district for improving the weak LOs identified in NAS 2021. Benchmarks of languages and 
Mathematics for classes 3rd & 5th were finalised. 

In session 2023-24, to enhance the learning level of students, LO based worksheets for each child of 
classes III, V, IX and X based on Learning Outcomes alongwith the curriculum based topics for 
deeper understanding of the concepts will be provided. These worksheets will encompass all learning 
outcomes and with a special focus on week LOs identified in NAS-2021 & FLS 2022 
 
Board Results: 
State has seen a good performance of students in Grade 8 and Grade 10 board examinations in the 
year 2022-2023as the pass percentages of all the subjects fall in the 99th percentile.(Tables 45 and

  As a result of various initiatives of the State government Punjab has become the top performer 
on majority of school infrastructure indicators (Table 47). Over 98% of the schools in Punjab are 
equipped with basic necessities like building, boundary wall, drinking water, electricity and 
playground. Punjab has also made remarkable progress in ensuring that schools in the state are 
equipped with modern technologies like computers.

In the year 2023, Pupil Teacher Ratio in Punjab stood at 21:1 at the primary level and 23:1 at 
the upper primary (Middle Stage) level, which is significantly better than the recommended 
level (30:1). Most important human infrastructure in the education sector is the teaching staff. Pupil 
Teacher Ratio (PTR) measures the average number of pupils per teacher in a school during an 
academic year. The RTE Act prescribes that the PTR should be 30:1 and 35:1, at the primary and 
upper primary level, respectively.  

Various government initiatives in education sector 

School Education 

Schools of Eminence 
The State Government, has established the Schools of Eminence (SoE) programme with the aim of 
revolutionising education in government schools throughout the state. These schools serve as centres 
of excellence, boasting state-of-the-art facilities. The Schools of Eminence programme fosters peer 
learning across different institutions and enriches the educational experiences of our children by 
incorporating modern schooling practices prevalent in the global educational landscape.  
In the first phase 118 existing Government Senior Secondary Schools have been converted into 
Schools of Eminence.  
The Schools of Eminence have five pillars of support and strength:  
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● Infrastructure 
● Academics 
● Human Resource Management 
● Sports and co-curricular activities, and 
● Community engagement 

A budgetary allocation of Rs. 200 crore has been earmarked for this purpose during 
the FY 2023-24. 
 

Foreign Trainings 
In a meeting held in May, 2022 with the government school principals, Hon’ble Chief Minister, 
Punjab announced that to take the education system to the next level, teachers will be sent abroad for 
education training in countries like Switzerland, Singapore, Finland and institutes like Harvard and 
Oxford on government expenses. The Government of Punjab has sent 6 batches of 198 
principals/education officers for a five day Leadership Development Programme to Singapore from 
February 5,2023 to 30 September,2023. 
 
Domestic Training 2023-24 
In addition to this, 100 Head Masters were sent for training to IIM Ahmadabad, from 31.07.2023 
to01.09.2023 
In all, in the calendar year 2023, 300 Head Masters/Principals and education administrators were 
trained in Singapore and within the country. 

International Education Affairs Cell (IEAC) 
"International Education Affairs Cell (IEAC)" has been established to provide international-level 
training to teachers, school heads, and school education administrators working at different levels in 
the Education Department of the State.The competence and ability of teachers and school heads 
directly reflect on the quality of learning of their students and performance of their schools. In this 
backdrop, the state of Punjab, it was envisioned that the concept of exposure visits of school teachers 
and school heads to a foreign nation would create a systemic impact of cross learning, high motivation 
and better teaching learning processes in the educational institutes.  

For this purpose an International Education Affairs Cell (IEAC) has also been established in SCERT.  

Up-keeping of Government Schools 

Managing schools is a complex task, and the School Heads struggle with various responsibilities 
ranging from academic excellence to day-to-day operations. With an enhanced focus on learning, the 
state prioritized to ease the lives of school heads and teachers by freeing them from non-academic 
responsibilities. This intervention is intended to give impetus on academic excellence and improve the 
quality of education in government schools of the state.  
The state has provided additional human resources to handle the non-academic duties for achieving 
these objectives. In this regard, the state has appointed 606 ‘Campus Managers’ in 2042 senior 
secondary schools in the first phase.  Apart from this 1086 Security Guards have been appointed in 
689 Schools to provide safe and secure environment to the students. 
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Installation of Rooftop Solar Panel System in Government Schools 

Stable and regular supply of electricity plays critical role in effective schooling as computer labs and 
other ICT equipments are becoming inseparable part of teaching-learning process. Further, in Punjab 
where summer spreads for more than half of the year, hefty electricity bill of schools is also a big 
challenge for schools because of availability of limited funds in schools. Installation of rooftop solar 
panel is viable in Punjab as there is ample sunlight in its all regions throughout the year. 

Solar energy is stable and comparatively economical as compared to other sources of energy. 
Installing solar panel enables school to run on eco friendly energy while at the same time reduces 
electricity bills of schools. Further, the excess solar energy generated by the schools can be transferred 
back to grid via net metering, thereby enabling the solar panels in 3569 schools have already been 
installed and 931 schools are under progress. A budgetary allocation of Rs 100 crore has been 
earmarked for this purpose during the FY 2023-24. 
 
Community Engagement 

Following activities were conducted for parents of Pre-Primary children: 

� Mother's workshop:  Mothers play a fundamental role in their child's development journey. 
Their support at home, especially in the early years, can help improve learning outcomes in 
children. As suggested by the NEP 2020, the department of school education held a mother's 
workshop multiple times in 2023 to increase mother’s involvement. 

� Graduation Ceremony: Annual Graduation Ceremony was organised across all 23 districts 
of Punjab in March 2023, to mark the successful completion of Pre-Primary classes. The 
objective was to celebrate the completion of pre-school education of children and motivate 
parents to let their children continue their studies by enrolling in Grade 1 in government 
schools.   

� Mega PTM- Mega PTM (Inspire meet 2.0) was held on 24 December, 2022 with an aim to 
increase parents’ confidence in government schools as well as build ownership in them to 
work with teachers and schools freely to ensure their children get quality education. State 
created awareness through mass media for wider dissemination of information to parent and 
community to ensure 100% participation in this effort. The state targeted to reach over 10L 
parents and make this the largest connect program between parents and teachers in India. 
Through its efforts, it reached 19 Lakhs parents on a day making it largest in the country. It 
covered all Government schools of the Punjab. About 3000 officials are deployed on ground 
to support schools implement the PTM and make it a big success. 
State received timely data from 95.46% of schools highlighting the reach of the initiative. 
Latest Mega PTM was held on 23 December, 2023 as Inspire 3.0. 
 

Comprehensive Professional Development of Teachers 

A strategic initiative has been devised to enhance teachers' professional skills, aligning with the 
proficiencies necessary for elevating foundational skills in children. This state-level core group, 
formed through teacher needs assessments and insights from field teams, has meticulously crafted 
specialized modules to streamline training sessions. These modules aim to cater to the specific 
requirements identified through ongoing assessments, ensuring that teachers are equipped with the 
targeted skills essential for fostering improved foundational learning outcomes in students. 
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Chanan Rishma Project (Gender Sensitisation Program) 

A tripartite MOU was signed between J-Pal, Breakthrough and Department of School Education on 
26 February, 2021. A regarding State wide Roll-Out of a gender Equity Curriculum in 6,250 State-run 
schools reaching more than 6 Lakh students.Under this project, an effort has been made to improve 
the behaviour of men towards women in the society and to change their mentality. Activities related to 
this project have been included in English, Social Science and Welcome Life subjects for students 
from class 6th to 8th. These activities are being taught by the teachers to the students in their 
respective classes. Through this project, the attitude of students and teachers towards girls will 
improve. 

Breakthrough is currently conducting monitoring activities in different schools to ensure that the 
lessons are being delivered as per the spirit of the program by teachers to students. 

Enrollment drive 
Enrollment drive has been initiated in the year 2023-24 and this drive resulted into 17% enrollment 
increase in Pre- Primary classes. 
 
Transport facility
Transport facility has been started for 117 schools of eminence and 18 girls senior secondary schools 
by Department of School Education Punjab

Smart Schools Project:                                                                

In order to strengthen school education and improve learning  levels of students through ICT based 
education in Government schools, the Department of School Education Punjab has been converting 
government schools into Smart Schools. These schools have been developed as model schools in 
which state of the art facilities are provided to impact on the quality education. Smart School Policy 
has been notified by the Department on 25.10.2019. Main features of the policy are:  

(i) Sharing Pattern (60:40): The requirements of funds for developing smart schools is met by the 
concerned school and the State in the ratio of 60:40. The school commits to contribute 60% of the 
total required funds for developing the school into smart school from its different sources and the 
balance 40% is provided by the Department. 

(ii)Parameters for Smart Schools: The smart schools have the following parameters: Smart 
Classrooms, Coloured Coordinated Buildings, Building As Learning Aid (BALA) Work, CCTV 
cameras, Green board/white board, Furniture for all students, Lecture stands for students and 
teachers, availability of potable drinking water facility, separate adequate number of functional 
toilets for girls , well equipped science laboratories, vocational laboratories, ICT laboratories, etc. 

So for 14976schools out of 19173 have been converted into smart schools on the basis of Stage-I 
parameters.  

Pre-Primary Schooling  

Since 14th November 2017 the State of Punjab has launched pre-primary classes for students of age 
group 3-6 in all Government Primary Schools. There has been an upward trend in enrollment in pre 
primary sections since then. Approximately, 3.84 lac students are enrolled in schools in the pre-
primary sections in the session 2023-24.The state has also focused on ensuring quality with quantity. 
Several initiatives have been taken to enhance the teaching and learning in pre primary sections: 
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� Child friendly material in the form of story books, story cards, flash cards etc  

� E-Content has been prepared according to the prescribed syllabus to create interest and to 
enhance the learning. 

� Trainings for pre-primary teachers and school head teachers have been organized at block level 
throughout the state to acquaint them with the concept and contents related to pre-primary 
curriculum.  

� Different types of supplementary material in the form of kits, puppets, toys for increasing gross 
and fine motor skills have been sent to schools. In addition to this, teachers have been trained on 
how to create such materials themselves using locally available materials. 

Parho Punjab, Parhao Punjab  

To improve the  learning levels of students particularly at primary stage of schooling, the State of 
Punjab launched, the state flagship Learning Enhancement Program ‘Padho Punjab Padhao Punjab’ 
(PPPP) in all government schools from classes 1st to 8th  to ensure age and class appropriate levels of 
learning of students in a time bound manner in 2017.The program has been aligned with NIPUN 
Bharat (national FLN Mission) which was launched in 2021 to create an enabling environment to 
ensure the universal acquisition of foundational literacy and numeracy. The teaching-learning 
approaches under NIPUN Bharat include the integration of experiential learning, toy-based pedagogy, 
adoption of competency-based learning, regular student progress tracking, and 21st-century skills and 
to support teacher professional development the emphasis is on teacher training through DIKSHA and 
NISHTHA. The NIPUN Bharat mission also focuses on school-based assessments and large-scale 
assessments under its academic aspects. 

Following mentioned key tenets of the Parho Punjab Parhao Punjab program align well with the 
aspect  of the NIPUN Bharat mission: 
 
● Focus on the enhancement of creativity and strengthening students’ capabilities 
● Stress on conceptual understanding 
● Use of assessment and grouping techniques to provide focused and differentiated teaching 
● Teacher training for activity-based teaching-learning techniques  

 
 These approaches and initiatives have helped the students to move to the next level of learning in a 
time- bound manner. It is heartening to note that the Parho Punjab Parhao Punjab (PPPP) program is 
effectively improving the learning outcomes of children, as shown in the 'Learning Outcomes’ 
section. 
 
Mission 100%: Give your Best 
The Department of School Education, Punjab has launched “Mission 100%: Give Your Best” with the 
prime aim to improve the performance of students of classes 8th, 10th, and 12th in the forthcoming 
examinations of Punjab School Education Board to be held in February/March 2023 in a mission 
mode to achieve 100% pass percentage with the collective efforts of teachers, school heads, students 
and their parents apart from educational officers working at different levels in a well-planned way. 
This programme has been launched on 2nd December, 2022.  The programme has been run in mission 
mode and in a systematic, planned, and time-bound manner by putting in place support like data 
analysis, sorting learning gaps, and providing remedial material. As a result all time high board results 
were achieved in this year i.e. March 2023. 
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Welcome Life 
Apart from the focus on the academic learning of children in schools, the state of Punjab has initiated 
various programs like making school children aware of ill effects of drugs, and how to be protective 
from the incidences of sexual abuse. The school curriculum contains contents relating to sensitizing 
students about human rights, gender equality promotion of a culture of peace and non violence, global 
citizenship and appreciation of cultural diversities within India and at the global level. New subject 
'Welcome Life' is introduced in all classes from 1st to 12th to inculcate values like ethics, positive 
attitude, gender equality etc. through stories, activities, mind maps, situation-based questions and role 
plays.The curriculum of  ‘Welcome Life’ is being revised to make it more practical in its approach. 
 
Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan  

The scheme of Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan is being implemented from Pre-Primary to senior secondary 
level. The objective of the scheme is 100% school access, 100% enrollment of children of age group 
4-18, 100% retention, zero dropout, quality education and enhanced learning outcomes. The fund 
sharing pattern of the scheme is 60:40 for Central and State respectively. Under this scheme, an 
amount of Rs.1298.29 lacs has been approved by Govt. of India for the year 2023-24. The approved 
budget is being utilized for various activities given as below:  

� Smart classrooms are being established in Government primary, middle, high and senior 
secondary schools 

� Special training is being provided to  Out-of-School children (OOSC) identified in the age group 
7-14 years for mainstreaming them into regular schools. 

� Free Textbooks for non-SC students of classes 1st to 8th in government and government aided 
schools. 

� Children with special needs are being provided home based education and aids & appliances as 
per their requirement. 

� Computer Education is being provided from classes 6th to 12th in government schools of Punjab. 
 
Children with Special Needs 
In the year 2023-24, as many as 59063children with special needs were provided various facilities  
like home based education, resource room support, treatment and surgical correction. 
 
Mid-Day-Meal 
During the financial year 2023-24(till 31.10.2023) Mid-Day Meal has been provided to15.10lacs 
students. 
 
Vocational Education 
In the year 2023-24 vocational education was provided to students of 1337 Govt.SeniorSecondary 
Schools.Trades such as Agriculture, Automobile, Beauty & Wellness, Healthcare, IT/ITES, Physical 
Education, Retail, Security and Travel& Tourism are being taught under this program. 
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Higher Education 

Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA) 

1.Under the phase -2 of Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA), a 60:40 Centre: State 
shareable scheme, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar is setting up the following centres at a 
cost of  Rs. 70 Cr:- 

a .Centre for Sustainable Habitat 
b. Centre for Basic and Translational Research in Health Sciences 
c. Centre for Agriculture Research & Innovation 
d. Development of IT Enabled Pedagogical Model for teaching and Learning 
e. Development of Entrepreneurial Courses. 
f. Centre for Entrepreneurship & Innovation 

2. An amount of Rs. 7.5 Cr has been released to Punjabi University Patiala for setting up 
Entrepreneurship Innovation and Career Hub under Research, Innovation and Quality 
Improvement component of RUSA-2. The University has also been released Rs.5 Cr for 
Infrastructure Enhancement in the University Campus. 

3. Entrepreneurial Hubs are being established in GNDU, Amritsar and Punjabi University, Patiala, 
which will act as a fusion zone for innovative ideas, transfer of technology to the field and hand 
holding by various stock holders for entrepreneurial ventures. 

4. Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar has been released Rs. 3.5 Cr for undertaking Faculty 
Development Programs and Development of Content for e- Tutorials. 

5. A new Model Degree College being constructed in the aspirational district of Moga at village 
Fatehgarh Karotona is 93% complete and Classes had been started from academic session 2021-
22 . 

 

6.4 Women Empowerment 

Low sex ratio and low level of 
participation of women in labour force 
indicate that there is need to pay special 
attention to improve situation of women 
in the State. Historically, women have 
been subjected to discrimination across 
all domains of life, from education to 
healthcare to household decision 
making to employment.SDG 5 which 
aims at achieving gender equality and 
empowering all women and girls to 
reinstate the need for women to be 
given their due place in the world. 
Punjab has previously been known as 
state with high incidence of female 
feticide and infanticide, and other forms of discrimination against women. However, the State has 
made significant progress in empowering the women in Punjab. To further curb the practice of 
female feticide, the Bebe Nanki Laadli Beti Kalyan Scheme is being implemented in the State since 
2011-12. The scheme has been providing financial assistance to families so that the ‘financial

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burden’ of raising daughters is not a concern. As highlighted in Chapter 1, Punjab has shown the 
highest improvement in sex ratio between 2005-07 and 2017-18, raising the sex ratio in the state 
from 837 to 890. As per census, district level differences continue to exist, ranging from 868 in 
Bathinda to 961 in Hoshiarpur, as highlighted in Figure 87.

Similar trend is observed at the national level also, with females having a higher GER and NER 
(Table 50). However, GER and NER for females in Punjab has been higher than the females at all 
India level. This indicates significant progress made in Punjab in ensuring that women are being 
enrolled in education at all levels. In comparison to national trends, Punjab records a higher or at par 
Gender Parity Index than all India (Table 51).

Punjab has not only been successful in ensuring that girls come to schools but also to continue to 
remain there. Drop-out rates for females in Punjab is lower than males for all levels of education 
from primary to secondary. The difference becomes significant as the level of education advances. In 
2022-23, the drop-out rate amongst males at secondary level is 7.81, while that for females is 6.40, a 
gap of 1.41. 

Health indicators for females 
Overall healthcare Indicators has been better and the State Punjab has been a front runner as  
is reflected in the high life expectancy in the State. Consistent with national trends, females in 
Punjab have a higher life expectancy than males. Further, the life expectancy of females in Punjab is 
significantly higher than that for females at all-India level. As per General Registrar of India, for the 
period 2016-20, life expectancy (at birth) for Punjabi females was 74.5 years, against 70.8 years for 
men. In comparison, the all India life expectancy for females is 71.4 years and for males is 68.6 years. 

But, the indicators for maternal care indicate that Punjab is behind other large states, as 
discussed above MMR, the primary indicator of maternity healthcare, for Punjab is 105 per lac live 
births. In comparison states like Kerala record an MMR of 19 per lac live births. As presented 
inFigure 84, Punjab has progressed in providing expectant mothers with ante-natal care and ensuring 
that deliveries are assisted with medical professionals. However, the significantly better performance 
of other states highlights that Punjab has scope to improve even further.  

Employment Scenario of female population 

Although women perform better than men in educational and learning outcomes, yet this does 
not translate to employment opportunities for them. Consistent with national trends, women in 
Punjab report a lower worker-population ratio (WPR) and higher unemployment rate (UR) than men, 
as discussed in Chapter 1. The situation is relatively graver in Punjab. Not only Punjabi females have 
a lower WPR and higher UR than women at national level, the gap is significantly large between the 
two genders within the State. Table 52presents a look into the employment situation for both genders 
and highlights how women have a poor representation in the labour force. This indicates a wastage of 
their abilities and learning, which is relatively better than the males, as highlighted by the learning 
outcomes. The situation is more serious in urban Punjab, where UR for females is nearly double, and 
the WPR is less than 1/3rd, than that for males.

The discrimination against women in the employment sector is also evident in the wage gap 
between the two genders, especially in the regular salaried workers in rural areas. During April 
to June 2023, regular salaried women in Punjab earned, on average, Rs. 10845 lesser than men. 
Similarly, regular salaried men in urban Punjab, during the same period, on average earned Rs. 
5443.54 more than women. Whereas regular salaried females at all India level earned almost 4099 
lesser. For casual labour (not engaged in public works) also, the wage gap exists, especially in the 
rural areas. Females engaged as casual labour in rural Punjab earned Rs78.56lesser, while those in 
urban areas earned Rs. 128.46 lesser. The gender wage gap for both forms of employment in 
Punjabis more than the difference at all India levels. 

Various government initiatives to empower women 
Government of Punjab is committed for the empowerment of women. To uplift the social and 
educational status of women, to improve the skewed sex ratio of girls, awareness regarding social 
stigma in respect of the birth of girl child, providing financial benefits for bringing up the girl child, 
reduce the school dropout rate etc. The main aim of all these schemes is to create awareness among 
people and empower women.  

Nirbhaya Fund (Dedicated fund for safety and security of women) 

For ensuring safety and security of women in the country Government of India has set up a dedicated 
fund called Nirbhaya. Under this scheme proposals are being received from various departments and 
districts to run the project for the safety and security of women in the State. A budget provision of 
Rs. 50.00 lacs has been made for the year 2023-24. 

Ujjawala scheme  

A multi-dimensional  approach is needed which will undertake preventive measures to arrest 
trafficking especially in vulnerable areas and sections of population; and to enable rescue, 
rehabilitation and reintegration of the trafficked victims. Under the scheme, around 70% SC 
beneficiaries would be covered and approximately 30% would be covered of general category. A 
budget provision of Rs. 15.00 lacs was made for the year 2023-24. 

Mata Tripta Mahila Yojana  

Mata Tripta Mahila Scheme would be implemented as a major programme for the empowerment of 
women oriented families in the state of Punjab. The scheme will focus on providing benefits to all 
eligible women under the existing schemes run by the government. This is to reach out to all the 
needy women and girls in the state so that they can be provided services/benefits/rights such as health 
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care, education, employment, security and dignity. Under this scheme, the Government of Punjab will 
launch new initiatives and programmes to cover aspects and needs which are not yet covered under 
the schemes run by various departments of the State and Central Government for women and girls.For 
the  year 2023-24 the outlay is Rs. 4555.00 lacs against  which a sum of Rs. 17.18 lacs has been spent 
upto 10.12.2023. 

Mai Bhago Vidya (Edu.) Scheme (Free Bicycle to all Girl Students Studying in class 9th to 
12th ) (Renamed Scheme SWCW(S)-12). 

 The State Government has started Mai Bhago Vidhya Scheme during the year 2011-12 for all the 
girl students studying in class 9th to 12th  in Government Schools for the purpose to continue further 
study and to reduce the school dropping rate.A budget provision of Rs 1.00 Lacs has been made for 
the year 2022-23. 

CS (WCD)-18- Swadhar Greh Scheme  

During the year 2019 the Govt. of India through its Ministry of Women & Child Development 
started Short Stay Scheme with objective to provide temporary accommodation, maintenance and 
rehabilitative services to women and girls rendered homeless. As per recent directions, the Swadhar 
Greh Scheme is to be run with cost sharing ratio of 60:40 i.e. Centre Govt : State Govt.  Presently 
there are only two Swadhar Greh Homes in Jalandhar and Amritsar. The budget provision of Rs. 
50.00 lacs was proposed for the year 2022-23 out of which Rs 7.91 lacs expenditure was incurred 
upto 31.12.2022. 

National Creche Scheme for children of working mothers 

Creche Scheme was implemented by NGO Child Welfare Council and Social Welfare Advisory 
Board which were running 102 and 112 creches respectively. The Department has taken over these 
crèches from 1.1.2018 as per the instructions of Government of India and 216 creches are functional 
now. For the year 2022-23 the outlay was Rs. 227.08 crores earmarked under the scheme against 
which a sum of Rs 85.58 Lacs has been spent upto 31.12.2022. 
 

6.5 Uplifting of marginalised classes 

Punjab has the largest proportion of Schedule Caste 
population in the country. As per the Census of 2011, almost 
one third (31.94%) of the population in Punjab belong to the 

 Scheduled Caste classes  Figure 88 which roughly translates to 
4% of the total SC population in the country. Marginalized sections , across the country, have been 
subjected to discrimination and ill-treatment. The Indian Constitution deems all citizens equal. 
However, the social construct has historically been discriminatory towards Scheduled Castes and 
Tribes. For a sustainable development of the economy, it is essential that all social classes have 
opportunities to grow and develop. The SDGs adopted by the United Nation member countries also 
aim to ‘leave no one behind’. Punjab, with a large proportion of this marginalised community has a 
major role to play in bringing a sustainable development for all.

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Education status of SCs in Punjab

Literacy rates amongst the scheduled castes in Punjab as well as  at the national level  continue 
to be below the total literacy rate. As per Census 2011, the literacy rate for SCs was 64.8% (Males: 
70.7% and Females: 58.4%). In comparison, the total literacy rate in the State was 75.9% (Males: 
80.5% and Females: 70.7%), indicating a gap in attainment of basic literacy levels between the 
marginalised groups and other social classes. It is evident that the gender gap exists amongst the 
literacy levels of males and females of scheduled castes. However, the gap is much narrower than 
national level. 

It is interesting to note that while general literacy rates in Punjab are higher than the national 
average, SCs in the state slightly lag behind SCs at the national level. Census 2011 highlights 
that literacy rates for SCs in India is 66.1%, against the 64.8% for the SCs in Punjab. A similar trend 
is witnessed amongst the males, with SC males in India having a literacy rate of 75.2%, against 
70.7% amongst SC males in Punjab. However, contrary to the trends, SC females in Punjab have 
recorded a higher literacy rate, as can be observed from Table 53. The trends in adult literacy of SC 
in Punjab mirror the trends of overall literacy rates of SC.

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Government initiatives to uplift marginalised classes 

The Punjab Scheduled Castes Land Development and Finance Corporation (PSCFC) 

State Govt is providing financial support to marginalized sections to strengthen the economic 
situation through various corporations created specifically for this purpose. The Punjab Scheduled 
Castes Land Development and Finance Corporation (PSCFC) provide loan and subsidy to poor 
Scheduled Caste population.. During financial year 2021-22, Corporation has provided loans 
amounting to Rs. 1365.07 lacs to 1492 beneficiaries and during the financial year 2022-23, 
Corporation has provided loans amounting to Rs. 1.90 lacs to 8 beneficiaries. 

The Punjab Backward Classes Land Development and Finance Corporation (BACKFINCO)  
To support self employment activities Punjab Backward Classes Land Development and Finance 
Corporation provide loans to Backward Classes, Minorities and Economic Weaker Section. 
Backfinco serves as a State Channelising Agency (SCA) for the two National level Corporations 
namely National Backward Classes Finance and Development Corporation (NBCFDC) and National 
Minorities Development and Finance Corporation (NMDFC). For Backward Classes under 
NBCFDC Scheme annual family income criteria is Rs. 3 lacs (irrespective of Rural and Urban sector 
with at least 50% of total funding to persons with annual family income upto Rs. 1.50 lacs). For 
Minority Communities under NMDFC Scheme for Credit Line-1 Income criteria is upto Rs.98 
thousand per annum in Rural Areas and upto Rs. 1.20 lacs per annum in Urban areas (70% 
disbursement should be for this target group) and under Credit Line-2 Income criteria is upto Rs. 6 
lacs per annum in both Rural Areas and Urban areas (30% disbursement is for this Target group). For 
economically weaker section under Direct Loaning Scheme annual family income is upto Rs. 
1,00,000/-. Corporation has provided loans amounting to Rs. 680.45 lacs to 327 beneficiaries in the 
year 2022-23. During the year 2023-24 (30.09.2023) disbursement of Rs. 167.95 lacs has been made 
to 72 beneficiaries. 
 
 

6.6 Poverty 
Poverty is the root cause of many economic as well as social 
problems. It not only is characterised by low income or lack of 
resources, poverty leads to restricting opportunities of growth and 
development. It is well known that the poor have lower literacy 
and education attainment, poorer access to healthcare facilities and 
face discrimination in the society. The vicious cycle of poverty 
ensures that the poor are unable to break away from the shackles of poverty and grow in life. The 
first goal under the 17 SDGs adopted by United Nation member countries is to end poverty in all 
forms. Termed as the greatest challenge to humanity, poverty has forced millions of people across 
the globe to live even without basic human needs. 

 

 

 

 

 

Punjab has the 2nd lowest 
poverty estimates of all 

states. 
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Punjab has credit of performing better in poverty estimates. With a headcount ratio (as per 
Tendulkar estimates-2011-12) of 8.26%, Punjab has the second lowest poverty estimates of all states, 
as presented in Figure 89. These estimates are based on a poverty line (monthly per-capita 
expenditure) of Rs. 1054 for rural Punjab and Rs. 1155 for urban Punjab. The headcount ratio in 
rural areas of Punjab is 7.66% ranking Punjab second out of all states, while that for urban areas is 
9.24%, ranking 10th. The relatively better performance in the rural areas is an indication that 
agricultural income has helped kept the poverty levels in the state low. 

Over the years, Punjab’s poverty headcount ratio has progressively declined from 22.4% in 
1993-94 to 20.9% in 2004-05 to the current levels. Over these years, Punjab has consistently been 
amongst the top rankers in poverty estimates. The historically earned high agricultural wealth has 
helped the consumption in the state stay buoyant even as the growth in per-capita income slows 
down.

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7.1 Introduction 

Fiscal Performance 
Punjab is on a sustainable fiscal path as shown in Table 54, total revenue receipts in 2023-2024 (BE) 

is estimated to be Rs.98852.11 crores posting a growth of 5.65%   relative to 2022-2023(RE).On the 

other hand, State revenue expenditure is estimated to increase Rs. 117453.98 crores during the year 

2022-23 (RE), while it is 96636.51 crores in the year of 2021-22 and is targeted to increase 123440.91 

crores in the year 2023-24 (BE).

Budget Programmes are formulated for the overall development of the state by achieving 
higher economic development and maintaining the fiscal discipline.Punjab state has better fiscal 
condition through prioritizing expenditures as well as improving revenue collections.Punjab 
Government is working on the state specifc road maps to restore the economic glory of Punjab. 
However,with the increasing Government expenditure, Keeping the Fiscal deficit at a low level is 
challenging. However, Punjab managed to contain the fiscal deficit to 4.91 % of GSDP in 2022-
2023 (RE). Further,for 2023-24 (BE), the fiscal deficit has been targeted at 4.72%,which is 
marginally lower than in the previous year. 
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Revenue Deficit has been targeted at 24588.78 crores (3.38% of GSDP) during the year 2023-24 (BE) 

while it was 23890.77 crores (3.53% of GSDP) during the year 2022-23 (RE). State could spend only 

8513.21crores on capital projects for the previous year 2022-23 (RE). The fiscal deficit is estimated 

Rs. 34784.15 crores (4.72% of GSDP) during the year 2023-24 (BE) while it was 33216.11 crores 

(4.91% of GSDP ) during the year 2022-23 (RE). 

7.2   Revenue receipts 

Composition of Revenue Receipts 
Tax revenue (65.52%) has higher share in revenue receipts as compared to that of Non-Tax 
Revenue (34.48%) (Figure 90). Tax revenue collection in 2022-23 (RE) was Rs 61303.51 crores 

while non-tax revenue collection stood at Rs. 32259.70 crores.

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Revenue receipts have more than doubled between 2015-16 and 2022-23 (RE). Revenue receipts 

for 2022-23(RE) stood at Rs.93563.21 crores with an average annual growth rate of 12.5% between 

2015-16 and 2022-23 (RE). Of the total revenue receipts in 2022-23 (RE), 53.6 % will be raised 

through own sources while the remaining will be through central transfers.

Figure 92 indicates that Punjab has one of the fourth highest CAGR of revenue receipts among 
selected states between 2018-19 and 2022-23 (RE). During this period, the CAGR of Punjab  

revenue receipts stood  at 10.7%, next to Telangana, Maharashtra and Andhra Pradesh. The primary 

contributor towards the high CAGR of Punjab’s revenue receipts is non-tax revenue, which comprises 

of State’s own non-tax revenue and grants from Centre. Non-tax revenue grew at a CAGR of 14.6% 

while tax revenue grew at a CAGR of 8.9% during 2018-19 to 2022-23(RE).

Education, sports, art & culture, medical & public health and social security & welfare are the 
lead contributors towards social services revenue expenditure in 2022-23 (RE). With the primary 

objective of channelising the skill and energy of the youth in a positive direction and to keep them 

away from drug addiction, Punjab has specially focussed on the development of education, sports, art 

& culture within the state. Also, given the high population of deprived classes within the State, 

allocation towards welfare of SC,ST and other backward classes has focussed upon.  

Expenditure on general services accounted for 45.6% of revenue expenditure in 2022-23 (RE).

Capital outlay witnessed good growth in 2022-23 (RE) .Capital outlay of Punjab stood at Rs. 

8513.21 crore in 2022-23 (RE). Given the developmental mandate the combined allocation towards 

social and economic services is 96.2 % of total capital outlay. Social services accounted for 61.2% of 

total capital outlay in 2022-23 (RE) (Table 60). Urban development, education, sports, art & culture, 

water supply and sanitation are the areas with leading allocation within social services.  

Economic services accounted for 35.0% of total capital outlay in 2022-23(RE). Major and Medium 

Irrigation and Flood Control is the area with leading allocation within economic services that is 13.7% 

followed by transport 10.8%  of total capital outlay in 2022-23 (RE). 

General services accounted for 3.7% of total capital outlay in 2022-23 (RE) 

Thus, despite the fiscal stress, Punjab has been able to lay focus on better delivery of social and 

economic services  with a prime focus on the development of education, sports, art & culture and 

agriculture & allied activities, Irrigation and transport .

Punjab’s performance on deficit indicators over the past years has shown signs of stability 
(Figure 94). It is estimated that the revenue deficit of Punjab will be restricted to 3.4% of GSDP in 

2023-24 (BE) as compared to 3.5 % in the previous year. Prudent debt management policies are 

being implemented to achieve revenue surplus.  

Punjab’s fiscal deficit is 4.9% in 2022-23(RE). The government has estimated to restrict the fiscal 

deficit at 4.7 % during the financial year 2023-24 (BE). Although the State is yet to achieve the 

targets of deficit indicators as prescribed in the Punjab Fiscal Responsibility and Budget 

Management (FRBM) Act, 2003 (Amended 2006), it has made consistent efforts to improve the 

fiscal situation, without abdicating its responsibilities towards welfare schemes and development 

works.

Total outstanding liabilities for Punjab stood at Rs. 312758 crores as in the year 2022-23(RE) 

46.25% of the GSDP which is estimated to increase 347542 crores as the 47.19% of GSDP in the 

year2023-24 (BE).  

 

7.5 Public financial management reform initiatives 
Integrated Financial Management System (IFMS): IFMS is a State-run financial management 

system to facilitate sound public financial management for Government of Punjab by establishing an 

efficient fund flow system as well as a payment-cum-accounting network. 

Integration with E-Kuber: E-Kuber is a Core Banking Solution (CBS) for processing of payments 

and receipts. In e-payment model of E-Kuber, payments are directly processed by RBI, thereby, 

eliminating the role of Agency Banks and their resulting delays. In e-receipt model of E-Kuber, 

reporting of Government receipts for various services is made by banks to RBI and a consolidated 

receipt reporting is made by RBI to the State. 

Cyber Treasury Portal: The State has developed a Cyber Treasury Portal (CTP) to facilitate online 

transactions between citizens & the government for various government services. It is a secured portal 

available 24x7, via which citizens can pay government tax/fee challan etc. online anytime, anywhere. 

The portal has been integrated with Payment Gateway of NSDL (PayGov), thereby, providing citizens 

a facility of payment through approximately 65 banks via internet banking. It has also been integrated 

with SBI's payment gateway named Multiple Option Payment System (MOPS) providing the facility 

of payment to citizens through debit card, credit card and internet banking. 
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The State has also decided to integrate the CTP with E-Kuber system of RBI, as integration with E-

Kuber will streamline the reporting of Government receipts by agency banks. The portal has been 

operational w.e.f. October 31, 2018. 

Public Financial Management System (PFMS): PFMS is the portal developed by Government of 

India to monitor the disbursal of funds up to the last beneficiary for Centrally Sponsored Schemes 

(CSS). The State of Punjab has integrated its IFMS with PFMS, for seamless data flow from the State 

treasury to Government of India in respect of spending of funds under CSS.  

Human Resource Management System (HRMS): The Government of Punjab has adopted the 

“Manav Sampada”, a software developed by NIC for computerization of service records of 

government employees. The software has been implemented in all the administrative departments of 

the State, whereby the salary bills of all employees and also their e-service books have been generated 

on the system. 

Pensioners’ Database & Mobile App: The State has also created a single electronic database of its 

pensioners in IFMS. The Government with the availability of pensioners database can correctly 

estimate its pension burden, expected outcome of policy interventions apart from auto-check of 

individual pensions. 

Vehicle Management System (VMS): VMS is a web-based application for creating a single database 

of all vehicles owned by the Government in its various departments. It ensures optimal utilization of 

vehicles especially during the times of disaster, correctly estimating the POL (Petroleum, Oil and 

Lubricants) and maintenance expenditures and, thereby, helping in proper budgeting. The system has 

been successfully implemented w.e.f. March 01, 2018. 

The state has summed the practice of State exchequer paying for the Income tax of Chief Minsiter and 

Cabinet Ministers. Chief Minister and Cabinet Ministers have resolved to pay the income tax on their 

own from March , 2018. 

Debt Management Unit has been set up in the Department of Finance to manage debt in order to 

strategically manage the debt profile of the state with an ultimate objective of affecting savings in 

interest cost. 

 

                            

                                                                
 

 

 

 

 

 

 





Chapter 8 Governance 

8.1 Introduction 

Governance plays the key role in achieving the desired outcomes from the given resource. Punjab 
Government is committed to strengthen good governance. This chapter discusses the various elements 
of governance in the context of Punjab. These elements include: 

� Law and order  
� Combating corruption  
� E-governance  
� Transparency   
� Empowering local bodies. 

The chapter also throws light on various initiatives undertaken by the State government to ensure 
robust governance structures and processes. 

8.2 Law and order 

Punjab has one of the highest police strengths in country maintaining law and order which is an 
important element of good governance. Public order ensures a peaceful and harmonious state of 
society with the rule of law ensuring equality, fairness and non-arbitrariness within the State. 
Moreover, violence and disorder undermine economic growth and development leading into a vicious 
cycle of under-development. 

Maintaining public order and preserving the rule of law are indispensable functions of the State with 
the Police force and the judicial system acting as principal enforcement agencies. As on 31st March 
2023, there were 591police stations spread across the state. 

Punjab Police rolled out the Crime and Criminal Tracking Network & Systems (CCTNS) project to 
strengthen its capabilities and meet the contemporary law and order challenges. The objective of this 
project is to build a nationwide database of crime and criminal records and connect all police stations 
and their supervisory offices across the country for information sharing while automating day-to-day 

Governance has been defined to refer to structures and processes that are designed to ensure 

accountability, transparency, responsiveness, rule of law, stability, equity and inclusiveness, 

empowerment and broad-based participation. The primary purpose of the governance is the 

welfare of citizens and equally important aspects in concerned with ensuring equitable access to 

public services in a time bound manner on anytime and anywhere basis. Good governance relates 

to the political and institutional processes and outcomes that one necessary to achieve the goals of 

development. The true test of good governance is the degree to which it delivers on the promise of 

human rights, civil, cultural, economic, political and social rights. Punjab has adopted various 

measures in the interest of good governance and has been successful in achieving desired goals. 

Crime and Criminal Tracking Network of Systems (CCTNS) project to track police complaints, 

anti-corruption action line to eliminate corruption e-office, door-step delivery services, online 

delivery services are some steps towards good governance. The state has also leveraged 

Information and Communication Technology (ICT) and included various e-governance initiates 

with an objective of bringing a paradigm shift in public service delivery of Government 

functioning. 
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functions at police stations. Any police officer at any police station can access this database for 
detailed investigation of a case and arrive at the desired outcome. 

The State Government is trying to modernize Police Station in the state especially in IT sector by 
strengthening hardware & software in the department. All 591 police stations and 188 higher offices 
have been equipped with computer hardware and are connected with the State Data Centre through 
internet. Every month approx. one lakh FIRs are being downloaded by the citizens.   

Punjab has also been a leader in the implementation of Interoperable Criminal Justice System (ICJS).  
ICJS aims to integrate the CCTNS project with the e-courts and e-prisons databases in the first 
instance and with the other pillars of the criminal justice system - forensics, prosecution, juvenile 
homes and a nationwide fingerprint data base of criminals in a phased manner. The integration will be 
achieved by providing access to the judiciary, police and prisons through a desktop dashboard and 
will facilitate investigations, robust search facility for retrieving criminal data. National Crime & 
Criminal Data search across all pillars has also been made available to all police stations under ICJS 
project. 

Community policing focuses on the police being 
proactive in delivering the services and having 
increased interface of the Police with community. 
Community policing is one of the most important 
achievements of Punjab. It is the first state in India to 
launch a project on community policing – 
“SAANJH”. Punjab Police believes in the philosophy 
of community policing and has integrated community 
with the working of police by launching Saanjh. 
Saanjh project is an institutionalized set up of 28 
Community Police Resource Centers (District Saanjh 
Kendra’s), 120 Community Policing Suvidha Centers (Subdivision Saanjh Kendra’s) and 382 Police 
Stations Outreach Centers (Police Station Saanjh Kendra’s) in the State. Every Saanjh Kendra is run 
by a police-public committee comprising of Police officers, Ex-officio members representing 
government departments such as health, education, women and child welfare etc. and representatives 
from amongst principals of colleges, professionals and NGOs. These Saanjh Kendra’s are responsible 
for providing 20 civil services of Punjab Police to the citizens, which are time bound under Right to 
Service Act, 2011. Citizens from any part of the state may approach the nearest Saanjh Kendra for 
availing services from any police station in the State including remote locations.  The Saanjh portal 
also enables citizens to download FIRs, track status of their complaints and search for information on 
missing/kidnapped persons, stolen or lost items, arrested/wanted persons, etc. Office of Chief Minister 
of Punjab regularly monitors the citizen services pendency of public services from Saanjh Kendra’s 
and the pendency has been reduced thus ensuring time bound delivery of citizen services to the 
residents of Punjab. 

Prisons project is also another important achievement where Punjab has been a leading State in the 
country in terms of implementation of this project in all the jails of the State. The scope of this project 
is to computerize and integrate all the activities related to prison and prisoner management in the 
prison. This application suite provides vital information about the inmates in the prisons in real time 
environment to the prison officials and other entities, involved in criminal justice system. It facilitates 
online visit request and grievance redressal as well. 

Prisons application suite, developed by NIC, is a cloud-based product designed with easy-to-use 
Graphical User Interface (GUI) and embedded with a comprehensive security feature. Currently, 
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Custody Certificate Module is being implemented in the jails of the State as per the orders of Hon’ble 
High Court. 

8.3 Combating Corruption 

 Corruption is as dangerous as a heinous crime committed against the integrity and dignity of a State 
and its citizens whether committed by service providers or seekers. Combating corruption is at the 
heart of United Nation’s Sustainable Development Goals. Corruption adversely impacts the economy 
as it interferes with the rule of law, impeding private enterprise, and wastes taxpayer’s money. In 
addition, corruption undermines policies and programs that aim to reduce poverty. One of the main 
objectives of Punjab Government is to see a corruption free Punjab so introduced zero tolerance 
policy towards corruption. The Vigilance Bureau is the main investigating wing of the Vigilance 
Department, Government of Punjab which controls anti-corruption measures and probity in public 
life. The Vigilance Bureau has taken various preventive as well as punitive measures to curb 
corruption which includes registration of criminal misconduct cases, enquiries, investigation, raids, 
confiscation of property, prosecution of criminals, arrests, etc. The details of cases registered with the 
Vigilance Bureau in 2023 (01.01.2023 to 01.11.2023) are as follows: 

1. Vigilance enquiries: 69 vigilance enquiries were registered in which 29 Gazetted officers 44 
non-gazetted officers and 114 private persons were involved in various acts of corruption. 

2. Trap cases: 119 trap cases have been registered, in which 13 Gazetted Officers, 117 Non-
Gazetted Officers and 44 private persons were involved. 

3. Registration of criminal misconduct cases: 91 criminal misconduct cases have been registered 
in which 38 Gazetted Officers, 95 Non-Gazetted Officers and 101 private persons were involved. 

4. Disproportionate asset cases: 13 cases have been registered, 5 against gazetted officers, 3 non 
gazeted officials and 10 Private persons were involved where an individual's net 
economic assets significantly exceeded the assets, he or she should possess after accounting for 
all sources of legal income. 

5. Conviction Rate: The conviction rate during 2023 is 35% as per Vigilance Bureau, Punjab. 
During 2023,1 gazetted officer, 22 non-gazetted officers and 4 private persons were convicted by 
Hon'ble Courts in 22 registered cases.

In order to ease the procedure of lodging complaints against instances of corruption by public 

servants, the Vigilance Bureau has introduced an online complaint portal. Citizens can fill the 
complaint form online and seek services from the Vigilance Department without revealing their 
identity publicly. The portal also enables them to track the status of their complaints. 

Vigilance Bureau Punjab has introduced Anti-Corruption Action Line no. 9501200200 to 

eliminate Corruption. 

8.4 E-governance 

Punjab is committed towards upgrading the government machinery with the adoption of ICT, with the 
aim to enhance collaboration between the Government and the governed. State Government is taking 
various initiatives to strengthen E-governance which implies integration of Information and 
Communication Technology (ICT) in the day-to-day functioning of the Government. It allows easier 
interaction between the government and various stakeholders (citizens, business entities, government 
departments and agencies, employees) and facilitates the government in improving its service delivery 
level. It also increases public participation, tackling corruption and improves transparency. 

The Department of Governance Reforms is the nodal agency of Government of Punjab for executing 
various e-governance initiatives within the State. The Department of Governance Reforms with the 
help of its implementing agencies - Punjab State e-Governance Society (PSeGS), District e-
governance Society (DeGS) and State e-governance Mission Team (SeMT), is responsible for 
carrying out various e-governance projects in different departments of the Government. 

Punjab has emerged as one of the leading states in the country to implement e-Governance initiatives 
in every sphere of governance. With the objective of bringing a paradigm shift in public service 
delivery and Government functioning, various e-governance projects have been implemented. A list 
of various e-governance projects implemented by the Government of Punjab are presented in Table 
61.

8.5 Transparency 

Government of Punjab is focused on bringing about 

greater transparency and efficiency in its day-to-day 

functioning. With an aim to prevent corruption and 
increase transparency in the delivery of public services, 
Government of Punjab enacted ‘The Punjab 
Transparency & Accountability in Delivery of Public 
Service Act’ in 2018. This Act enabled backend 
computerization of public services, mandatory online 
receipt of service requests and delivery of services in a 
stipulated time frame. The prime objective under this 
Act is to provide public services in an electronic manner, as far as possible with a facility of tracking 
an application request by the citizens. The government also drafted ‘The Punjab Transparency in 
Public Procurement Act, 2019’ to ensure transparency during the bidding process for government 
tenders. This would foster an environment of healthy competition and put in place a mechanism to 
prevent corrupt practices. 

E-procurement initiative has been introduced to simplify government procurement and make 

the process more transparent. It is an integrated system which cover all aspects of procurement - 
indent of tender, tender preparation, bidding, bid evaluation and award of contract. The portal of e-
procurement displays detailed information on all tenders floated by various departments of the 
Government. Government e-Procurement System of NIC (GePNIC) has been fully implemented in all 
the departments of the State for procurement purposes. Punjab has also been using the Government e-
Marketplace (GeM), which is a government-run e-commerce portal. It is a one-stop portal to facilitate 
and enable easy online procurement of the consumer goods and services that are needed by various 
government departments and PSUs. 

Transparency in litigation management. Website of High Court of Punjab is an open platform 
which makes information on litigation easily available to citizens. Litigation data is updated on a 
regular basis. Litigants can view daily cause list (schedule of cases) and know about the status and

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judgement of a case by providing some basic details related to the case. A display board further 
presents real-time case proceeding information. Citizens can also enter their grievance/feedback and 
track its status on the ‘Citizen Corner’ portal of the website. 

Government process reforms – Before induction of ICT tools, it is ensured that existing 
procedures/processes proformas etc. are simplified and timelines are cut down for required approvals 
and service delivery.  

8.6 Empowering local bodies 

Strengthening of local government and their collaboration with the State as well as the National 
Government is imperative for efficient delivery of public services. Local bodies can be empowered by 
greater decentralization and devolution of the 3Fs – funds, functions and functionaries which makes 
them self-reliable financially, politically and administratively. 

The State Government has devolved all 18 functions to Urban Local Bodies (ULBs) and 13 functions 
to Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs) as per the Constitution of India. The 11th and 12th schedule of the 
Constitution of India lists out 29 and 18 functions respectively to be devolved to PRIs and ULBs. The 
list of various functions as devolved to the local bodies have been summarized below:

� Online collection of Property Tax to facilitate citizens to pay from anywhere and anytime and 
improving transparency and accountability in the functioning of the ULBs.  

� Online Application for Fire NOC & Trade License under ease of doing business.  

� Mobile Application for citizens and employees for handling Public Grievances.  

� Double Entry Accounting system has been rolled out in pilot towns to increase transparency and 
accountability. 
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
